The m ill's employees are 
anaong hundreds of thousands of 
factory workers left jobless in re­
cent months as the nation's 
unemployment rate worsens. 
M ichigan  h as  the  w orst 
unemployment among top in­
dustrial states.

Backus, 31, sits at home most 
days now, collecting his last few 
unemployment checks and 
aw aiting word on w hether 
anyone wants to buy the mill and 
rehire its SO workers.

He wonders if he’ll have to 
leave his hometown to find work.

"After all we've been through. 
I don't even want to go back — 
but 1 wiU," he says in his living 
rooaa. over the noise of an "Andy 
Griffith Show" rerun. "The 
paper mill is all we know "

Some mill workers have moved 
away. Others have taken the few 
full-time jobs available in the

while the mill's fate remains 
uncertain.

They say no other business in 
the rural area can come close to 
noatebing the $10 an hour they 
earned at the mill, and they 
worry things are httle better 
elsewhere.

Michigan leads the nation’s 11 
largest industrial states in 
unemployment with a seasonally 
adjusted 7.9 percent jobless rate 
for August. Watervliet is in Ber-

hen County, which has a 7.1 per­
cent jobfess rate.

The national jobless rate in 
August was S.t percent — a two- 
yaar high- The Labor Depart­
ment will release September 
unemploy meot figures Friday.

Since March 1989. the number 
of factory jobs nationally has

N i^  Khouri, an economist fbr 
the Michigan Senate Fiscal Agen­
cy. predicts the state's jobless 
rate will be S.S percent a year 
from now.

"With the increase in the price 
of oil continuing to drain the 
economy, we're g o ^  to see even 
more of an economic slowdown in 
the next six to 12 months," 
Khouri said.

The closure forced Mayor

28, of 
Fort Worth, was arrested about 
an hour later and arraigned 
Wednesday on a charge of a t­
tempted capital murder, county 
officials said. Officer Peggy
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Taylor said Harrison was being 
hcM in Tarrant County Jail on 
$150,000 bond.

McFarland was reported in 
good condition a t H arris 
Methodist Hospital Wednesday 
night.

Brown 
said.

W hile  th e  m ove u p s e t 
volunteers and park emidoyees 
who help decorate the park, some 
business owners along the trail 
view the city’s decision as an ear­
ly Christmas present.

Most restaurant owners are 
hoping for a break from the 
thousands of vehicles that tradi­
tionally jam  traffic near their 
establishm ents during the 
Yuletide festivities.

"I hope that will eliminate 
some of the (traffic) (woblem."

DEAR READER Proatatic hvpar- 
plasia. the beai|pi overgrowth of aor- 
mal prostatic tissue, is a coromoa af- 
flictioa that sooner or later, affects 
most mee. The overgrowth itself is 
not a problem, it's the conaeqaeocas 
that cause symptoms.

The prostate gland, a walaat-stae 
organ that prothices seminal fluid, 
lies at the base of the penis, next to 
the rectum. The urethra, the tube 
draining the bladder, passes through 
the prostate. As the gland enlarges 
with age. it progreasively presses on 
the urethra, lenthng to urinary fre­
quency. hesttancy. urgency and noc­
turia (urination at n i^ ).

Many men put up with theae symp­
toms, assuming correctly that th ^  
are part of growing older However, 
as tM symptoms worsen, men be­
come tneroMingty disgnt led and 
uncomfortable imiU. after moidhs or 
years, they seek help from urologtsts.

At present, the most popular way of 
treating advanced benign pronlatic 
hyperplmia is to remove the portion 
of the gland pressing on the urethra.

The announcement comes a 
month after Houston's Exxon Co. 
U.S A announced it would spend

$1 billion to build platforms, 
pipelines and onshore facilities 
needed to produce its natural gas 
reserv es in Mobile Bay 

These gas pipeline companies 
will use the gas to supply 
customers in Florida, the Nor­
theast and the Midw.est 

The energy commission has 
been holding so-called "open 
season proceedings in the 
Mobile Bay area to decide w hich 
competing pipeline propi«als will 
be approved, the newspaper 
reported

In June, five major companies 
agreed — at the commission's 
urging — to collaborate on 
building one pipeline 

Wednesday's announcement 
throws out the June agreement in 
favor of expanding four times the 
capacity of the 123-mile onshore 
Transco line and building a i > -  

mile offshore line Transco was 
not a party to the June agree­
ment

“This IS a very sensible and ra­
tional way of avoiding duplica­
tion of effort, spending of dollars 
and environmental e.xposure," 
said John Olson, an analyst with 
First Boston's Houston office 

The line, made of 30-inch pipe, 
runs from a Mobil gas processing 
plant in Mobile County to the 
main Transco line in Butler. .Ala 

Construction is expected to 
start in early 1991, pending the 
c o m m iss io n 's  app roval 
Transco's subsidiary will operate 
the onshore line and construct the 
offshore line Enron will operate 
the offshore line. Southern 
Natural will construct the on­
shore facilities.
