The Medical Care Dollar
Last year we Amencans, spent$20.S billion for medical care

6.4 per cent more than in I960. But this figure needs a bit of
interpretation if its significance is to be understood. The Am-

erican Medical Association News provides It: "The cost of med-

ical care, in relation to other consumerprices, went up less than
C per cent in 1961, but spending for medical care went up 6.4

per cent. Obviously, there is a difference."
The difference lies in the fact that the public is demanding

jnore medical services,and is willing to spend more to get them.
"At the sametime," says the News, "improved proceduresand
widening knowledge are giving the public more for its medical
dollar than it ever got before.'

A few more statistics are important here, in the light of the
continuing conroversy over the cost of medical care and, par-
ticularly, doctors' charges The doctors' share of each medical
care dollar has held steadily at 25 cents since 1955. In many
prior years it was substantially m le --2S cents in 1950, 30 cents
in. 1940, and about 33 cents in 192U The hospitals' share of the
medical care dollar has shown the biggest Increase, and that is
attributable to expanded services and soaring operating costs.

These a:e facts and they aie hardly of a sort that could
cause n reasonableperson to rise in anger. The medical care
dollar, today, produceson ultimate in return.

Better Sense
"A farmer's best hope for good prices is to keep production

in line with demand,not to retain high production and then at-

tempt to plug up the outlet to market." says the Portland Ore-gonia- n.

"In the long run, the law of supply and demandcannot
be violated. The federal government'sfarm program has proved
that."

This sound observationwas inspired by the recent effort of
a comparatively new farm organizationto persuadeproducersto
boycof the livestock markets. The organization'smain purpose
is to force packers to sign contracts guaranteeinghigh livestock
prices, regardlessof the state of the market. Additionally, the
contiaits would provide for a "check-off- " system,whereby both
producers and packerswould be forced to pay what amountedto
dues to the farm organization The cost to the consumerwould
be staggering.

The packers,needless to say, have refusedto sign, and there
is small likelihood that they will change their minds. Such con-

tracts would probably be illegal, and 'gravely so. Legalisms de,

the end result of this effort, if it proved successfulwith
crop after crop, would be a monopoly of the nation's food supply.
No nation ran afford that.
