T.e
breaks are quite rough, though therc
is some very fine land in the v Leys
and along the crecks which is very
productive and will grow grain and
vegetables to perfestion. There are
900 sections in the county layinz up
on the level plains, with a rich and
produetive scil from 5 to 30 fect in
depth, and generally speaking, s of
a dark, chocolate color—some nently
black and other places more of a san-
dy nature—richly curpeted with '«
thick coat of curley mesquite, gram-
ma and buffale grass; the low basins
are thicky covered with fine b'ue stem
and a specia of wild oats which
makes a fine quality of hay. Nearly
eviry section «f land has what is
known as a basiu—a deep depression
in the land, from 5 to 50 feet below
the level plain, coutaining from 5 to
700 acres. Tuey scrve the sawe

water from the level lands, and many
of them hold water for months, and
the soil is very rich and prodnce fine
crops of- rich hay. Tus landsin
Floyd and adjoining counties are
very rich and will produce -all
kinds of small grain such as burly,
wheat, oats. rice, corn, sugarcane
sorghum and millet. Indian cory, it
has been claimed, does not do well
but this is a gand uistake, as we can
show as fine corn as aus ever raised
in Dallag county. Vegetables of all
kinds do remarkably well. Cablage,
beets, turnips, squashes, pumpkins,
beans, peas, onions, Irish and sweet
potates grow very fine and estreawly
large. When we speak of Floyd
we include the adjoining counties,for
they are like twin sisters. Th.re
are but very few running streams on
the plains and we have to sink for
water from 10 to, 150 feet. Gu.ner-
ally, around Della Plain we sink from
50 to 125 and obtain an abund ince
of pure cold water, well tasted. Tue
soil is compacked and we never have
wells. The cli-
mate, in summer is very nice, cool
hights and pleasant days—a good
breeze, generally. In the wintcr the
weather is colder than in the valleys;
snow falls from one to eight inches,
femains from ons to ten days. When
the cold northers come, it mukes it
quite unpleasant for a day or two
then the wind changes to the south

west and there are several days of
pleasant weather. We were shown

on the grass, and they looked weil in.
Mareh and April.  Mauy build wind
breaks of sod walls, by takinga
large plow and breaking the sod,
then entting it in the desired leugsh,
(2 or 3 feet long) and building walls |
40 to 100 feet long by 5 or 6 feet iu
height which makes a good wind
break for stock.

A
single maun can preempt 80'by having
she same surveyed, residing on it for
one vear and paying $1.00 per acre.

Wuereas, On the 6th day of
April, A. -D., 1889, the following
Joint Resolution passed by the
Twenty-first Legislature was ap-
proved, by the terms of which the
Exeeutive is required to issue his
proclamation submitting the same
to the vote of the qualified electors
of the State at the next general
election for state and county officers.
JOINT RESOLUTION TO AMEND SEC-

TION 9, ARTICLE 8, OF THE CON-

STITUTION OF THE STATE OF TEXAS.

SectioN 1. Resolved by the
Legislature of the State of Texas:
That Section 2. Article 8, of the
Constitution of the State of Texas,
be so amended as to hereafter read
as follows :

ArticrLe 8, Section 9. The State
tax on property, exclusive of the
tax necessary to pay the public
debt and of the taxes provided for
the benefit of public free schools,
shall never exceed thirty-five cents
on the one hundred dollar valua-
tion ; and no county, city, or town
shall levy more than twenty-five
cents for city or county purposes,
and not exceed fifteen cents for
reads and bridges on the one hun-
dred dollars valuation, except for
the payment of debts incurred prior
to the adoption of the amendment,
September 25, A. D. 1883, and for
the erection of public buidings,
