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VOTE AGAINST ALL AMEND-
MENTS

The election for the purpose of vot-
ing on the four proposed amendments
to the State Constitution will be held
on the 1st day of August, Monday
and it is our honest belief that each
and every one of these améndments
would be a detriment to good govern-
ment and expense to the tax pay-
ers that would be very burdensome.

_Somethings in some of these amend-

ments meet with our approval, but
there are powers extended to the Le-
gislature in each one of them that
is not for the good of the people that
the Legislature should have, Giv-
ing the Legislature unlimited power
to assess taxes and to control salar-
ies' would mean ruination to the tax
payers of the state according to our
way of thinking. Of course, this
house of the legislature might not
take full advantage of these powers
but who knows what a future Legis-
lature might do.

The tax amendment would °give
the Legislature the power to assess
and collect taxes seperately for the
state and county governments, There
fore if the legislature made enormous
appropriations for something, they
would have power to place taxes on
everything and anything they saw
fit and in most any way. For in-
stance after taking all industrial
taxes away from the counties, asses
ing an income tax, ete., they" failed
to raise enough money to take care
of the various appropriations that
they had made, they could go as far
as they pleased and place a stamp
tax on all kinds of .interest bearing
papers, deeds, bills of sale, legal do-
cuments, drugs, luxuries, and even if
necessary place a special tax upon
the farmer and factory production of
the state. Their power in this matter
would be so much that they could

even force a tax on everything that!

was raised or made in the State, and
everything that the laborer or farmer
of the state could produce. On the
other hand, the county revenue would
have to be raised solely from taxes
upon real estate and the rate would
have to be heavily increased. As we
interpret the tax amendment, it would
mean that the powers of the legisla-
ture would be extended to where they
could confiscate the lands and pro-
ducts of the people, if they so de-
sired. It would not be safe for the
people to give such power to a govern
ing body, for this is pure autocrasy,
and will tend to drive the people into
slavery and peonage. 7

We have no objection to the gover-
nor being paid an adequate salary,
nor the legislators having pay for
their work. We believe that the of-
ficials of the state should be paid
salaries instead of fees. The amend-
ment to be voted on stipulates the
governor’s and the legislator’s sa-
ary, and leaves the determining of
the county officials salaries to the
legislature or some board the legisla-
ture might create. This would be
taking a long chance en the part of
the people, if the amendment should
carry. Every adminstration in state
affairs that has passed has created
a stink of some sort in the unearthing
of graft and misappropriated funds in
the administration that proceeded it,
and there will be grafters at work
in the state government administra-
tions that are to come, and if the
right was left to the legislature or
some board created by the legislature
to specify the salary that each state
and county official was to receive,
why would there not be many means

of the legislature or the board that]

handled the naming ef the salaries
whereby the taxpayers could be rob-
ed and graft used. In past adminis-
trations how many times has ‘it come
to light that certain hirelings: by the
various officials have been paid an
enormous salary, with an understand-
ing that a part of the salary was to
be turned to the person or persons
that made it possible for the employe
to receive the salary.  These kind of
transactions were very forcibly brou-
ght to light in the' past governor’s
campaign, where it was claimed that
Jim had made deal’s with various
employes of the state, and had re-

ceived a large per cent of such salar-

ies to feather his own nest. The peo-
ple of Texas cannot afford to take
this chance.

The court reform amendment as
we see it is the biggest farce that
has ever been submitted to the peo-
of the state. It evades court reform
in every way possible, and instead of
trending toward reform, merely crea-
tes more offices to be filled on fat
salaries. We do not need more courts
or larger courts. What we need is
courts that will take care of the busi-
ness that is necessary. Courts that
will not allow the lawyers to run
them, and which will meet at regular
intervals, transact the busines of coun-
ty and state with dispatch, keep the
lawyers from delaying the cases, give
justice, [and stop idheating justice.
Today in our district courts all the
business that is transacted in a five
weeks term in Floyd county could be
dispensed of in a week’s time, if the
court would get down to business
when it meets. The trouble with the
present day courts is that they are
so completely domoniated by the law-
yers, and what is called ‘court proce-
dure” that they have no time to try
the cases that come before them. The
same is true of the higher courts.
They are too busy listening-to the
arguments of the lawyers, and getting
ready for their vacations that they
cannot find sufficient time to take
care of the business of the people, and
hence ask for more high powered
judges to draw fat salaries and join
them on their fishing and other va-
cation trips. The tax payers pay the
bill for all this tom foolery and wast-
fullness of our courts, and then vote
to increase their number; keep men

in office that are dominated by the
lawyers, and let the waste go on in
the courts without raising their hand
to protect their own interests. A bill|
was presented to the last legislature

for court reform, but when the law-

vers in the legislative halls got thru
amending and changing the bill it
was everything but a court reform
bill. And now they submit to the

jpeople a bill to increase the judges|’

with which too add more taxes, and
call it a court reform bill. It is to
your interest to. kill this amendment
at the ballot box August 1.

ONLY SEVEN CASES OF TYPHOID
IN THE TOWN—ALL FROM
SAME SOURCE

Reports have reached our desk that
there has been stories afloat over the
country to the effect that there are
from forty to sixty cases of‘typhoid
fever in Lockney. These reports are
false and have no foundation. There
is at this time seven cases of typhoid
fever in Lockney. All these cases
except two developed the first few

daysswhen the typhoid broke out. The’

last two have developed this week.
The source of the typhoid germ that
caused these cases was: traced to the
milk supply at the Teaff home, by
the State Health Officers that were
in Lockney last week. The Teaffs
were milking several head of jersey
cows, and selling milk to regular cus-
tomers, and according to State Health
officers in some way this milk be-
came contaminated between the 18th
and 20th day of June, and the cases
that are now in Lockney was the
outgrowth of the contamination of the
milk.

STATES BUILT 20,000 MILES OF
SURFACED ROADS LAST YEAR

More than 13,600 miles of earth
roads included in the State highway
systems of the 48 states were sur-
faced by the several highway ‘depart-
ments in 1926, according to informa-
tion compiled from State reports by
the Bureau of Public roads of the
United States Department of Agri-
culture., :

The total length of surfaced roads
constructed by State agencies during
the year was 19,492 miles, of which
13,664  miles was laid over former
earth roads and 5 828 miles repre-
sented a rebuilding of old surfaces.

The reports show that the total
mileagle of surfaced roads in the
State highway systems increased by
18,205 miles during the year; but of
this increase 4,341 miles represents
no actual work by the State, but con-

sists merely of mileage transfered
from county to state jurisdiction, sta-
tistical ¢hanges resulting from resur-
veys and etc.

The above figures refer to increases
in surfaced mileage on the State High
way systems only and do not include
surfacing laid by the counties or other
local governments. They do include,
however, all work done with federal
aid.

The statistical table issued by the
federal bureau shows that the com-
bined state systems embrace 287,928
miles and that of this mileage 163,-
059 miles is surfaced and 28,456 miles
is graded and drained aeccording to
engineering standards. The state sys-
tems are now about 66 per cent ini-
tially improved. The types of sur-
faced roads existing at the end of
1926 were as follows.

The mileage of road in Texas sys-
tems is 18,728 and the mileage sur-

faced is 9,256.3; 497.1 miles were sur-|.

faced during 1926.
