POLLS AT CITY HALL

Tuesday Bond Election et F or N\ ursmg H ome Issue

Voters living within the
Stratford Hospital District will
go to the polls Tuesday at the
City Hall to vote either ‘‘for’’ or
‘‘against’’ a proposed $550,000
bond issue for the purpose of
constructing a convalescent
home for residents of the area.

Absentee voting on the bond
issue will close at S p.m. Friday
at the City Hall.

Bill Riffe will serve as election
judge next Tuesday and will be
aided by Mrs. Bill Sladek as
alternate. ‘

Polls will open at 8 a.m. and
close at 7 p.m. and all residents
who are properly registered may
cast ballots in the election.

Tuesday’s voting will climax a
year of work by members of the
hospital board who began work
last year following a town hall
type meeting at which time
residents indicated they would
favor such a project.

The proposed home, if
approved by voters, would have
a capacity of 38 beds and
according to projections by
experts would be operating at
near-capacity within the first
full year of operation.

The nursing home itself
would cost an estimated
$490,650 to construct and the
remainder of the $550,000 bond
issue would go toward paying
the cost of staffing and
operating the facility for the first
six months.

After the first six months of
operation it is estimated the
facility would be a self-sustain-
ing operation with the bonds
going toward paying off the
construction costs.

The cost of the proposed
facility would be paid by a hike
in the present hospital district

tax from 5 cents per $100

valuation to 30 cents per $100
valuation.

This would figure out to cost
the average taxpayer as follows:
a $15,000 home now costs the
taxpayer $3.38 per year for
hospital district taxes and this
would be raised by $16.87 to a
total of $20.25 per year.

The taxes on a section of

grassland which now costs $8.64

per year would be raised by fi

$43.20 to a total of $51.84 per
year.

Taxes on a section of irrigated
land now costs $30.24 per year
and this would be raised by
$151.20 to a total of $181.44 per
year.

Tuesday’s official ballot reads

For, or Against, ‘‘The issuance’
of $550,000 bonds for hospital §§

purposes (medical facilities).”

The legalistic wording is
necessary in order to comply
with state regulations, accord-
ing to the district’s lawyer,
Rudy Renfer.

The proposed facility was
arrived at by members of the
board of directors of the hospital
district visiting in various homes
across the Golden Spread this
past year.

Working from ideas gleaned
from their visits, and working

closely with architects and

advisors in Amarillo, the various
estimated costs and needs were
gained.

If approved, the proposed
facility would open with 10
residents, go to a’total of 12
residents during the second
month, and on up to 20
residents by the sixth month. It
is further projected the home
would be at near-capacity by the
time it had been in operation for
one year.

The proposed facility was
designed along the lines of such
a similar facility in Canadian,
Texas. This home began on
such a scale as the one proposed
for here.

‘‘Using the guidelines set
down at last year’s Town Hall
meeting and. basing our
estimates on the 38-bed capacity
we feel this is most nearly the
type of facility we could offer
our residents to both meet the
needs required and still be able
to pay for in years to come, said
Board President Walter Lasley.

The board emphasized that

T ithe 38 bedcapac:ty is one which

wbuld be as close to a
self-sustaining facility within
one year as possible.

Q. I will be 62 later this year
and I expect to apply for
monthly social security retire-
ment benefits at that time. I
know that by applying at 62, my
payments will be reduced. I
have a wife and two minor
children. Will their payments
also be figured on my reduced
rate?

A. No. Even though you’ll get
reduced benefits, the payments
for your wife and two children
will - be figured on your
unreduced rate.

q. I am 61 yours old and a
widower, and I was completely
dependent on my wife before
she died. Can I get monthly

social security payments on her: .

work record?

A. If your wife worked long
enough in jobs covered by social
security, you may be able to get
monthly benefits. Effective
January 1973 the age of
eligibility for dependent widow-
ers was lowered from 62 to 60.
You should get in touch with
your social security office and
apply for monthly payments.
q. My husband died in an auto
accident 4 months ago, and my
20 year old son was severely
injured in the same accident.
Since my son had worked for 6
months before the accident, can
he get monthly disability
payments from social security?
A. To qualify for disability
payments on his own record,
your son needs at least 1 1/2
years of work under social
security during the last 3 years.
However, if it looks like he’ll be
disabled for a year or more, he
may be able to get benefits on
his father’s earnings record.
Children can get monthly
payments on the record of a
deceased, disabled, or retired
parent if the child becomes
disabled before age 22.
