Shooting the Messenger

ITiis week, a reader writes:
My grandson evidently connected his window messenger to my 

computer when he was here last time. How do I get him off? I've now 
signed up for Windows Messenger hut his name kept coming up 
instead oj mine. I had to "knock" him offline and sign in. Can I get 
him o ff for good?

I'm going to make an assumption that you're using Windows XP. If 
so, your grandson probably "associated” his Windows Messenger 
account (a free online service from Microsoft) with your Windows 
XP user account. Messenger prompts you to do this when you first 
launch it. It then assumes that this account is “yours” and that you 
want to use it each time you launch Messenger.

Note: "MSN Messenger" is now called a "Windows Messenger" so 
you might see either of those names used depending on if your 
computer has been getting all of its "Windows Updates." Both "MSN 
Messenger" and "Windows Messenger" are tied to Microsoft's 
"Passport" account system. To add to the confusion, those Passport 
accounts are also referred to as "Windows Live" accounts as 
Microsoft has continued to evolve the services they offer online.

You can change the Messenger/Live account that is associated with 
your Windows XP account fairly simply:

•  Go to your "Control Panel" and click on "User Accounts."
•  Click on your account. If there isn't an account with your 

name, it might be called "Owner," "Default," or some other 
generic name.

•  Look for the option that says "Change my .NET Passport."
•  The next screen will show you which ".NET Passport," (or 

Messenger/Live ID) that is currently associated with your 
Windows XP user account. Assuming that this screen lists 
your grandson's Messenger/Live account and not yours, 
click "Use a Different Passport." This will launch the .NET 
Passport Wizard. Click "Next."

•  In your case, since you've already created your own 
Messenger/Live account you'll select "Yes, use my existing 
e-mail address" on the next screen and click "Next."

•  On the next screen, select "Yes, sign in with my Windows 
Live ID." (If you had not already created your own account 
before, you'd select "No, sign up now" at this screen.)

•  On the next screen, enter the email address and password 
that you used to create your own Messenger ID. Note:
Make sure that the check box for "Associate my Windows 
Live ID with my Windows user account" is selected. This, 
in fact, is the option that will fix your specific problem.
Click "Next" when you've entered the information.

That's it! Next tune you launch Messenger it should be using your 
account instead of your grandson's.

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The Top Five Fat Myths Busted
by Dr. Susan Mitchell,

Ph.D., RD, FADA
(NAPS)—For years, people 

have been advised to cut fat out of 
their diets, but now, guidelines 
from the American H eart Asso­

ciation  have been 
rev ised  to recom ­
mend that the right 
type of fats can play 
an important role in 
a healthy diet.

Here are five fat 
myths and the facts 

Dr. Mitchell to help clear up the 
confusion:

M yth # 1. E a tin g  fa t m akes 
you fat. Because fat has more calo­
ries per gram than the two other 
nutrients that contribute calories 
(protein and carbohydrate), some 
people think eating fat will make 
you fat. However, if you are con­
cerned about maintaining or 
losing weight, it’s the total 
number of calories you eat 
every day that will impact 
your waistline.

M yth #2. The am ount 
o f fa t is m ore im p o rta n t 
th a n  th e  ty p e  o f fa t .  
Researchers now recognize th a t 
the amount of fat should no longer 
be seen as the main factor in pre­
venting heart disease. Instead, 
the type of fat consumed is most 
im portant. H ealth  benefits are 
seen when “bad” fats—trans and 
saturated fats—are replaced with 
mono- and polyunsaturated fats, 
also known as “good” fats. The key 
is to not add fa ts  to the diet; 
rather, substitute “bad” fats with 
“good” fats.

M yth # 3. B ak ed  is b e tte r .
Baked chips are often recom­
mended because they tend to be 
lower in fat. So if you are looking to 
lower fat intake, baked products 
may be a good option; however, 
baked doesn’t necessarily mean 
they are significantly lower in calo­
ries. At the same time, fried chips 
can have some nutritional value 
depending on the oil used. For 
example, Frito-Lay cooks all its 
snack chips in sunflower or corn oil,

Choose snacks made with a 
heart-healthy oil such as corn or 
sunflower oil.__________________

which are high in the “good” 
mono- and polyunsaturated 

fats, low in saturated fat and 
have 0 grams of trans fat. 
These “good” fats can have 
heart-health benefits.

M yth # 4. O live oil is 
th e  o n ly  good  o il. While 

olive oil has received a great deal 
of attention, there are a number of 
oils th a t are high in “good” fats 
and low in “bad” fats. Corn, sun­
flower and canola oils are not only 
higher in “good” fats, they are also 
lower in saturated fat and contain 
0 grams of trans fat.

M yth #5. You on ly  n ee d  to  
w orry about tran s  fat. Trans fat 
is proven to have a detrim ental 
effect on your health, but intakes 
of saturated fat should also be lim­
ited. Although food companies are 
removing trans fat from their prod­
ucts, they don’t always replace 
“bad” fats with “good” fats. Check 
nutrition labels for 0 trans fat, but 
also make sure there aren’t any 
oils high in saturated fats, such as 
coconut and palm kernel oil.

No Slip-Sliding Away: How To Stay On The Road
(NAPS)—One thing is easy to 

foretell: Unpredictable weather 
can cause reduced visibility and 
hazardous driving conditions that 
make it challenging for even the 
most experienced drivers. Fortu­
nately, there are ways to protect 
yourself, your passengers and 
your car.

The following tips can help you 
stay safe when faced with treach­
erous roads:

•Assemble a winter emergency 
kit. At a minimum, it should con­
tain a blanket, boots, shovel, non- 
perishable food and a flashlight.

•Plan ahead for stopping and 
turning. “Feather” the brakes 
when approaching a stop, espe­
cially if the road is slick. If turn­
ing, accelerate very gently  
through the turn.

•D on’t make any sudden 
moves. Keep it slow and steady to 
maintain control.

• Be cautious when braking in 
icy conditions. Coast over ice.
Brake after reaching bare pave­
ment. And never slam on the 
brakes. Brake gently in a pulsing 
fashion.

•Steer into a skid. Remember:
Locked wheels lead. If your rear 
tires are in a skid and “locked,” 
the rear of your car will start slid­
ing to lead the car down the road.
If this happens, steer into the 
skid, not away, and remember, 
don’t brake during a skid.

Shape Up With a Tune-Up: 
Fixing a car that’s 
noticeably out of 
time can improve gas 
mileage by 4 percent.

• Filter Maintenance: Some­
thing as simple as a healthy air 
filter can improve your car’s gas 
mileage by as much as 10 percent.

• Consider a Hybrid: If you
are in the market for a new car, 
hybrid-electric vehicles combine 
the best features of the internal 
combustion engine with an elec­
tric motor. Another money-saving 
factor: the Energy Policy Act of 
2005 established a federal tax 
credit for certain hybrids.

• Shop  A round: If hybrids 
aren’t for you, there are still plenty 
of conventional automobiles that 
can save you big bucks at the 
pump. According to the U.S. 
Department of Energy, the differ­
ence between a car that gets 20 
mpg and one that gets 30 mpg 
amounts to about $744 per year.
