How much in taxes can be saved by farmers with investment creditdependson Jhe circumstances,but in every casewhere machinery is to
be depreciatedover a 10-ye- ar life (the Guideline recommendation),afull sevenper cent of the cost of the machine can be deducted from
taxes.

INCOME ON WHICH THE TAX IS BASED, BUT FROM THE TAX
