The First Christian Church,
one and one-ha- lf blocks west
and north of the courthouse
square, was partially unroofed
and parts of the frrick walls
were blown down, weakening
the roof and entire structure
to a dangerous"extent.

One-ha-lf block nearer the
square, the east roof of Bailey
Toliver Chevrolet Company
collapsed, damaging a number
of new cars. Other sections of
the roof were ripped and shat-
tered.

Four cotton and grain ware-
houses of sheet metal con-

struction, located In southeast
and northeast sections of town
were demolished, with the
twisted and battered metal
sheets being scattered over a
wide area.

In the downtown business
section, the glass fronts of
Frazler Radio & Appliance and
the adjoining Perry Bros.
Store were blown out.

On the third floor of the
courthouse, west wing, all
windows were shattered and
the west end of the celling was
blown upward for several
inches by the force of the
wind.

All windows on the second
floor of the Neely Building on
the northeast corner of the
square were shattered, and
wind-driv- en rain caused ex-

tensive damage to merchan-
dise stored there by the Neely
Department Store downstairs.

Also, several windows In the
cecond floor of the City Hall
were shattered by nau, wwi
resultant damage to the living
quarters of Mr. and Mrs. Floyd
Lusk.

Water Undergirds the Community
Becauseof its timeliness in observanceof Soil Stewardship

Week May 27 - June 3, the following is reprinted from "The
Stream of Life ' through courtesyof the Soil Conservation Serv-
ice.

The water is the Lord's and He gave it to us to quench our
thirst and the thirst of all living things. Without the blessing of
water, as we know, there is no life. From the (beginning, the nec-

essity of water brought men together.The first primitive gath-
erings developed around water for reasonsof convenience as
well as survival. The community emergedand assumedhonor-
able stature, to be followed ever since by ever larger and more
durable communitieswith their civilizing qualities of association
and responsibility.

Indeed, water has been an elementary fact of human so-

ciety. The fruitfulness of grazing and agriculture blessedwith
abundantwater gave rise to villages. These, in turn, came to
lean on trad.ng centerswhich grew most frequently on the rivers
and seas of transportation.

Water turned the first mill wheels and brought families to-

gether in the common effort of earliest manufacture.And in the
great metropolitan centersof the presentcentury, where millions
of families are joined in attainmentslarge and small, it is still
the availability of water that underglrds the community.

It is water that powers the mightiest turbines for industry;
water that cools the molten alloys going into modern metals;
water that slacks the thirst and bathes the body; and water
that laps the shoreswhere men go for relaxation and the dreams
that must be dreamt.

Together we have followed the thread of water and rarely
have we gone beyond. Water has been the requisite of farming,
the avenueof commerce,and the raw material of industry.
