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Brucellosis
Quarantine

Delayed

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) announced
it is postponing the effective
date of a brucellosis quarantine
on Texas cattle, until further
notice.

Meanwhile, according to
officials of USDA’s Animal and
Plant Health Inspection Service
(APHIS), Texas is complying
with the ‘‘uniform methods and
rules’’ which set forth minimum
standards for the S0 states
participating in the cooperative
brucellosis program.

In response. to a ®mporary
court order issued Dec. 30, the
Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion began requiring the
S-branding of cattle exposed to
brucellosis to prevent them from
being diverted from shipment to
slaughter, and also requiring
tighter controls of cattle
entering brucellosis-free areas
of the state.

Following a Jan. 8 hearing,
Judge J.T. Boyd of the state’s
64th Judicial District in Castro
County, issued a temporary
injunction directing the Texas
Commission to continue enfor-
cing these measures until
further orders by the court, or
until such time as the new state
regulations can be put into
effect. The Commission has
scheduled a hearing for Feb. 5
on these regulations.

USDA officials said they will
continue cooperating with Texas
in carrying out a brucellosis
eradication program, including
the payment of indemnities to
owners of infected cattle.

Also, Texas counties will
retain their standing in the
national brucellosis program.
Most of the state’s 254 counties
are currently rated as ‘‘modi-
fiedcertified’” brucellosis areas;
25 are ‘‘certified brucellosis-
free.”” but 28 are listed as ‘‘non-
certified.”’

Brucellosis or Bang’s disease
annually causes millions of
dollars in losses in cattle and
swine production. The bacterial
disease also can be transmitted
from animals to humans, where
it’s known as undulant fever.

Q. I am currently confined to the
hospital and wish to apply for
social security disability pay-
ments since I will not be able to
return to work. Do I have to wait
until I leave the hospital to file
my application? Also, if I am
found eligible and receive
benefits, what do I do if I am
able to return to work in 2 or 3
years?

A. Your disability claim can be
handled completely by tele-
phone and mail. A phone call to
the nearest social security office
would be sufficient to get your
claim started. If you should
resume work of any kind after
filing, you should notify social
security right away.

Q. I am 18 years old and I

‘received a serious injury playing

football. I have worked in
supermarkets part time for the
past three years. Will Social
Secirity pay disability benefits
for this kind of injury?

A. It makes no difference how
your injury occurred. If you have
worked enough under social

security to be insured and have
a disabling condition that

prevents you from being able to
do any type of gainful work, you
may be eligible. Your condltlop
must either have lasted or’be
expected to last for at least one
year.

Q. I was getting disabled child’s
benefits on my father’s social
security but my benefits were
stopped because I improved
enough to do some work. Could
I be again entitled to benefits on
my father if a new period of
disability begins?

A. Yes, if your new period of
disability begins before the 84th
month following the month your
disability benefit stopped. Of
course, your work may be
sufficient to insure you on your
own work record.

SWPS Announced

Southwestern Public Service
Company will invest more than
$389-million during the next five
years in new equipment and
improvements, Roy Tolk, chair-

. man and president of the

electric company, announced
today.

Expenditures for 1976 will be
about $73 million, while the

8 projected expenditures for the

other four years range from
$65-million to $104 million, the
latter expenditure scheduled in
1980. The new equipment and
improvements are necessary so
that SPS can continue providing
electric service for the 45,000
square mile area it serves.

- ““During the five-year period,
Southwestern will be required to
borrow about $255-million to
meet these construction expend-
itures,”” Tolk said.

Two new generating facilities
to be installed during this period
will increase the SPS system
capability by more than 700,000
kilowatts, bringing the total
capability to just over three
million kilowatts.

Harrington Station, northeast
of Amarillo, will be the site for
the two additional generating
units. The first is nearing
completion and is scheduled to
go on the line in June 1976. The
second unit is scheduled for
completion in 1978. Both of
these units will have a capability
of 350,000 kilowatts and will use
coal as their primary fuel.

‘‘During the latter part of the
five-year period, substantial
expenditures will be made on a
third 350,000-kilowatt generat-
ing unit presently plannéd. for
completion in 1981. This unit
will also use a coal-fired boiler,”’
Tolk said.

Wyoming is now arriving at
Harrington Station. Approxi-
mately 11,000 tons are delivered
every four to five days by a
110-car unit train, and SPS
presently has about 125,000
tons on hand. This represents
about a month’s supply of fuel.

Southwestern Public Service
Company, through its fuel
subsidiary, TUCO INC., is
continuing its aggressive pro-
gram to assure adequate fuel
supplies. ‘‘The Company’s
traaditional suppliers of natural
gas have been successful in

acquiring additional reserves -

and, at the present time,
indicate that they have adquate
supplies to meet their delivery
needs,’”’ Tolk said. ‘“While the
introduction of coal as a fuel to
this area will not reduce the cost
of electric service, it will act as a
stabilizing factor.”

Human Burns
May Get
Pig Skin

The day may come when |

burn victims may commonly
have their wounds treated with
fresh pigskins.

This new use of pigskin is a
tremendous but little known
benefit to the public, says a
swine specialist. Researchers
hav developed storable procine
biologic dressings in fresh
frozen, frozen irradiated and
dried forms. To date, 200,000
square feet of pigskins have
been applied to some 40,000
burn victims.

Dr. Gilbert Hollis, area
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
in Lubbock, says that the Burn
Treatment Skin Bank in
Phoenix, Ariz., has reported
that pigskin is used as a
temporary dressing to decrease
wound pain, limit bacterial
growth and facilitate movement
of involved joints.

The Phoenix bank is process-
ing fresh pigskin into topical
dressings for burns known as
xenografs. It is considered to be
similar to human skin, and its
plentiful supply and ready
availability have stirred increas-
ing interest. 1
