Q. ’m going to operate a private
camp next summer, and DIll
soon be interviewing young
people for counselor jobs. The
counselors I hire will get free
room and board and a small
salary. Will I have to pay social
security contributions on the
value of their room and board?
A. Yes. The fair value of their
room and board plus their cash
salaries are their total earnings
for social security purposes and
must be reported when you send
in the social security contribu-
tions for them.

0. I worked part time in 1975
and received my social security
benefits, too. Do I need to report
what I made to social security?
A. You may need to, depending
on what you earned. You were
allowed to earn $2,520 in 1975
without affecting your benefits.
That is $2,520 gross wages plus
any net earnings from self-
employment. You should also
report your earnings if you
made less than $2,520 but had
expected to earn more and some
benefits had been withheld
because of your original
estimate.

Q. How do I report my earnings
for 1975?

A. Two ways. If our records
show expected earnings of more
than $2,520, a form will be
mailed to you. Complete the
form and return it to social
security. On the other hand, if
our records don’t show expected
earnings of over $2,520, no form
will be mailed. If you made
more than $2,520, it is your
responsibility to report your
earnings to social security.

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Applications
Climb For
GI Loans

Applications for GI home
loans during the first half of
fiscal year 1976 were 1S percent
higher than the total received
during the same period in FY
1975, Jack Coker, Veterans
Administration Regional Direc-
tor, reported today.

Loan guaranty staffs at 49 VA
regional offices processed
182,900 loan applications from
July through December, Coker
said. December applications-
25,466--were 23 percent higher
than a year ago.

More than 362,800 GI loan
applications were received
during 1975, a 6- percent
increase over the previous
calendar year.

The Veterans Housing Act of
1974 relaxed restrictions on
reinstating GI home

benefits could be restored only

for ‘‘compelling reasons.”’
Since January 1,1975, the VA

has been permitted to restore

loan benefits when ever the

property has been disposed of
and the GI home loan paid in
full.

Almost nine million GI home
loans, valued at $118 billion,
have been guaranteed since the
program was established during
World War II. Almost 4.6
million veterans have paid their
loans in full, and thus could
qualify for loan restoration if
they dispose of the property
which secured their loans.

The VA guarantees 60
percent of the loan up to a
maximum of $17,500 of home
loans made by private lenders to
eligible service personnel and
veterans of World War II and

loan
eligibility. Previously, loan |

later periods. There is no
limitation on the amount except
that the loan may not exceed the
reasonable value of the property
as estiblished by the VA.

Veterans who used their
benefits before December 31,
1974, may have some additional
entitlement while technically
obligated for an earlier loan.
Maximum home loan benefits
were raised from $4,000 to
$7,500 in 1975, to $12,500 in
1968, and to $17,500 in 1974.
The amount of additional
eligibility would be the
difference between the present
$17,500 maximum and the
amount of entitlement used on
prior home loans.

Complete loan information
may be obtained at any VA
regional office veterans county
service officer, or from
representatives of local veterans
organizations.
