MOST PROSPEROUS OF THE
YEARS IS THE PLACE TO WHICH
1909 IS ENTITLED.

WHEAT IS THIRD IN LINE

The Value of the Farm Products Is So
Large It Has Become Merely a
Row of Figures.

Washington, Aug., 29.—That corn,
with a crop value for 1909 of $1,720,.-
000,000, is King, and that cotton, with
a crop value for 1000 of §850,000,000,
fs second in rank, and wheat at $725,
000,000 18 4 close third, 18 announced
in the forthcoming annual yearbook
of Secretary Wilson of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, extracts of which
report has been made publie.

Another feature of the report Is
Recretary Wilson's  investigation of
the advance in the cost of meats, and
in this connection he finds that the
eattle ral¢er has not recelved his share
of the advance.

Speaking generally of the agricul-
tural prosperity, Secretary Wilson
sald:

“Most prosperons of the years s
the place to which 1909 {s entitled In
agriculture, The yield has Dbeen
bountiful with most crops and prices
have been higher. Advantageously
gltuated as he is in most respects,
the farmer is less and less generally
compelled to dump his erops on the
market at time of harvest,

“He does not need to work for his
board and clothes, as he often did In
former times, when prices were so low
as to be unprofitable,

“The value of the farm products s
g0 Incomprehensively large that 1t
has become merely a row of figures,
Por this year it is $7,860,000,000; the
gain this year over the preceding one
is $569,000,000,

“Ten years ago the value of the
products of the farm was only 5 1.2
times the mere gain of this year over
1908;: it was little more than one-half
of the total value of this year. The
value of the products has nearly
doubled in ten years,

“Eleven years of agriculture, hegin-
ning with a production of $4.417,000-
000 and ending with $8,760,000,000, a

sum of §70,000,000,000 for the period."l

All amendments which had been offer-
ed were killed, The bill was passed
a8 it was originally introduced and it
received the necessary two-third vote
to make it effective before the sale
of the International and Great North-
ern on Sept, 15. The House also
passed its International and Great
Northern bill, a companion measure
to the one the Senate passed. But al-
though both branches have taken this
favorable action, it is very probable,
because of developments in the Sen-
ate concurrent with the blll's passage
that the “International and Great
Northern" question {8 by no means
settled by the Legislature.

Penitentiary Reform Bill.

When some of the members of the
joint commitiee prepared to draft a
peniteniary reform bill learned that
other members were in favor of rein-
stating authorization to whip convicts
under certain condlitions, they hasten-
ed to the committee room and enter-
ed a protest, which resulted in the
bill remaining unchanged in {ts pro-
hibition of corporal punishment,

The redrafted bill was finally adopt-
ed by the committee and was Intro-
duced in the House, It provides that
the act shall take effect at once,
which means that Gov, Campbell
would get to appoint the first commis-
sloners should the bill pass, The bill
was at once favorably reported by the
House Penitentiary Committee, which
trusted to the work of the joint.com-

mittee. The House has ordered G500
coples printed. The vote In the
House Committee was 13 to 4. Re

presentatives Cox, Terrell of Chero-
kee, Luce and Fant protested against
summary actlon. All members of the
committee reserved the right to offer
amendments.

The Senate members of the commit-
tee introduced the bill in the upper
body after changing it so as to pro-
vide that the act shall take effect
Jan. 20, which means that Gov. Col-
quitt would get to appoint the first
commissioner. So this important is-
sue is openly made from the start as
between the two houses. The Senate
Committee on Internal Improvements
met to consider the bill Monday.

In all other respects that as above
noted, the House and Senate Dbills
are identical, They start out by de-
claring that it shall be the polley of
the State to operate the prison system
with the view of reforming prisoners
and that all prisoners shall be worked

in New York or Chicagn as with the
horse-thlef or homicide in Indlan Ter-
ritary. We never attacked a man he-
cahuse he was a man of one politieal
faith or another, because he did or did
not possens wealth; and we never
shielded him because he was poor or
rich, because he belonged to any par-
ticular ochurch or to any particulnr
party. But 1 also wish you especially
to remember that we never hesitated
to shicld him and stand up for him
once we were convinced that he wnas
impropefly attacked, There s no
grenter foe of honesty than the mnn
who, for any reason. In any capacity
attacks, or seeks to attark, an honest
man for a erime which he has not com-

mitged. Falsely accusing an honest
man of dishonesty Is an nct which
stands on the same level of Infamy

with that of the dishonest man him-
melf; and it Is no higher duty to attack
the dishonest man than It Is to exoner-
ate the honest man falsely nccused;
and I should be ashamed to hesitate
the fraction of a second longer in one
case than in the other

Honesty Is Not Unilateral.

Remember that honesty ecannot be
unilateral, Good cltizens should cor-
dially distrust the man who can never
see dishonesty excepting In men of the
class he dislikes. The reckless agl-
tntor who invariably singlea out men
of wealth as furnishing the only ex-

amples of dirhonesty, and the equally
unscrupulous—but no more unscrupu-
lons—reactionary who ean see  dishon-

esty only In a hlackmalling politician
or 4 crooked lanbor leader; both stand
on the same plane of obnoxiousness
You will never get honesty from poli-
ticlans untll you exact honesty from
business men;, on the other hand you
brand yourselves ar fools or as hypo-
erites If you sny that the corporation
owner, or the amplover, Is nilways the

dishonest man, and the poor man
never, that It & only the wealthy
man who corrupts the politician and
never the politician who bluckmalls

the eorporation.

Any man in his senses knows that
there are plenty of corporations in this
country who prosper by bribing legis-
latures just as they prosper by swin-
dling the publie; and any man in his
sensen ought to know, in additlon, that

there are plenty of corrupt men of
small means who, In legiglative or
other bodles, try to blackmall corpora-

tions—-and try to blackmail other peo-
ple as well, If they doubt this, let
them look at the revelations of ear-
ruption in my own state—New York-—
and In yours, my heiarers—here In
Misgourl; let them look at what hags
occurred In California and what has
oecurred In Illinots.  In Illinols, for in-
stance, one of the rascallties develnped
by the recent Investigation was the
existence of a combination of legisia-
tors who blackmalled fishermen along
a certain river, foreing them to pay Lo
prevent legislation which would have
Interfered with thelr business

No Distinction of Class.

Now, scoundrels who do these kinds
of things are, of ocourse, the very men
who, on the one hand, will blnckmall
n corporation, If they get a chance,
and, on the other hand, will cheerfully,
If the chance occurs, sell themselves to
that corporation agninst the interests
of the publie. Their corruption Is no
more due to the action of the corpora-
tionk than the corruption of the cor-
porations s due to thelr actlon; and
evil, and not yood, Is done hy the hon-
est but misgulded man who would per-
sunde you that either fact Is true. Our
duty Is to war with equal sternness
wgainst the corrupt man of great
wealth and the small man who makes
s trade of corruption; our Aght s
against both the swindling corporation
and the blackmalling or bribe-taking
politician.

We cannot afford to limit a csmpalgn
aguinst corruption to those who hap~
pen to have a certaln soclal status. We
need laws which shall put the corpora-
tlon out of business, so far as concerns
corrupling the servants of the publio

and Betenyineg the righte of the publie '

I belleve that the great iasue now be-
fore the peopls I8 the doing away with
Epecial privilege In all 1ts forma; do-
Ing away with the power of the hig
caorporantion to control legislation in its
interestn and to Interfere in politics In
arder to wecure privileges to which It
In not entitled. EBut ] regard the essen-
tion fuctor in this campnlgn as being
an aroused oivie eonscience which will
unsparingly econdemn dishonesty In
avery form, and in every man, high or
low, The reckiess, would-be reformer

who, In sEpeaking or writing, sceks to
persunde us that we need pay lieed to

corruption only when It ghowk ltself
In the rich man, le doing a8 great a
moral wrong as the rich man whone
low moral standard tends to lower the
moral standard of the whole commu-
nity, The people of this country will

get jumtice from the corporutions only
If they both do justice to them and
rigidly exact It from them Unloss
they do juntice to rieh men they put
0 premium upon injustice and dishon-
esty among rich ren, Let us hold
them ey the wirictest accountabllity
for any wrong-doing; but let us In-
#i8t upon honesty Ih our own ranks no
less than theirs; lét us war on crook-
edness of every kind in the man of
gmall means as well ns the man of |
large means. Let us judge each man
by his conduct. and not by his social
or financiul condition.

Portugal's Youthful Ruler Has Search-
ed in Vain for Suitable Wife
to Share Throne.

Young King Manuel of Portugal is
looking for a sultable bride, but none
of the marriaggable princesses of Eu-
rope seems to Ue over-anxious to share
his somewhat unstable throne His
fallure to secure a wife during his re-
cent tour Is a source of great disap
pointment not only to Manuel himself
but to his advisers.

Manuel |8 not wealthy as monarchs
go, His elvil list is just $1,000 a day,
and it was bhoped he would be able to
make a match with a popular princess
possessing large means in her own
right. The father of one princess was
gtrongly opposed to the alllance, not
that he disliked the young Portuguese
king, but because of the unsettied state
of the country

Since the assassination of the Iate
King Carlos and his eldest son, the
condition of Portugal has not Iim-
proved, and there are fears that be-
fore very long serious trouble will
break out.

CONGRESS OF FARMERS

For Study of Better Farming
Methods.

TO THE PEOPLE OF NORTHWEST TEXAS:

Considerable study and investigation and some experimenting
by some farmers and others along the line of soil moisture conser-
vation, or so called *‘dry farming,’’ as that system has been devel-
oped and taught by H. W. Campbell of Nebraska and some of the
leading experiment station workers, has convinced many Of_ thﬁ
people of this section that the adoption of the ‘“‘dry farming
methods in Western Texas would to a very great extent overcome
the damaging effects of our recurring drouths and very mnteng“)’
increase the yields of our farms as well as the certainty of making
fairly good crops in our worst years.

No one should make the mistake of supposing that the people
who have come to this view are of the class who would minimize
or detract from the value and merits of Northwest Texas as a
farming country. On the other hand they are as a rule the men
who have been here the longest and are its most successful farm-
ers and business men, and the intelligence and spirit of enterprise
which have put them in that class has also led them to see that
conditions and results can be improved and has inspired them to
reach out for the information and means which will enable them
to accomplish that desired end and, at the same time, make such
information available for the benefit of all.

With this in view some agitation has been attempted by means
of articles in such papers as would give them space, in order to
awaken something like a general interest in the proposition to or-
ganize a '‘Dry Farmers’ Congress’’ to be held annually at such
points in this section as may be designated from time to time by
the Congress, at which competent lecturers experienced in the
principles and practice of dry farming shall instruct the people in
that system, and at which there shall be free exchange and dis-
cussion of experiences. Such congresses have been held in the
Northwestern States for several years, largely attended, with the
result that agriculture there has been greatly benefited and thous-
ands of acres of semi-arid land beyond the reach of irrigation sys-
tems have been brought under successful tillage. The last one,
held at Billings, Montana, was attended by eleven hundred
farmers from a number of States, and by accredited delegates
from Mexico, Australia, Russia, South Africa, Western (anada
and other countries interested in dry farming methods.
A report of its proceedings makes a book of
three hundred large pages. The next session is to be held
at Spokane, Washington. The second annua! Dry Farmers' Con-
gress for Southwest Texas held a three days session at Eagle Pass
last week, and our information is that it is doing a great deal of
good in that section, These tnings are mentioned here to show
the interest being manifested in, and the good accomplished by,
the dry farming method, which would not be so if it did not pos-
sess the merit claimed for it. _

In this connection I will quote the reply of Mr. L. Gough, man-
ager of the Campbell demonstration farm at Hereford, Texas, to
my inquiry as to the value of the system, he says: “In regard to
the Campbell system, or really scientific soil culture, 1 will say
that in my judgment it is the only way to successfully till the soil
and get results. It is my experience that under like conditions the
yield is increased from 50 to 150 per cent over the ordinary meth-
ods. If I had never learned it I would not be farming today.”

As a result of the desire for something of the kind in this sec-
tion the matter was taken up actively some weeks ago by me, as
secretary of the Board of Trade at Haskell, and 1 have been as-
sured of the co-operation of the secretaries of the commercial or-
ganizations in the towns along the Wichita Valley Railroad from
Abilene to Wichita Falls, it being the intention to make the North-
west Texas Dry Farmers' Congress cover the counties along that
road and those contiguous to them.

The proposition has also been submitted to the State Depart-
ment of Agriculture which, in a letter sent me a few days ago, en-
dorses the plan outlined and in unqualified terms expresses the
conviction that the farm production of Western Texas can be large-
ly increased by a system of preparation and tillage designed for
the conservation of the soil moisture, and concludes by saying:

GREAT SCURCES OF WEALTH

Diversification of Crops One of Best
Ways of Making Cotton Grower
independent.

Diversification of crops Is one of
the great sources of wealth of the
Texas cotton farmer. It {8 not only
making amends for years of wasteful
eultivation of the soll, but, by furnish-
ing supplies for home needs and fod-
der for live stock, It has mads the
planters more independent. They are
no longer obliged to sell their cotton
at once for whatever price they can
get at the nearest market, but can
store It until prices are good. In
Texas diversified farming Is carried
on to & much greanter extent than in
other states because the lands are so
rich, eapecially In the southern coun-
ties, that they can be kept under cul-
tivation the year round, and thus be
made to yleld several crops.

The by-products form a most im-
portant factor in the cotton Industry
today, The leaves have a certaln
value as coarse fodder, the stems can
be made Into fiber for bagging, and
the bark of the root has medicinal
properties. Next to the lint, the seed
is the most valuable, for it yielda cot-
ton seed oil meal, which can be used
for fodder and for fertilizing. The
hulls are used for the manufacture of
paper and for fuel, the ashes being an
excellent fertilizer, as they contain a
large amount of phosphorie acid and
potash. It is estimated that the value
of the cotton by-products in Texas
exceeds $20,000,000 annually.

There are many thriving cotton
seed ofl mills throughout Texas, but
they use only a small portlon of the
enormous amount of seed produced

WHO SECURES RATE BENEFIT?

Does It Help Farmer When Freight
on Cotton to Galveston I8 Re-
duced ?—Question Discussed.
Every once in awhile there comes
Up a proposition to chaange the freight
rates on varlous commodities, writea
A. WV. Grant in Cooperator. When
the ‘commodity involved 18 something
that the farmers ridse, the farmer's
Interest 1y Invoked elther to secure a
reduction or a ralse as the cnse may
be.  Like the tariff freight ra‘es are
A species of alleged protection, For
instance, a higher freight rate on
farm products intended to be so'd in
Toxus I8  considered benefliclal  to
Toxns farmers. If the rate on flour
from Kansns were ralsed n few conts
It would be consldered to the advan-

tagge of Texas farmers who ralse
wheat, because the higher frelght
rate wlll enable Texas millers to

charge more for thelr flour, and It is

assumed, pay more for Texas
wheat,

On the other hand, a reduced
fl.'(-ls:ht of any farm product from
Texas to market is consldered to the

advantage of the farmer on the the-
ory that it will mean a higher price
to him for the product.

The purpose of this artlele ta  to
Inquire whether the farmer really Is
benefited by the protection of freight
rates. Does it help the tarmer when
the cotton rate to Galveston Is re
duced or when the rate on flour from
northern mills s ralsed?

The farmer should consider this
question earefully because time and
again ho Is called upon to exerclse
his right of petition to the rallroad
commission on one or more rates,
The men who ask the farmers for
thelr petitions have much at stake,
Does the farmer get the benefit those
who ask for his influence say he
will?

The truth of the matter Is that If
the farmer shipped direct to the spin.
ner and had to pay his own freight,
 reduction in freight rates would
help him. If the farmer milled his
own wheat and sold flour a raise on
the flour rates from other states com-
ing In would also help him. But so
far farmers nefther mill their own
wheat or ship their cotton direct to
the gpinner.

Yet everybody 1s in favor of lower |

freight rates. Where does the farm-
er have a chance to get off?

He has only one, and that Is in the
ownership and control of warehouses,
Owning a warehouse which can ship
his products direet to the consumer
without the chance of a middleman’s
handling the product, gives the
warehouse the benefit of the reduced
or increased freight rate as the casa
riny be. If the farmer is a stock-
holder in the warehouse he gets the
benefit. In a warehouse of which he
Is a stockholder the farmer can hold
his cotton until the price sults him
and the warehouse can then ship It
and get lower rate. If the spinner

bought direct from the farmer the
farmer could ship it himself, but
spinners don't buy that way. In an

elevator of which he is a stockhold-
er a farmer can hold his wheat until
the price gets right and then the ele-
vator can sell to the miller and reap
the benefit of the protective freight
rate to come _back later te the farmer
in dividends, Better still it would be
if the elevator also controlled a flour
mill to manufacture the grain it con-
trolled Into flour.

S0 long as middlemen get thelr
hands on the farmers’' products freight
rates ean be juggled to reduce, but
it Is pambling against human na-
ture and human selfishness to think
they will ever be juggled to raise
them. The only remedy Iis ware-
houses and co-operative control of
products until they are ready for ship
ment.

Weighing and Testing Milk.

This is the only sure way to de-
termine the difference in value be-
tween the good and Inferlor cow.
Welghing and testing daily ia only a
business proposition. It is the only
safe way of determining what price
to ask for a cow In selling her, or of
what to pay for her when buying.
No Intelligent farmer will sell a cow
for $30 that will make him a net profit
of $40 or $50 a year. Neither will he
Keep a cow that doesn’'t pay him a
profit If he knows it, Test and weigh
the milk I8 the way to know,

Whole Grain for Chickens.
