Arlington National Cemetery,
home of the Unknown Soldiers.
Is n memorial not only to thoso
who have tiled for the United
Stutes, but also to the man
who tried, reluctantly, to di-
vide the Union.

The cemetery, explains the
World Book Encyclopedia, Is
I'.milt around the home of Gen-
eral Robert E. Lee and stands
on land that once formed part
of the Confederate General's
estate. In fact, Arlington Is the
original name of the property,
located on the Potomac River
In Virginia.

The home was built by a
grandson of Martha Washing-
ton, whose great-granddaugh-ter

was Lee's wife.
During the Civil War, the

Union Army occupied the es-
tate and used it as a training
camp and field hospital.

The cemetery is probably
best known for the tomb of the
Unknowns of World Wars I and
II and the Korean War, guard-
ed by a sentry 24 hours a day.
But there is also a monument
to more than 2,000 unknown
soldiers who died during the
Civil War.
