Back in 1953, the Post Office Department inaugurateda
policy of moving firm-cla- ss mall by air on a space available
bajla. In other words, if you happen to be lucky, your
stamp gets you worth of carriage. It was argued that
an overall economy in mail transportationcosts would result.

Now the General Accounting Office, which is the watchdog
of federal spending, has reviewed the airlift program for 190-6-1.

And it has found, and has so reported to Congress, that the
Department has Incurred unnecessary costs because of the air-

lift. Specifically, It says, rnthet than reducing costs by a pre-

dicted $210,000 a year, expansion of the program has increased
them by more than a million, or about 85 per cent more than
the costs surface transportation.The GAO also notes that there
was airlift service on certain routes on weekends and at cer-

tain other times when existing surface transportation could
provide the same service at substantial i eductions in the De-

partment's transportationcosts
It seems only reasonable that those who want their mall

to be airlifted be requited to stick on the proper postage. Sur-
face transportationof regular mail which is primarily pro-
vided by fleets of mnllcars . . is efficient, economical, and
capable of meeting any demand as the almost Incredible Job
done at Christmas time attests year after year. The sole ad-

vantage ot the airlift is speed and that Is only n factor when
great distances are involved And those who find a need for
speed should pay for it.

Among the objectives of the
agency is to strengthen the
family farm piogram; piovldc
the finances; and consultation
necessary for a faun operator
to establish credit in tegular
channels.

Farms visited weie those be-
ing operated iby Jesse O. Bro-
thers, B. K. Henry and Clar-
ence N Hitt, all tn the sandy-lan-d

west of O'Brien. Each has
irrigation water available in
! .'rly adequate quantities.

The thiec customers visited
lepiesonteda combination crop
and livestock program, a di-

versified row-cro- p operation
nnd an intense beefcattle pro-
duction project.

J. O. Brothers operates 253
acres of irrigated land, a farm
on which he was born and rear-
ed. His chief sources of income
arc wheat, milo, cotton and
cattle

On 15 acresof Early Triumph
wheat, sowed in January, wa-
tered as needed, he harvested
41 bushels per acre. It was
top dressed with high per cent
nitrogen fertilizer in spring.

Brothers has two varieties
and two methods of planting
milo. He drilled in milo at the
rate of 28 pounds to the acre.
Ho has not plowed nor used any
weed control practices on the
heavily fertilized and watered
maize. He estimates the yield
nround C500 pounds to acre.

He planted another hybrid
variety in regular rows, water-
ed, fertilized, plowed and con-
trolled the weeds. He would
not estimatehis yield. But it is
a good crop of milo.

His cotton program, includes
two varieties, Northern Star
No. 5 and Lankart 57. He esti-
mates he'll average two bales
to the acre. It has been wa-
tered threetimes, sprayed four
times to control insects, with
three more application sched-
uled.

Brothers has 50 cs of Ir-

rigated land set aside for his
beef cattle program. At pres-
ent he has 5"0 first-sa- lf heifers
and i f roistered bulls
whkn lie expects, to carry 12
