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Now Is the Time for Winter-Weed Control in Lawns
By Brad Easterling /  c . . . L , ...>* .
Although they.may not be visible yet, right now ‘is The ideal'finie* o f  the year to get out 

that pre-emergent herbicide for those winter weeds that inevitably pop up in your lawns 
every winter. Generally, most folks do not think about weed control in the fall until the 
weeds have emerged and are then harder to control. By putting out a pre-emergent 
herbicide and following it with a half inch of water you can control these weeds before 
they ever come up. With the showers that wè have received over this past weekend, many 
lawns may already be seeing winter weeds starting to emerge, especially lawns that that 
were extremely drought stressed and lacking in grass.
Mild winters with excessive rain may require a foliar application to control broadleaf 

weeds around December. Do not wait until spring to control broadleaf weeds, by this 
time they are mature and much more difficult to control. When applying any herbicide, 
make sure the herbicide is labeled for the type of grass that you have in your lawn. Using 
off label herbicides can stunt or kill your lawn. A dense, thick lawn is the best defense 
against weeds in your yard.

Often, it’s 
the  re su lt of not cooking food to 
the required tem perature.

Safe campaign.

The campaign offers these tips:
R ea d  a n d  F o llo w  P a c k a g e  

C o o k in g  I n s tr u c t io n s .  M any 
convenience foods are not ready- 
to-eat products and m ust be prop­
e r ly  cooked f i r s t .  R e ad in g  th e  
product label and package direc­
tions tells you w hether the prod­
uct needs to be thoroughly cooked 
or simply reheated.

Be su re  to follow all package 
instructions for microwaving food, 
such as covering or s tirr in g  the  
food or allow ing a “s ta n d  tim e” 
between cooking the food and ea t­
ing. Skipping these  key cooking 
directions may allow harm ful bac­
te ria  to survive and lead to food- 
borne illness.

K n ow  W h en  to  U se- a 
M ic r o w a v e  o r  C o n v e n t io n a l  
Oven. Some preprepared products 
may appear to be fully cooked but 
actually  consist of raw, uncooked 
p roduct. I t  m ay be te m p tin g  to 
cook th e s e  foods q u ic k ly  in  a 
m ic ro w av e , b u t  do in g  so m ay 
resu lt in unsafe food.

I t’s im portant to use the appli­
ance recom m ended  on th e  food
