High School Graduates: Sign Up Jobs And Grants
(NAPS)—According to the U.S. 

Department of Education, some 3.2 
million high school students are 
expected to graduate this year. If 
any of them is a young man you care 
about, first, congratulations, and 
second, there’s an important step he 
needs to take to qualify for many 
kinds of jobs and scholarships: reg­
istering with the Selective Service.

Why Register?
By law, young men must do so 

within 30 days of turning 18 to be 
eligible for Pell G rants, Federal 
Work-Study and Guaranteed Stu­
dent PLUS Loans, federal job train­
ing and federal jobs. It’s also neces­
sary for jobs with many state and 
municipal governments as well as 
government contractors. Even sum­
mer and temporary workers with 
the federal government need to reg­
ister. Some places even require it 
for a driver’s license.

Im m igrants who arrive after 
their 18th birthday must register 
within 30 days of their arrival if 
younger than 26.

Failure to register is a violation 
of federal law and could mean a 
$250,000 fine, a prison term or both.

Young men who hope to get Pell 
Grants, Federal Work-Study and 
Guaranteed Student PLUS Loans 
must first register with the Selec­
tive Service.

How to Register
Fortunately , even before he 

graduates, a student can get help 
with th a t a t school. Many high 
schools have volunteer registrars 
to assist students with signing up.

In addition to seeing the high 
school registrar, students and grad­
uates can check block #22 on the 
Federal FAFSA application or go 
online a t www.sss.gov from a 
smartphone or computer. Registra­
tion forms are also available at any 
U.S. post office.

If you have a Social Security number and are able to register

The restoration work on the  
Leaning Tower of Pisa that took 
place between 1990 and 2001 
shifted the tower’s “lean” back to 
an angle of 3.9 degrees.
