Nematodes: Those micro-
scopic eel-li- ke worms that feed
on the roots of trees and many
plants, arc causing lots of dam-
age throughout the whole Uni-

ted States.
There are several things one

can do to help eradicate these
pests.

Lye used around trees, roses
and shrubs helps in destroying
nematodesthat have all rea-
dy entered the roots.

Wood ashes worked into the
soil is also a good policy, where
the land Is infested with nem-

atodes.
This little eely worm reallv

resents flooding of the soil
Often a two or three week
soaking of the garden, will cut
down greatly on the invasion
of nematodes.

Constant turning of the soil
in the summer, to bring the
lower dirt to the surface, so
the sun can bake and kill nem-
atodes, Is a good practice.

Farmers are constantly ro-

tating crops. By this method
they often plant vegetation
nematodesdo not cat, so they
die out from starvation.

Rotting compost added to the
soil forms a fungi that feeds on
nematodes.

Any or nil of these methods
I've mentioned will help rid
your gnrden of our worst en-

emy to plants.
Tho presence of nematodes

can be detected by yellowing
follago nnd knots on the roots
of plants.
