According to the Office
of the Secretary of State,
turnout for the July 31
Runoff Election showed
8.5% of registered voters
casting their ballots in
the republican race and
only 1.8% voting on the
democratic ticket.

Democrats Paul Sadler
and Grady Yarbrough were
in a race for the nomination
to the U.S. Senate seat.
Statewide Sadler received
63% and Yarbrough garnered
37% of the votes. In Haskell
County Sadler received
62 votes to Yarbrough’s 34
votes.

On the republican side,
Ted Cruzamassed 57% of the
votes to David Dewhurst’s
43%, statewide. Local voters
gave Dewhurst the nod in a
close 99 to 97 vote. Sadler
and Cruz will face off in the
November general election.

Other races voted on in
Haskell County included
Railroad Commissioner,
unexpired term, in which
Barry Smitherman received
63% statewide and 93 votes
in the county, to Greg
Parker’s 38% in the state
and 63 local votes. Haskell
County voters chose Warren
Chisum with 95 votes, to
Christi CraddicK’s 70 votes.
On the state level however,
Craddick won the Railroad
Commissioner spot with
60%, while Chisum had 40%
of the votes.

Also decided was Justice,
Place 4, where John Devine
won the nomination with
53%, defeating David
Medina with 47%. County
voters also chose Devin with
82 votes over Medina who
had 73 votes.

Drawing much local
interest was the State
Representative, District 68
seat. Trent McKnight, of
Throckmorton easily carried
Haskell County with 144
votes, while Drew Springer
had 53 votes. However
across other parts of District
68, Springer had a stronger
backing. He defeated
McKnight 56% to 44%.

Paint Creek ISD today announced its policy for providing free and reduced-price meals for
students served under the National School Lunch program and School Breakfast Program.

The Business Office has a copy of the policy, which may be reviewed by any interested party.

The household size and income criteria identified below will be used to determine eligibility for

free and reduced-price benefits. Students from households whose income is at or below the levels
shown are eligible for free or reduced-price meals. Foster children who are the legal responsibility
of the state agency or court are eligible for free meal benefits regardless of the income of the
household with whom they reside.

Application forms are being distributed to all households with a letter informing households of
the availability of free and reduced-price meals for their children. Applications also are available
at the Secretary’s office. To apply for free and reduced-price meals, households must fill out
the application and return it to the school. Applications may be submitted anytime during the
school year. The information households provide on the application will be used for the purpose
of determining eligibility and verification of data. Applications may be verified by the school
officials at any time during the school year.

For school officials to determine eligibility for free and reduced-price benefits, households
receiving Supplement Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) benefits (formerly Food Stamps)/
Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) only have to list their child’s name and SNAP
or TANF case number. An adult household member must sign the application.

Households that do not list a SNAP/TANF case number must list the names of all household
members, the amount and source of the income received by each household member, and the
last four digits of the Social Security number of the adult household member who signs the
application. If the adult who signs the application does not have a Social Security number, the
household member must indicate that a Social Security number is not available by writing the
word “None,” “No Number,” or some indication that the person does not have a social security
number. The application must be signed by an adult household member.

Under the provisions of the free and reduced-price meal policy, Sarah McCord will review
applications and determine eligibility. Parents or guardians dissatisfied with the ruling of the
official may wish to discuss the decision with the reviewing official on an informal basis. Parents
wishing to make a formal appeal for a hearing on the decision may make a request either orally
or in writing to Donald Ballard.

If a household member becomes unemployed or if the household size increases, the household
should contact the school. Such changes may make the students of the household eligible for
benefits if the household’s income falls at or below the levels shown below.

Cruz beats Dewhurst
in primary runoff

AUSTIN-Voting in party
primaries May 29 and runoff
elections July 31 set the Nov. 6
general election ballot for Texas
voters.

Texas had 13,065,425
residents who qualified to vote
in the primaries and runoffs.
Republican turnout statewide
was 8.5 percent of the total
while the Democratic turnout
was 1.8 percent, according
to tabulations posted by the
Secretary of State’s Elections
Division last week.

Republican Ted Cruz of
Houston and Democrat Paul
Sadler of Henderson will face
off for the U.S. Senate seat to
be vacated at the end of the
year by Kay Bailey Hutchison of
Dallas. Hutchison, who has held
the Senate seat for more than
19 years, was state treasurer
when she won the election to
fill the unexpired term of Sen.
Lloyd Bentsen, who resigned
the Senate seat after he was
appointed U.S. treasurer by
then-President Bill Clinton.
Hutchison went on to win three
consecutive six-year Senate
terms.

Three broadcast debates and
waves of televised campaign
advertising raised the profile
of Cruz’s primary bout with
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst. On
May 29 Dewhurst got nearly
45 percent of the vote and
Cruz, 34 percent, in a field of
nine candidates. Had either
candidate garnered 50 percent
or more, a runoff would have
been unnecessary. Both the
primary and the runoff were
watched nationally and made
headlines. Much was made
over Cruz’s never having been
elected to a public office and
running successfully against the
widely known Dewhurst, who
was cast as the “establishment
candidate”

In the Democratic runoff,
Sadler, with 63 percent of the
vote, topped his opponent
Grady Yarbrough’s 37 percent.

Picking here from the list of
runoff winners was state Rep.
Randy Weber, R-Pearland, who
will face former U.S. Rep. Nick
Lampson, D-Beaumont, in the
race for retiring Congressman
Ron Paul’s Congressional Dist.
14 that includes Brazoria,
Galveston and Jefferson
counties.

State Rep. Pete Gallego,
D-Alpine, won the runoff
against former U.S. Rep.
Ciro Rodriguez, and will face
Republican incumbent U.S.
Rep. Francisco Canseco whose
enormous Cong. Dist. 23 runs
from San Antonio to El Paso.

Also notably, incumbent
state Sen. Jeff Wentworth, R-San
Antonio, lost his runoff with
Donna Campbell for Sen. Dist.
25, which includes part of Bexar
and Travis counties and Comal,
Guadalupe, Hays and Kendall

counties. And, incumbent
state Rep. Chuck Hopson,
R-Jacksonville, lost his runoff
with Travis Clardy for Rep.
Dist. 11, which includes Rusk,
Cherokee and Nacogdoches
counties.

Gov. Rick Perry on July
30 appointed Dr. Kyle Janek
as executive commissioner of
the Texas Health and Human
Services Commission, effective
Sept. 1, and announced Chris
Traylor will serve as the agency’s
chief deputy commissioner.

Texas Health and Human
Services Commission oversees
the state Medicaid program
and the operations of five state
agencies that employ more than
55,000 employees and have a
combined annual budgets of
more than $30 billion.

Monitoring goes digital

The Texas Department
of Public Safety on Aug. 2
announced its launch of a secure
online version of the secure
online prescription-monitoring
program, called Prescription
Access in Texas.

Controlled substance
prescription dispensing history
is made available under the
program to authorized health
care and law enforcement
professionals, the DPS said.

When the program was
officially launched in June, the
database was available only to
a select group of practitioners,
pharmacists and law
enforcement professionals, but
last week, access was extended
“to additional physicians and
law enforcement, mid-level
practitioners, medical board and
nursing board investigators,’
the DPS said.

In 1982, the Texas Legislature
created the original prescription
drug-monitoring program, the
Texas Prescription Program, but
access was through a manual
paper process.

Vets’ loan rate lowered

Texas Veterans Land Board,
a division of the General Land
Office created in 1946 to
help returning World War II
veterans, voted July 26 to drop
interest rates on land loans to
6.75 percent.

The previous rate was
7.25 percent. Under the loan
program, veterans may borrow
as much as $100,000 to buy
land and up to $417,000 to buy
a home.

Latest report I have heard
from the North Central Texas
Municipal Water Authority is
we have about nine months
of water remaining in Miller
Creek reservoir. That is very
alarming.

One of those was
that some of the citizenry
believe I'm on peoples’ cases
more than I compliment
them. Believe me, I crow
to everyone who will listen
about Haskell’s citizens: how
eager they are to progress and
about it being the best place
in the world to live.

It is obvious that people
are beginning to cut back
on their water usage by the
looks of many of our lawns.

1. Do I need to fill out an application for each child? No. Complete one application to apply
for free or reduce-price meals.

2. Who can get free meals? Children in households receiving Supplemental Nutrition
Assistance Program (SNAP) benefits (Formerly the Food Stamp Program) or TANF can get free
meals regardless of your income. Your benefit letter from the Texas Health and Human Services
Commission (HHSC) is your documentation for free meals. If you have not already received a
letter from your school stating that your household is eligible for free meals, you may take your
HHSC benefit letter to the school nutrition office to be certified for free meals.

dose is recommended at 11-
12 years of age because the
immunity from the vaccines
received during childhood
can start wearing off.

Other healthy habits,
Dr. Shetgiri says, include
practicing good hand-
washing hygiene, following
a nutritious diet, getting
adequate physical activity
and sleep, and having a yearly
check-up.
