The settlement agreement is
between SPS, the Staff of the
Public Uuhty Commission of
Texas, the Office of the Attorney
General, a steering committee
representing most of the Texas
cities served by the company, and
‘varipus interveners. The
settlement still must be approved
by the Public Utility Commission.

"Some parties in the case were
proposing the disallowance of
many legitimate business
expenses, while ignoring the fact
SPS is the most efficient utility in
the state," said SPS Vice President
of Rates and Regulation Gerald
Diller. "They were proposing

has reductions of around $30 mllhon
| torates that are already the lowest
/in Texas. We acknowledged some
reduction could result as a
reflection of today’s falling interest
‘rates, but all along contended that

the levels of reductions being
requested by some parties were
unreasonable and unjustified."
Rate reductions will vary
among classes of customers, due
to the different costs to serve each
customer class,- Diller said.
Residential rates will decline an
average of 2.3% on an annual
basis: Industrial rates will decline
average of 3%, while
rcial rates will be reduced
average of 3.4%.

"SPS has long opposed
seasonal changes in rates for our
residential and commercial
customers, which result in higher
rates per kwh during the summer
when our customers generally use
the most elcctricity, Diller said.

"However, in order to satisfy state-,

favored conservation ideas, SPS
has agreed to implement a four-
tenths of a cent per kilowatt hour
winter/summer rate differential
for residential customers." A
similar differential between
summer and winter rates per kwh
will  occur for commercial
customers.

include WPS requirements. Labels
on over 8,000 products must bc
changed.. Each modified label
includes an Agricultural Use
Requirements box. stating, "Use
this product only in compliance
with its labeling and with the
Worker Protection Standard, 40
CFR, "plus other references to the
WPS. Pesticide companies must
put the new label on their
products by April 21, 1994. After
October 23, 1995, pesticide
dealers cannot sell agricultural
products with the old labeling
without the WPS references.

WHAT do I need to do for my
agricultural workers and pesticide
handlers? When you use products
with WPS labeling, you must
comply with specific label
requirements. You must observe
restricted entry intervals, assure
that your pesticide handlers use
specified  personal protective
equipment, and notify workers
about applications when the label
requires BOTH oral and posted
notification. (Only for pesticides in
the most toxic category.) On and
after April 15, 1994, additional
requirements are needed. Your
workers and handlers must receive

. pesticide safety training. You must

post information about pesticide
applications in a central location.
You must provide
decontamination sites with soap,
water and paper towels for work
and a change of coveralls for
handlers. You must also notify
employees (orally or by posting)
about all pesticide applications.
There are additional WPS
requirements and specific
exceptions to these requirements
which are detailed in
Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA), "How to Comply" manual.

WHERE can my
workers/handlers and [ receive

ER Fil

training? Training programs will
he offcred by different
organizations and agencies. Most
State  Cooperative  Extension
Scrvices  will - offer  training
primarily for handlers. Worker or
handlcr training can be done hy 4

certificd applicator. WPS handlers
can also train workers. Many
service  groups  and  other
organizations, including some
states, will offer  training for
workers. Once trained, workers
and handlers do not have to be
retrained for 5 yecars. Anyonc
trained as a certificd applicator
meets the  WPS  training
requirements for handlers and
workers.

WHEN must training be done?
On and after April 15, 1994,
pesticide handlers must be trained
before they do any handling task
using a pesticide with a WPS labcl.
Workers must be trained before
the 16th day that they enter areas
where, within the last 30 days, a
pesticide has been applied, or a
restricted entry interval has been
in effect. The 16/day period
changes to 6 days for workers after
October 20, 1997. The 16 days (6
days) need not be consecutive and
may occur over several years of
employment.

WHERE can I get more
information?  Every  county
Extension Agent should have
information on WPS for you to
study. The agent will also have a
copy of the EPA manual, "How to
Comply." Your state Department
of Agriculture will also have
information, as well as your
chemical dealer, commodity
groups and Farm Bureau.

WHY do I need to do this?
Because it’s the law, is not the only
reason. You, your family and
workers are the key to agricultural
production in this country. when
there is a pesticide accident and
someone is injured, some people
think the only answer is to take
that pesticide off the market. Let’s
all practice pesticide safety--not
only protect ourselves, our family
and workers against harmful
pesticides, but also safeguard the
use of these chemicals for
agriculture.

What do we know here in the
Tip Top Town of Texas about

Proposition 2, described as "The.

Clean Texas Amendment"? In the
August/September 1993 TEXAS
Chamber of Commerce report the
proposition sailed through both
chambers with overwhelming
bipartisan support. It cleared the
Texas House on a 141 to 3 vote
and was unanimously approved in
the Senate.

The proposition authorizes a
limited exemption from local
property taxes for property that is
used to control or reduce air,
water, or land pollution. It deals
primarily with equipment that
businesses are being required to
install in order to meet state and
federal environmental regulations.

Had it failed some 60,000 small
businesses in Texas would have to
buy expensive pollution control
equipment to stay in business.
Proposition 2 will go in effect on
January 1, 1994, not costing local
taxing entities any  existing
revenues and not increasing local
taxes.

The proposition will help small
businesses as they try to compete
in 33 other states that already
allow such exemptions and will
serve as an economic development
tool in attracting new industry to
the state.

The ballot language, in
November will read" The
constitutional amendment to
promote  the reduction of

pollution and to encourage the
preservation of jobs by authorizing
the exemption .from ad valorem
taxation of real and personal
property used for the control of
air, water, or land pollution."

There will be 16 amendments
offered on Nov. 2nd, but it is felt
by those who worked to get
proposition 2 passed in Congress,
that "proposition 2 is of great
significance to the Texas business
community, and it’s passage will
directly impact the ability of some
66,000 Texas businesses to
compete in the market place. It
needs to be supported
enthusiastically."
