Unfortunately, the days of
100% loans have gone by. If you
are considering starting a new
business or purchasing an existing
one, be prepared to provide some
sort of capital into the total cost of
the project.

A winter storm could confine
your family at home and possibly
cut off basic services-gas, water,
electricity and telephones-for days.
After the storm, local officials and
relief workers will be on the scene,
but they cannot be everywhere
immediately. Would your family
be prepared to cope with the
emergency until utilities were
restored and roads opened?

Your family will cope best by
preparing for disaster before it
strikes. One way to prepare is by
assembling a Disaster Supplies
Kit. Once the disaster hits, you
won’t have time to shop or search

for supplies. But is you've
gathered supplies in advance, your
family can endure = home
confinement.

There are six basics you should
stock in your home:

1. Water-Store water in plastic
containers such as soft drink
bottles. Avoid using containers
that will decompose or break.
Store onc gallon of water per
person per day (two quarts for
drinking, two quarts for food
preparation/sanitation). Children,
