When foliage turns pale ycl.
low with dark preen veins, the
plants are starving for iron.

Some plants require more
Iron than others. Perennial
phlox, hibiscus and roses are
heavy feeders of Iron; and of-

ten turn pale overnight be-
cause they lack this mineral.

Organic fertilizer is good
source of Iron. Well rotted
compost, manuie, or leaf mold,
s.lghtly acidify the ear.h so
the sweetness of alkali will un-
lock its iron content.

The use of natural fertiliser
also causes soil to be porous
and friable A jwrous soil helpa
to preserve moisture; ns the
soft dirt keeps the wir.d from
penetratingdeeply into the sur-
face of the garden, thus the
roots of the plants do .not dry
out

Commercial fertilizers th.it
contain iion often give plants

quick boost when applieJ
correctly Copperas is also
direct sour'e of iron. It usual-
ly takes any plant food, or-
ganic or commercial, about
two weeks to penetrate deoji
enough into the plant for the
leaves t'i regain their color.

Like sick person, tree.;,
shrubs and flowers also require
medicine, the torm of min-
erals, when thoy are ailing.
