W illmv tax return be audited?

Almost every taxpayer lives in fear of 
their tax return being audited. The 
chance of that happening is actually 
quite small, but everyone should know 
what to expect—just in case.

After your return arrives at your Dis­
trict Service Center and is sorted by type 
(1040A, 1040, business, and the like) itis 
checked manually and by computer for 
mathematical errors. If your return con­
tains such an error, it will be corrected 
and you will be sent a notice of the cor­
rection.

You will also be sent a bill for any ad­
ditional tax due or you will receive a re­

fund check, depending on the change 
that was made. Your return is then 
checked against a list of Unallowable 
Items. Some of these disallowed deduc­
tions are: personal legal expenses; edu­
cational expenses for someone other 
than taxpayer or spouse; auto expenses 
for donated services in excess of 12 cents 
a mile; contributions to non-qualifying 
organizations; utility taxes; fees for 
automobile registration, licenses, etc. 
that are not based on the value of the ve­
hicle (the method of valuation varies 
from state to state—in Texas, such fees 
are not based on value and are therefore 
not deductible); and finally, expenses 
connected with the sale or purchase of 
your principle residence. If your return

contains one or more of these items, the 
IRS will notify you.

Next, your return is assigned to a Dis­
criminant Function Number (DIF). This 
number indicates the likelihood that an 
audit of your return will result in a tax 
liability increase. The higher the num­
ber, the greater the chance of your re­
turn being examined. The IRS is very 
secretive about how it determines DIF 
scores and they update the formula regu­
larly. Nevertheless, the inclusion of cer­
tain items and the absence of others will 
likely increase your DIF score. For ex­
ample, the absence of a deduction for 
property tax when a deduction for home 
mortgage interest is claimed will increase 
your DIF number. Also, the IRS com­

putes average deductions for each tax 
bracket, based on previous years, and 
amounts in excess of these averages re­
sult in a higher DIF number.

After returns are processed and as­
signed a DIF number, each local IRS of­
fice requests returns from their area with 
high DIF scores. IRS agents then review 
these returns and select the ones to be 
audited. Two out three such returns are 
usually examined. Certain items are like­
ly to increase the chances of the return 
being selected for examination. For ex­
ample, the IRS is suspicious ofTound, 
even figures ($500 as opposed to $487— 
not the rounding off of cents).

Also, examiners are told to be aware

Bankruptcy: A quick fix?

The current economic downturn af­
fecting the agriculture and oil industries 
in the South Plains area has resulted in 
an increasing number of financial insol­
vencies and bankruptcies. The result of 
this economic situation has been that 
some Air Force personnel who have be­
come financially burdened are consider­
ing seeking the protection and relief of 
the Bankruptcy Court to avoid creditor 
harassment, repossession and foreclo­
sure.

However, bankruptcy is not the “quick 
fix" and the “bed of roses" that many Air 
Force personnel believe. There are nu­
merous negative and detrimental conse­
quences associated with filing bank­
ruptcy. In the next four weeks, the posi­
tive and negative aspects of bankruptcy 
will be discussed in this column.

This first article deals with bankruptcy 
in general and the Air Force policy re­
garding financial responsibility and 
bankruptcy. In reviewing these articles, 
the reader is reminded that the articles 
are general summaries of the law. If you 
have specific questions, please contact 
your Base Legal Office, Ext. 3505.

The roots of bankruptcy law can be 
traced back to ancient Rome. The Eng­
lish forerunner of modern bankruptcy 
law was the English Bankruptcy Act of 
1542 which arose, in part, from the Eng­

lish practice of placing an individual 
who could not meet his financial obli­
gations'in "Debtors Prison." The first 
American Bankruptcy Law was enacted 
in 1898.

All U.S. Bankruptcy Laws are created 
by Congress. Further, all bankruptcy 
laws recognize that in certain situations 
there is a compelling state interest in 
allowing a debtor to consolidate all his 
debt, liquidate his assets to satisfy as 
much of that remaining debt as possible 
then discharge the debtor from the re­
maining debt, thereby allowing the deb­
tor basically to "start over with a clean 
slate." To implement bankruptcy law, 
Congress has also established Federal 
Courts whose sole responsibility is to 
preside over bankruptcy cases.

Air Force Regulation 35-18 states that 
the Air Force expects its members to pay 
their debts on time. However, beyond 
this general statement of policy, the Air 
Force maintains a position of strict neu­
trality regarding petitions for bankrupt­
cy filed by Air Force members.

The Air Force considers bankruptcy a 
statutory refirtedy available to any U.S. 
citizen. No adverse action, either under 
the Uniform Code of Military Justice 
(UCMJ) or administrative in nature, 
may be initiated against a member of the 
Air Force solely because that member 
has filed a petition for bankruptcy or has 
been granted a discharge in bankruptcy.

It should be remembered that the fact

that the Air Force member has filed a pe­
tition for bankruptcy will not insulate 
him from the consequences of underly­
ing financial mismanagement or acts of 
financial misconduct which may have 
caused the bankruptcy. These underly­
ing facts may be the subject of UCMJ ac­
tions and/or administrative discharge 
actions under AFR 39-10 or AFR 36-2.

So, while the Air Force will not and 
cannot take action against an individual 
solely because he has filed for bank­
ruptcy, the Air Force is not obligated to 
disregard the underlying causes of the 
bankruptcy if those underlying causes 
constitute a violation of the UCMJ or a 
ground for discharge.

Under AFR 35-18, Squadron Com­
manders are given great latitude in deal­
ing with an Air Force member experienc­
ing financial problems. Most Squadron 
Commanders and First Sergeants can be 
relied upon to work with the member ex­
periencing financial difficulties. Another 
assistance is available from the Legal Of­
fice and the Comptrollers Office. The 
Comptroller is tasked with the responsi­
bility of establishing a base personal fi­
nancial management program under 
AFR 177-3. Accordingly, there are nu­
merous sources of assistance available to 
an Air Force member which should be 
explored and exhausted before that indi­
vidual decides to resort to bankruptcy.

Asian-Pacific American Heritage Week
by TSgt.

At one time, the “Far East" was a land 
of mysteries. The cultures seemed exotic 
to the European travelers and traders, 
the religions obscure, and the people de­
cidedly different. East was East, and 
West was West, and never the twain 
shall meet.

Personal confrontations and trading, 
brought spices, silks, and the strange 
and embellished stories from the traders 
to discourage any would be adventurer 
who on his or her own wanted to see 
what the Far East really was like.

My second assigrimept in the U.S. Air 
Force was to Clark Air Base, Republic of 
the Philippines. All of the sudden, I be­
gan to realize exactly how significant the 
Philippines, South Korea, Japan, Viet­
nam, Thailand, - Malaysia, Indonesia, 
and the Peoples Republic of China were. 
These countries were key players in this 
parf of the world, and their people were 
key influences. I began to recognize that 
these countries had always been impor­
tant, for years, and that the United 
States was closely tied to these countries 
in very subtle ways.

The United States of American is a rich 
country because of the assimilation of 
people from the Asian and Pacific basin.

Religious beliefs, dietary habits, 
philosophical attitudes are as much a 
part of the Asian and Pacific heritage as 
our Judeo-Christian ethics are. To not 
make an attempt to understand these 
wonderful people is to deny the oppor­
tunity to enrich one's self. Whether in 
science, medicine, enterprise, or politics, 
the people of the United States of Ameri­
ca have much to be grateful to the peo­
ple of the Asia and Pacific basin. They 
have become Americans just as our an­
cestors from Europe became Americans. 
Our Asian-Pacific members are as loyal 
as members of German, Polish, Italian, 
Irish, British, Spanish or French or Por­
tugese background. Let us never forget 
how valuable our brothers and sisters 
from the Asian-Pacific region are to us.

A successful move is not a matter of 
choice. It is the result of planning and 
hard work. At the center of these efforts 
is you—the shipper. If you expect a 
good move, you must play an active 
role. Also, a sponsor can often provide 
information helpful to you in setting up 
a smooth move.

The earlier you meet with your Traffic 
Management Office (TMO), the greater 
your chance of moving on the date you 
select. We ask that you make your first 
visit to the Traffic Management Office 
60 days in advance of the date you want 
your property picked up on. Please bring 
your orders if you have them. Seven 
copies are needed for each shipment be­
ing made. Even if orders are not avail­
able, still come by so we can do some 
pre-move arrangements. Delaying your 
visit only creates hardships for every­
one.

Your weight allowance is the maxi­
mum weight that can be moved at 
government expense under the Joint Fe­
deral Travel Regulation (JFTR). Related 
to your paygrade, this allowance in­
cludes the weight of household goods 
you ship, place in storage or send as un­
accompanied baggage. You, not your 
TMO or the carrier, are responsible for 
staying within this allowance.

If the weight of items packed, shipped 
or stored exceeds that amount, you must 
pay all charges connected with the ex­
cess weight. For this reason, estimating 
the weight of your household goods is 
very important. Estimates should start 
early, even before you visit the TMO.

An easy and fairly dependable method 
for making this estimate is to figure 1,000 
pounds per room (not including storage 
rooms or bathrooms) and then add the 
estimated weight of large appliances and 
items in the garage, storage rooms, bath­
rooms, basement, and the like.

Another method for estimating your 
weight is to count the number of items 
on the inventory that the carrier pre­
pares then multiply that number by 40 
pounds. Remember these are only esti­
mated weights. The'actual weights are 
obtained after the shipment is packed, 
picked up and then weighed by the com­
mercial carrier. Weight estimates can 
never be used to refute excess weight 
charges.

Having excess weight on a U.S. or 
overseas move can cost you a lot of 
money. Charges can range from several 
hundred to several thousand dollars. 
Paying such charges is not a simple mat­

ter. It may be as long as a year after your 
move has been completed that you learn 
there are overweight charges due, 
charges you must pay. Of course the 
way to avoid excess weight charges is to 
stay within your authorized weight al­
lowance.

Estimate your weight well ahead of 
time and weed out unneeded posses­
sions.

When you go to TMO be prepared. 
You should have—

• An idea of when you want to move. 
Be flexible during the summer months.

• The date on which you plan to ar­
rive at your new duty station.

New W-4A 
now available

A new simplified version of the W-4 
has now been released. The new form, 
the W-4A, is easier than the old W-4 but 
may not be as accurate for taxpayers 
who file complicated returns. Either 
form may be used to calculate your 
withholding, so choose the one that is 
best for you. One of the two forms must 
be filed with your employer by June 1 to 
avoid penalties.

If you have filled out a new W-4 since 
November, 1986 you do not have to re­
file. Contact the Legal Office, Ext. 3505 
if you need assistance with either of 
these forms. Both W-4 forms are avail­
able in Accounting and Finance.

• An idea of the types of shipments 
you expect to have and the estimated 
weight of each.

From now until late fall is the peak 
military moving season. So plan early, 
ask questions. Read what you sign and 
get involved.

This general moving information is 
provided to assist you in making a 
smooth move. Please stop by the TMO 
at anytime you have a question. We 
have many handouts available on mov­
ing. Stop by the TMO even if you are 
notified of an assignment and are not 
reporting for months in advance.

Coronary Artery Disease, 
the loaded gun

THE PROBLEM

If someone were holding a loaded gun 
to your head and threatening to kill you, 
would you sit calmly by and let it hap­
pen? I know I wouldn't. And yet, half 
the people who will die in the United 
States this year will have had the chance 
to unload that "gun." The gun for this 
million or so people is coronary artery 
disease.

Coronary artery disease is like a load­
ed gun in the hands of every person in 
this country. There are certain things 
you can't change about the weapon. It 
has a hammer, a trigger, a barrel and a

cylinder. There are certain things you 
can't do about your risk for heart di­
sease. Your age, sex and genetic back­
ground are set with birth. The bullets in 
your gun are like the risk factors that 
can be altered; inactivity, obesity, 
smoking, stress and diet. Choosing to 
load your gun, or increase your risk for 
heart disease is just that, a personal 
choice.

PREVENTION

Most of us think of the medical pro­
fession as being dedicated solely to the 
treatment of existing disease. The Air 
Force has recognized the need to inter­
vene early in the course of heart disease. 
Why? One out of every four people who

develop symptoms of heart disease each 
year suddenly dies. That's right; the first 
clue these people have that there is 
something wrong is that their heart stops 
working. Cardiopulmonary Resuscita­
tion (CPR) was the first approach to 
changing the course of this disease. Un­
fortunately, CPR doesn't work in the 
cockpit of a fighter in midair. The Air 
Force began to recognize that interven­
ing before symptoms began was very ne­
cessary.

Once we decided to try to intervene, 
the question became more complex. 
How? Should we do complex laboratory 
studies and expensive and painful proce­
dures to evaluate our people? And 
which people should we evaluate? Pilots 
only? What about the guy who fixes the

aircraft?
Research led to the realization that we 

might be able to actually stop and in 
some cases reverse the disease process.
The CARE (Coronary Artery Risk Eval­
uation and Intervention) Program was 
developed to teach individuals at risk 
ways to reduce that risk or "unload the 
gun."

This program has arrived at Reese 
AFB Hospital. Individuals identified by 
the Flight Surgeons' office, Physical ex­
ams, and Family Practice will be asked 
to voluntarily enroll in two 2-hour pre­
sentations. Individuals interested should 
contact the hospital appointment desk 
for an appointment in Family Practice. 
Flyers should work through the Flight 
Surgeons' Office.

Few people know that there is a Na­
tional Law Day and fewer still under­
stand the significance of this day. Law 
Day was originally proposed in 1957 by 
Charles S. Rhyne, a Washington, D.C. 
attorney and then president of the 
American Bar Association. One year 
later, Law Day was established by a 
Presidential Proclamation by President 
Dwight D. Eisenhower. He said, "It is 
fitting that the American people should 
remember with pride and vigilantly 
guard the great heritage of liberty, jus­
tice and equality under law...It is our 
moral and civic obligation as free men 
and as Americans to preserve and 
strengthen that great heritage."

The first of May was established as 
Law Day in 1961 by a Joint Resolution 
of Congress. It was to be a "special day 
of celebration by the American people in 
appreciation of their liberties and reaf­
firmation of their loyalty to the United 
States of America...and rededication to 
the ideals of equality and justice under 
laws."

Law Day was intended to call the at­
tention of every American citizen to the 
principles and practice of American law 
and justice. This is also a day to consider 
your civic duties, such as being informed 
on government and community affairs, 
to vote in elections, to obey and respect 
the law, to support law enforcement of­
ficers, to respect the rights of others, to 
practice and teach good citizenship in 
yourhoifte, and to serve on juries and as 
witness when called.

This year, the theme of Law Day is 
"We the People," in commemoration of 
the bicentennial year of the Constitution 
of the United States of America. Just 
how much do you know about the Con­
stitution? A few quick questions:

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Will my 1987tax return be audited?
Continued from page 1
of the same exact figure appearing more 
than once on the return. For example, a 
medical deduction for $1,012 and a 
charitable contribution deduction of 
$1,012. The suspicion here is that you 
miscopied your numbers. Documenta­
tion and letters of explanation attached 
to your return are very helpful at this 
point in the process. If the examiner can 
find supporting information on a ques­
tionable item in supplemental attach­
ments, he is much less likely to contact 
you about the item or arrange for an 
audit of your return. So, if you file a 
complicated return or have included un­
usual or special deductions— explain!

On a positive note, certain items are 
considered “non-productive" by the 1RS, 
and therefore will not trigger an audit if 
they are the only questionable item on 
your return. This category of items in­
cludes home mortgage interest, high me­
dical expenses for large families or older 
taxpayers, and auto expenses calculated 
using the standard mileage rate (if the 
mileage is not excessive). Also, the 1RS 
does not usually examine returns that 
contain only one abnormal item of any 
kind.

Another method the 1RS uses to iden­
tify incorrect returns is a computer mat­
ching program. W-2 and other income 
information and interest statements 
(1099s) sent to the 1RS are entered into 
the computer which will kick out any re­
turns that have not included such infor­
mation. If you receive notification of 
wages, income, or interest earned, the 
1RS received it also, so be sure to include 
it on your return. If you receive such in­
formation -after you have filed your 
return, you must submit an amended re­
turn (1040X) and include the new infor­
mation. If you do not, or did not include 
such items on your original return, the 
1RS will become aware of the error and 
you may be subject to penalties and in­

terest. The penalties could possibly be as 
high as 25 percent of the unpaid tax due 
and the current interest rate is nine per­
cent.

One of the ways the IRS determines 
what items they should pay special at­
tention to is through the audits conduct­
ed under the Taxpayer Compliance 
Measurement Program (TCMP). The re­
turns subjected to this type of audit are 
selected at random by computer. These 
audits are much more detailed than DIF 
audits and nothing can be done to pre­
vent them. The percentage of returns 
selected under the TCMP is small, but 
the examination is exhaustive. An agent 
will verify every item on your return, 
line by line, so be prepared.

Audits may be conducted by corres­
pondence, in the IRS office, or in the 
field. Correspondence audits are used 
for simple items that are easily verified 
by mail. The majority of audits are con­
ducted in local IRS offices. The IRS will 
inform you of where and when you are 
to meet with an agent. Occasionally, the 
examining agent will come to your home 
or place of business to conduct the audit. 
This occurs only if records cannot easily 
be transported or if you live in a remote 
area.

If you are notified that you are going 
to be audited, you have the right to rear­
range the time to best fit your schedule.

You may also request that the audit be 
moved to a different IRS office if you 
have moved.

If you paid someone to prepare your 
tax return, you should notify them of 
any contact you have from the IRS. You 
should take any specifically requested 
documents with you to the audit, but 
nothing else. That way, if the examiner 
questions another area, he will have to 
wait to see the supporting documents 
and is more likely to drop the issue.

An important note is that the IRS has

the power to make an agreed upon 
settlement with you and all agents are 
told to be reasonable. If you are unsatis­
fied with the outcome of the audit, you 
may appeal. Publication 556 outlines 
your rights and the appeals process.

So, now that you are terrified, how 
long do you have to live in fear? In gen­
eral, the IRS has three years from the 
due date of your return to conduct an 
audit. Most audits, however, are com­
pleted within 26 months of the due date. 
This includes an allowance of six months

for the audit process, so 20 months after 
your return was due, you can breathe a 
sigh of relief. However, if the IRS be­
lieves that significant amounts of income 
(25 percent or more) were not included 
on your return, they have six years in 
which to audit the return and if they 
suspect fraud, they are not subject to 
any time limit.

If you are selected for an audit, you 
should contact the Legal Office immedi­
ately for additional assistance. Appoint­
ments can be made by calling Ext. 3505.

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Social Actions improve, enhance mission
treatment of all. In other words, 
if people don't have to worry 
about things such as being treat­
ed differently because of race, 
sex, religion, color, age or na­
tional origin, they will be more 
inclined to work and cooperate 
with each other and thereby, 
more effectively accomplish the 
mission.

The next time there is a drug/

alcohol abuse problem or a pro­
blem concerning human rela­
tions or equal opportunity and 
treatment in your unit,don't he­
sitate to call Social Actions.

We're all working towards the 
same goal—keeping the planes 
flying and keeping our person­
nel prepared to fight, if neces­
sary.

Often, Social Actions is not 
associated with the mission. It 
is generally viewed as being 
somewhat separate from the 
"regular Air Force," known as 
the good guys, bleeding hearts, 
or those folks who only come 
around when someone is in 
trouble.

Nothing could be further 
from the truth. The primary 
reason for our existence is to im- 
prove/enhance Mission effec­
tiveness. They exist to work 
hand in hand with all other Air 
Force agencies in supporting the 
primary mission—keep the 
planes flying and keep the peo­
ple prepared to fight.

Just how does Social Actions 
support The Mission? They sup­
port The Mission through two 
important programs—Drug/Al- 
cohol Abuse Control and Equal 
Opportunity and Treatment. 
There is a television anti-drug

commercial which says "You 
can't fly if you're high." Al­
though the slogan might be 
cliche, it's doubly true when ap­
plied to the Air Force. The Air 
Force cannot keep it's airplanes 
flying or expect personnel to 
reach or perform at their highest 
potential if they are incapacitat­
ed due to abuse of drugs or alco­
hol. Therefore, in order to in­
sure that we are always prepar­
ed, the drug/alcohol program 
has two main goals: to prevent 
all substance abuse and to keep 
the adverse consequences to the 
Air Force and the individual to 
a minimum should abuse occur. 
By striving to insure an environ­
ment free from substance abuse, 
Social Actions is ensuring ef­
fective mission accomplish­
ment.

In addition, two essential ele­
ments necessary to maintain the 
highest degree of mission readi­

ness are the development and 
use of our people in the most ef­
fective manner possible and the 
development of harmonious 
relations among them. When 
there are shortcomings in either 
of these two areas, such as pre­
judice, arbitrary discrimination, 
racial/sexist jokes and slurs, 
sexual harassment and the like, 
the Air Force's ability to com­
plete the mission efficiently is 
diminished. In order to make 
sure that all Air Force personnel 
are allowed to operate at their 
highest capacity, the Equal Op­
portunity and Treatment Pro­
gram was developed. The pur­
pose of the EOT program is to 
support Mission readiness by 
insuring all personnel are pro­
vided an equal opportunity to 
fully use their abilities and ta­
lents towards mission accom­
plishment and to enhance 
morale through the fair and just

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas 

‘ (ATCNS)—Air Training Com­
mand's enlisted people are set­
ting the pace for education in 
the Air Force.

"That should be no surprise 
for a command that's built on 
education and training," says 
MSgt. Gary J. Schwickerath, 
education superintendent for 
ATC. "Still, the figures for fis­
cal year 1986 are impressive."

Only two of 718 Air Force en­
listed people not having a high 
school education were ATC 
people, the sergeant said. "On

the other end, 12 percent of 
ATC's enlisted members have 
an associate degree or higher, 
and 61 percent have some col­
lege education. This is almost 
double the Air Force average of 
37 percent.

"Only 26 percent of ATC en­
listed people have only a high 
school education, compared to 
54 percent of the Air Force en­
listed population," he said.

Sergeant Schwickerath also 
said the 12 percent of ATC's en­
listed people with college de­
grees is well above the eight per-
