SECTION 3: An emergen­
cy is apparent for the 
immediate preservation of 
order and public safety that 
requires this ordinance to 
become effective on Septem­
ber 1, 1989.

School
Time
Again

What’s yellow and black 
and has 144 feet? A loaded 
school bus. Summer vacation 
is almost over and children 
across the state will be 
returning to school, many 
aboard big yellow and black 
school buses. One of the 
most common sights on our 
roadways during the school- 
year, these buses can carry 
from 71 to 83 seated students 
on any given trip each day.

“ Yet as common as they 
are, every year there seems 
to be an unfortunate rash of 
accidents caused by drivers 
who fail to follow safe 
driving practices for a 
stopped school bus,”  stated 
Major Vernon Cawthon, 
Regional Commander for the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety.

State law requires drivers 
on the same roadway, as a 
school bus that is stopped to 
load or unload children, to 
also stop until the bus driver 
has turned off the flashing 
red lights. This rule applies 
unless the vehicle is 
separated from the bus by a 
divided highway with a 
median strip.

The first few weeks of 
school are the most 
dangerous, according to 
Major Cawthon. “ This time 
of year presents safety 
problems for both the school 
children and the driver,”  he 
explained. “ Many young­
sters are attending school for 
the first time and others 
might be going to a different 
school, where they are 
unfamiliar with local traffic 
conditions. One problem 
seems to be that during the 
summer recess, some dri­
vers have gotten out of the 
habit of being alert for both 
school zones and school 
buses.”

Public Safety Officials are 
asking Texas drivers to 
begin thinking now about the 
safety of our school children, 
as the beginning of a new 
school year starts up. By 
observing the speed limits in 
school zones, being alert for 
increased pedestrian traffic, 
and watching for school bus 
activity, we can make this a 
safe school year for all.

stated Major Vernon Caw- 
thon, Regional Commander 
for the Texas Department of 
Public Safety. “ This means 
Texas drivers will be sharing 
the roadways with more 
vehicles, being driven more 
miles than usual, by drivers 
who are probably more 
fatigued than usual,”  he 
added.

Even though safety offi­
cials remain optimistic that 
this can be a safer Labor Day 
holiday, they also realize 
that people will die needless­
ly on the state’s highways 
during this period. “ The 
tragic part of our traffic 
fatality picture is the fact 
that most of these accidents 
are caused by driver error 
and definitely are preventa­
ble,”  Major Cawthon contin­
ued.

This underlines the impor­
tance of obeying all traffic 
laws. Studies have shown 
that when a traffic law is 
violated, property damage, 
injury and even death wilt; 
many times result.

Major Cawthon concluded 
by asking Texas drivers to do
