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Emergency Farm Loan

Applications for emergen-
cy farm loans for losses
cause by drought conditions
in Sherman County, are
being accepted at the
Farmers Home Administra-
tion (FMHA) office located at
801 Bliss, Suite 104, in the
Town Center Buidling,
fmHA County Supervisor,
Mary E. Batenhorst said
today.

Sherman County is one in
Texas recently named by
Secretary of Agriculture
Clayton Yeutter as eligible
for loans to cover part of
actual production losses
resulting from the drought
conditions.

Mrs. Batenhorst said
farmers may be eligible for
loans of up to 80 percent of
their actual losses, or the
operating loan needed to
continue in business or
$500,000, whichever is less.
For farmers unable to obtain
credit from private commer-
cial lenders, the interest rate
is 4.5 percent. :

As a general rule, a farmer
must have suffered at least a

30 percent loss of production
to be eligible for an FmHA
emergency loan.’’ Baten-
horst said. Farmers partici-
pating in the PIK or Federal
Crop Insurance programs
will have to figure in
proceeds from those pro-
grams in determining their
loss.

Applications for loans
under this emergency desig-
nation will be accepted until
May 7, 1990, but farmers
should apply as soon as
possible. Delays in applying
could create backlogs in
processing and possibly over
into the new faming season.

FmHA is a credit agency
of the U.S. Dept. of
Agriculture. It is authorized
to provide disaster emergen-
cy loans to recognized
farmers who work at and rely
on farming for a substantial
part of their living. Eligibili-
ty is extended to individual
farmers who are U.S.
citizens and to farming
partnerships, corporations or
cooperatives in which U.S.
citizens hold a majority
interest.

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Major Index Crimes
In Texas Are Up

Major index crimes in
Texas were up 3.8 percent
in the first half of 1989
compared to the same period
last year, according to Texas
“Department of Public Safety
statistics.

‘‘Although four of the
seven major crime categories
were down in volume, the
increases in motor vehicle
thefts, larceny thefts and
aggravated assaults raised

the overall total,”” said
Colonel Joe Miilner, DPS
director.

‘““Also rising by 3.8

percent was the crime rate,
totaling 3,931.9 crimes per
hundred thousand popula-
tion compared to 3,787.6 for
the same period in 1988 "’ he
noted.

The total number of major
crimes in Texas for the first
six months of 1989 was
659,779, with 635,894 re-
ported during the same time
last year.

The largest increase was
in the motor vehicle thefts
category. There were 71,794
vehicles stolen in the state
during the first half of this
year, amounting to a jump of
over 17 percent compared to
last year.

‘‘“To lower the risk of these
frequent thefts, we encour-
age vehicle owners, espe-

cially those with newer
models, to keep them locked
up, be sure they are parked
in brightly lighted areas,
and consider having anti-
theft systems installed,’’
said Roy Newman, com-
mander of the DPS motor

vehicl theft investigative
force.
Concerning the other

property crime groups, theft
cases were up by 4.6 percent
and burglaries down by 1.7

percent.
In the Vviolent crime
categories, murders were

lower by one percent, rapes
decreased by 7.5 percent,
and robberies fell 4.1
percent. However, a 4.8
percent increase was report-
ed in aggravated assaults.

‘‘Nine Texas law enforce-
ment officers lost their lives
during the reported period,’’
Colonel Milner said. ‘‘Four
were killed in the line of duty
by criminal action. Five died
in duty-related accidents.’’

Twenty percent of the
major index crimes were
cleared by arrests in the first
half of 1989. In another
category, arrests for illegal
drugs increased 16.5 percent
compared to the total
number taken into custody
for drug charges in the first
half of 1988.
