“Monkey Ward” was a popular nickname that the company tried
unsuccessfully to discourage. The nickname was used by competi-
tors and was a play on the Montgomery Ward name.

In the Spring of 1929, plans were being drawn by a local architect
firm for a 100-foot x 140-foot building to be built at Third and Gregg
streets. The new structure was named the Willcox-Ellis Building
after the owners. The structure was deep and narrow with three
divided areas for business. Each two-story building had a base-
ment and an elevator. The first renter of the building was United
Dry Goods Mercantile. Their space was on the west side of the
building. Montgomery Ward opened their store in the fall of 1929.

Shoppers were excited to have two three-level department stores in Big
Spring! Customers had shopped in the Montgomery Ward catalog since 1872,
but now they had an actual store with bargains and sales.

Once Montgomery Ward signed on to rent the space on the far west side of
the building, United quickly took lease on the available empty section that
was between their store and Montgomery Ward.

The stores both opened right at the beginning of the Depression; however,
oil had been discovered in Howard County and the community was rapidly
growing, as was the department stores' business. Both department stores were
so successful that the owners of the building made a complete renovation,
including painting the interior walls seafoam green. The columns and pillar
were finished in silver, and a new front was applied to the building. The win-
dows were replaced with a black Carrera glass with silver trim, and a new oak
floor was installed throughout. Numerous mirrors were added to both stores
along with lighting and fixtures. Several modern thinkers wanted to shake
off the pioneer mercantile image and move to the more modern “Art Deco/
Nouveau” style.

Both stores had new grand openings and offered bargain prices. The mez-
zanine or top floor was reserved for fashion. The basement held small appli-
ances, auto parts, and hardware. The main floor was called the Home-makers
Floor, and had anything a housewife needed to keep her home in perfect con-

dition, from vacuum cleaners to electrical washing machines and refrigera-
tors. United Dry Goods Store closed their doors in 1946 and Montgomery Ward
rented the entire building.

In August 1965, Montgomery Ward moved to the new Highland Mall. The new
Ward store had 42 departments that included, hunting and fishing gear, auto
repair, large catalog department, appliances small and large, shoes, clothing,
paint, television and stereos, tools, an 8-stall auto service center, wide isles
to shop in and a snack bar. The building was cooled and heated with central
air, something that was lacking in the old store. There was another incentive
for moving to the mall, parking for “1800 cars,” something downtown did not
have. The new store was an excellent opportunity for employment as it offered
paid insurance and pension plans along with the security of a steady salary
and stable company for the employee’s future.

The old Wolcott-Ellis building was torn down in 1970 after the owners bailed
and did not meet their tax obligations.

March of 1985, Montgomery Ward announced they would be closing the Big
Spring Highland Mall location. They gave the excuse that it was due to the oil
bust and poor economy in the area however, Montgomery Ward Corporation
was suffering their own losses. It was a huge blow to the local economy and to
the owner of Highland Mall, Kent Morgan. The popular catalog had also been
suspended in 1985.

By 1990, the low-price competitors such as Walmart and Target, were edging
out the department store. Montgomery Ward filed Chapter 11 Bankruptcy in
1997. On December 28, 2000, Montgomery Ward ceased to exist.

This deal appeared in a British
par contest many years ago. The
par for North-South was to reach
four spades; the par for East-West
was to defeat the contract.

The bidding shown, which includes
a strong jump-overcall by South,
was the popular route to four
spades at the time. Since most play-
ers now use the jump overcall as
preemptive, the spade game would
be reached today by a different
sequence of bids. One possibility

would be for South to bid four
spades directly over one club.

In the play, West leads a club, and
East promptly collects the Q-K-A.
It is West’s discards on the second
and third clubs that determine the
outcome.

If West throws two diamonds, or
a heart and a diamond, on the high
clubs, South will inevitably score
seven spades and three diamonds
for 10 tricks. The only way for West
to defeat the contract is to discard
the six and ace of hearts! East then
returns a heart at trick four, assur-
ing West of a spade trick regardless
of how declarer proceeds.

While it is highly unusual for a
defender to toss an ace away, West
should reason that he has nothing
to lose and possibly much to gain
by discarding both of his hearts.

If South is void in hearts, the
heart discards are necessary to pro-
mote a trump trick. Even if declarer
has a heart, West will be able to
ruff East’s heart return at trick four
as South follows suit.

Thus, West should conclude that
discarding both hearts cannot fail
to set the contract no matter what
declarer’s hand actually is. Though
this conclusion necessitates throw-
ing an ace to the winds, the deed
must be done.

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Warm up the

year’s playoff
tailgate

Tailgating at the big
game is a time-honored
and beloved tradition for
millions of football fans.
Tailgates tend to be par-
ties in parking lots, and no
party is complete without
food.

The best teams in the
National Football League
will battle it out on the
gridiron in their quest for a
championship this Janu-
ary and February. De-
spite chilly temperatures,
fans of those teams will
undoubtedly be tailgating
outside the stadium
before and after the
games. A hearty dish
that sticks to the ribs can
make it easier to with-
stand winter weather at
this year’s playoff tailgate.

This recipe for “Brisket
Chili” from Will Budia-
man’s “The Essential
Kamado Girill Cookbook”
(Rockridge Press) can
be just what football fans
need to stay warm at this
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year’s tailgate. Better yet,
it makes excellent use of
leftover Texas-style beef
brisket, giving football
fans a great reason to
smoke some brisket in the
days before the big game.

Brisket Chili
Serves 8

3 tablespoons vegetable
oil

1 tablespoon cumin seeds
1 medium yellow onion,
chopped

Kosher salt

1 tablespoon tomato
paste

2 teaspoons cayenne
pepper

1 28-ounce can diced
tomatoes

2 15-ounce cans kidney
beans, rinsed and drained
1 pound Texas-style

beef brisket (see below),
chopped

1. Bring the grill to 500
F with the cooking grate
installed, then preheat a
5-quart cast iron Dutch
oven on the grate with the
lid closed.

2. Pour the ol into the
Dutch oven and close the
grill lid. Once hot, add the
cumin seeds and cook for
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agonally, and backwards.
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about 15 seconds or until
they start to pop.

3. Add the onion and
stir until coated with the
oil. Close the grill lid and
cook for 8 to 10 minutes
or until softened and
browned.

4. Season with salt. Stir
in the tomato paste. Close
the grill lid and cook for 1
minute or until bright red.

5. Stir in the cayenne,
tomatoes with their juices,
and beans. Remove the
Dutch oven from the heat.

6. Wearing barbecue
gloves, carefully remove
the grate, install the heat
deflector, and replace the
grate. Reduce the grill
temperature to 350 F.

7. Put the Dutch oven
back on the grate. Close
the grill lid and bring to a
simmer. Cook for 1 hour
or until thickened. Serve
immediately.

Texas-Style Beef
Brisket
Serves 6 t0 8

1 8- to 10-pound beef
brisket

3 tablespoons kosher salt
3 tablespoons freshly
ground black pepper
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1. Trim off any hard
fat from the brisket and
square off the edges.
Trim the fat cap down to
an even 1/4-inch thick-
ness. Sprinkle evenly
on all sides with the salt
and pepper. Refrigerate
overnight.

2. Prepare the grill for
smoking at 250 F to 275
F.

3. Place the brisket fat-
side up on the grate over
the drip pan. Close the lid
If desired, wrap in alumi-
num foil after 5 to 6 hours
or once the bark (crust) is
dark brown.

4. Turn over the brisket,
close the lid, and contin-
ue cooking for 2 hours,
30 minutes to 3 hours,

30 minutes or until an
instant-read thermometer
inserted into the center
registers 200 F.

5. Rest the brisket,
wrapped in foil, for 1 to
2 hours before serving.
Cut across the grain into
1/4-inch-thick slices. Pour
over as much of the drip-
pings from the pan as you
like, and serve.

On Jan. 31, 1958, the United
States entered the Space Age
with its first successful launch
of a satellite, Explorer 1, from
Cape Canaveral.

On this date:

In 1797, composer Franz
Schubert was born in Vienna.

In 1863, during the Civil
War, the First South Carolina
Volunteers, an all-Black Union
regiment composed of many
escaped slaves, was mus-
tered into federal service at
Beaufort, South Carolina.
