   In all the years I’ve known my aged Uncle Mort, 
he has made few observations about horses, if any 
at all. For the past few days, he has spoken of lit-
tle else, what with the news that the City of Dal-
las hardly knows what to do with one of its storied 
landmarks.

   Yep, trouble isn’t limited to River City. Dallas 
leaders are moaning about what to do with The 
Pegasus, proudly perched atop the city’s first sky-
scraper, a 29-story structure built in 1922 by the 
Magnolia Oil Company. The company’s horse lo-
go--adorned by blazing neon to outline the steed’s 

features--was a welcoming 
rotation of greeting to Big D.  
Some have claimed sight-
ings of the 15-ton sign from 
75 miles away.

   No doubt squirming, the 
Dallas City Council has ap-
propriated some $360,000 to 
stabilize the base, address 
corrosion and replace miss-
ing neon lighting. “Phoe-
nix 1,” a construction firm, 
has been engaged to take 
on a project that could take 
weeks or months. The city 
manager has indicated that 
high winds have made Peg-
asus “unsafe,” adding that 

if it should be blown off the rooftop, city fathers (as 
well as city mothers) might one day be faced with 
multimillion dollar lawsuits. This is where Uncle 
Mort comes in….

*****
   “I wish Dallas no ill,” Mort tells visitors in the 

thicket. “But I wouldn’t mind owning Pegasus.”
   His mind racing and oiled with the smoothest 

of creative juices, he is fueled by “what ifs.” He’s 
wondering if the City of Dallas might entertain a 
bid for the horse’s, uh, remains, should Pegasus 
fall from the structure which now houses the Mag-
nolia Hotel.

   A recent Dallas Morning News headline caught 
my eye: “City to pony up for repairs.” I was imme-
diately intrigued that the City Council had deliber-
ated for 90 minutes before deciding to foot the bill. 
Much was said, including some sentiments that 
Newcrest Image--now owner of the hotel--should 
help with the cost….

*****
   No hands went up offering help, and now the 

City of Dallas wishes it hadn’t maintained an ease-
ment to continue ownership of the sign, located 
atop the building once owned by the City of Dallas.

   There are additional complications since the 
Dallas landmark is listed on the National Register 
of Historic Places.

   It appears that this fabled horse cannot legally 
be put out to pasture, destroyed or given away….

   I asked Mort why he’d want a fallen horse, re-

duced to twisted steel and neon shards if winds 
sent the structure downward.

   “I figure if such should happen, I’d rent an 
18-wheeler from U-Haul, pick up the major pieces, 
sweep the small stuff into the storm drain and re-
turn to the thicket, burying the various remnants 
on my farm.”

   My head wobbled in disbelief. He wasn’t 
through. “I’ve been hearing about banks, cities 
and individuals making big investments in min-
ing for bitcoins,” he said. “I don’t pretend to un-
derstand what this means, and I’m wondering how 
enticing such mining could be if they come across 
gold or silver along the way.”…

   In short, Mort claims he’d put up signs inviting 

“bitcoin miners” to bring their picks and shovels 
to mine for bitcoins, with prizes awarded to partic-
ipants finding both bitcoins and parts of Pegasus.

   “I can’t imagine why everybody is so intrigued 
by bitcoins,” Mort asserted. “We knew about them 
in junior high, mostly from yells at football games. 
“When we had the ball, fans would scream, ‘Two 
bits, four bits, six bits, a dollar. All for our team, 
stand up and holler’.” Mort continued his yapping 
about the dismal future he predicts for bitcoins. 
“They threaten our monetary system. We won’t 
know what anything is worth, and if they catch 
on, there’ll be no understandable way to know the 
street value of drugs.”

   Huh? Those who know Mort best think that be-
fore God made Mort, He broke the mold. Whatever, 
he’s clearly beating a dead horse….

United Nations races to rescue civilians 
from Mariupol plant

ZAPORIZHZHIA, Ukraine (AP) — The United 
Nations raced Friday to rescue more civilians from 
the tunnels under a besieged steel plant in Mari-
upol and the city at large, even as fighters holed up 
at the sprawling complex made their last stand to 
prevent Moscow's complete takeover of the strate-
gic port.

The fight for the last Ukrainian stronghold in 
a city reduced to ruins by the Russian onslaught 
appeared increasingly desperate amid growing 
speculation that President Vladimir Putin wants 
to finish the battle for Mariupol so he can present 
a triumph to the Russian people in time for Mon-
day's Victory Day, the biggest patriotic holiday on 
the Russian calendar.

Some 2,000 Ukrainian fighters, by Russia’s most 
recent estimate, are holed up in the vast maze of 
tunnels and bunkers beneath the Azovstal steel-
works, and they have repeatedly refused to sur-
render. Ukraine has said a few hundred civilians 
were also trapped there, and fears for their safety 
has grown as the battle has grown fiercer in recent 
days.

Officials said Thursday that the U.N. was launch-
ing a third effort to evacuate citizens from the plant 
and the city. But on Friday, the organization did 
not divulge any new details of the operation; it has 
been similarly quiet about previous ones while 
they were ongoing.

Kateryna Prokopenko, whose husband Denys 
Prokopenko commands the Azov Regiment troops 
inside the plant, issued a desperate plea to save the 
regiment, saying they'd be willing to go to a third 
country to wait out the war but would never sur-
render to Russia because that would mean “filtra-
tion camps, prison, torture, and death.”

If nothing is done to save them, her husband and 
his men will “stand to the end without surrender,” 
she told The Associated Press by phone Friday as 
she and relatives of some of the other members of 
the regiment drove from Italy to Poland.

“We just need to save everyone’s life,” she said.
It could takes days to know whether the latest 

U.N. effort succeeded, since people escaping Mari-
upol typically have to pass through contested areas 
and many checkpoints before reaching relative 
safety in the Ukrainian-controlled city of Zapor-
izhzhia, about 140 miles (230 kilometers) to the 
northwest, where many have gathered.

Andriy Yermak, head of Ukraine's presidential 
office, said Friday on the Telegram messaging app 
that another “complex operation to evacuate peo-
ple from Mariupol and Azovstal” was conducted 
and that nearly 500 civilians were rescued. Two 
previous evacuations negotiated by the U.N. and 
the Red Cross brought roughly 500 people from the 
steel plant and elsewhere in Mariupol. It was not 
clear if Yermak was saying more people had since 
been rescued.

Some of the plant's evacuees spoke to the AP 
about the horrors of being surrounded by death 
in the moldy, underground bunker with little food 
and water and diminishing hope. Some said they 
felt guilty for leaving others behind.

“People literally rot like our jackets did,” said 
31-year-old Serhii Kuzmenko, who fled along with 
his wife, 8-year-old daughter and four others from 
their bunker, where 30 others were left behind. 
“They need our help badly. We need to get them 
out.”

Fighters defending the plant said Friday on Tele-
gram that Russian troops fired on an evacuation 
vehicle on the plant's grounds. They said the car 
was moving toward civilians when it was hit by 
shelling, and that one soldier was killed and six 
were wounded.

Moscow didn't immediately acknowledge re-
newed fighting there Friday.

Ahead of Victory Day — which marks the Soviet 
Union’s triumph over Nazi Germany — municipal 
workers and volunteers cleaned up what remains 
of Mariupol, a city that is now under Russia's con-
trol apart from the steel plant. Bulldozers scooped 
up debris and and people swept streets — with a 
backdrop of buildings hollowed out by shelling. 
Workers repaired a model of a warship, and Rus-
sian flags were hoisted on utility poles.

The fall of Mariupol would deprive Ukraine of a 
vital port, allow Russia to establish a land corridor 
to the Crimean Peninsula, which it seized from 
Ukraine in 2014, and free up troops to fight else-
where in the Donbas, the eastern industrial region 

that the Kremlin says is now its chief objective. Its 
capture also holds symbolic value since the city 
has been the scene of some of the worst suffering of 
the war and a surprisingly fierce resistance.

While they pounded away at the plant, Russian 
forces struggled to make significant gains else-
where, 10 weeks into a devastating war that has 
killed thousands of people, forced millions to flee 
the country and flattened large swaths of cities.

The Ukrainian military’s general staff said Fri-
day that its forces repelled 11 attacks in the Donbas 
and destroyed tanks and armored vehicles, further 
frustrating Putin’s ambi-
tions after his abortive 
attempt to seize Kyiv. 
Russia gave no immedi-
ate acknowledgement of 
those losses.

Ukraine's chief of de-
fense Gen. Valerii Zalu-
zhnyi, meanwhile, said 
Thursday that a coun-
teroffensive could begin 
to push Russian forces 
away from Kharkiv and 
Izyum — two cities key 
to the Russian campaign 
in the Donbas, where 
Moscow-backed separat-
ists have been fighting 
Ukrainian troops for 
eight years. Already, 
Ukrainian fighters have 
driven Russian troops 
some 40 kilometers (25 
miles) east of Kharkiv in 
recent days.

The goal could be to 
push Russian forces out 
of artillery range of the 
city, which has been 
pummeled by strikes, as 
well as forcing Moscow 
to divert troops from 
other areas of the front 
line, according to an as-
sessment from the Wash-
ington-based Institute 
for the Study of War on 
Thursday.

Pentagon spokesman 
John Kirby said Russian 
forces are making only 
“plodding” progress in 
the Donbas.

The British Defense 
Ministry said Russia 
may be struggling to 
execute its plan in the 
Donbas partly because 
it's bogged down at the 
plant in Mariupol. The 
fighting at the plant 
“has come at personnel, 
equipment and muni-
tions cost to Russia,” it 
said. "Whilst Ukrainian 
resistance continues in 
Avozstal, Russian losses 
will continue to build 
and frustrate their oper-
ational plans in southern 
Donbas.”

The Russians have pul-
verized much of Mari-
upol, which had a pre-
war population of over 
400,000, and a two-month 
siege that has trapped 
perhaps 100,000 civilians 
with little food, water, 
electricity or heat. Ci-
vilians sheltering inside 
the plant have perhaps 
suffered even more — 
hunkering underground 
without seeing daylight 
in months.

Asked whether Russia 
would soon take full con-
trol of Mariupol, Ukrai-
nian President Volody-
myr Zelenskyy said: 
“Mariupol will never 
fall. I’m not talking about 
heroism or anything."

“It is already devastated,” he told a meeting at 
London’s Chatham House think tank. He also said 
he remains open to negotiations with Russia, but 
repeated that Moscow must withdraw its forces.

The Russians managed to get inside the plant 
Wednesday with the help of an electrician who 
knew the plant's layout and showed them the un-
derground tunnels, said Anton Gerashchenko, an 
adviser to Ukraine’s Internal Affairs Ministry.

The Kremlin has denied its troops were storming 
the plant, and Russia has also accused the fighters 
of preventing the civilians from leaving.

Swiss find cocaine stash amid coffee bean bags
GENEVA (AP) — Swiss police say an investigation is underway after work-

ers at a Nespresso warehouse in western Switzerland found 500 kilograms 
(over 1,100 pounds) of cocaine, with a street value of $50 million, as they un-
loaded coffee beans that had arrived by train.

Regional police in Fribourg said late Thursday they were alerted Monday by 
the company to the discovery at the facility in the town of Romont and imme-
diately set up a “broad security perimeter” around it with a large deployment 
of officers. Customs and border control agents were called in.

Early indications were that the shipment turned up in five containers that 
had arrived by sea from Brazil before being transferred onto a train, authori-
ties said.

“The cocaine seized has an 80% degree of purity and its market value is es-
timated at more than 50 million francs,” the police said, adding that the stash 
appeared “destined for the European market.”

On Friday, the European Union’s law enforcement agency Europol and the 
European Monitoring Center for Drugs and Drug Addiction reported that co-
caine availability in Europe “is probably at an all-time high.”

Switzerland is not an EU member but is part of the Schengen zone that allows 
for visa-free travel among many European countries.

The monitoring center said it estimates the EU cocaine retail market was 
worth at least 10.5 billion euros ($11.1 billion) in 2020.

Texas had the 6th fewest job 
openings in the U.S. in Q4 2021

As the U.S. continues to navigate the lasting rip-
ple effects of the COVID-19 pandemic, key econom-
ic indicators are sending mixed messages about 
where the economy stands today.

On the positive side, GDP increased by 6.9% in 
the last three months of 2021, and consumer spend-
ing started off strong in 2022. Simultaneously, year-
over-year inflation is at record levels according to 
the Consumer Price Index, and the U.S. Federal Re-
serve is raising interest rates to slow the economy. 
Many supply chain issues from 2021 have extended 
into 2022, with new COVID outbreaks in China, the 
war in Ukraine, and high energy prices creating 
additional challenges.

The labor market provides another set of unclear 
signals. The Bureau of Labor Statistics reported in 
April 2022 that the unemployment rate had fallen to 
3.6%, around where it was in February 2020 before 
the pandemic hit the U.S. The “Great Resignation” 
has record numbers of workers leaving jobs to seek 
out positions that pay more or provide better work-
ing conditions. But workers have more power in 
the economy in large part because the labor force 
participation rate remains below pre-pandemic lev-
els, which means fewer people are available for all 
the jobs that are currently open.

Additional BLS data confirms the gap between 
open positions and hires. After falling to 3.5% amid 
COVID shutdowns in April 2020, the rate of job 
openings has doubled to 7% over the last two years. 
While the rate of hiring has been above 4%—higher 
than typical levels historically—every month since 
May 2020, this figure has not been sufficient to keep 
up with the explosion of open positions. And em-
ployers face even more challenges with the quit 

rate at around 3%, meaning that they are strug-
gling to retain employees in addition to hiring new 
ones.

But as with many aspects of the current economy, 
the overall statistics do not tell the full story, and 
the hiring outlook depends heavily on industry. 
Many of the sectors with the highest job openings 
rates have been the most challenging to work in 
during the pandemic. Leisure and hospitality busi-
nesses, whose workers face low wages and greater 
volatility in their working conditions due to the ef-
fects of COVID, have a job openings rate of 10.57%. 
The health care and social assistance industry, 
whose workers have been on the front lines of the 
pandemic, has a job openings rate of 8.73%. In com-
parison, the total nonfarm rate is 6.97%, and in 
fields like construction and real estate, the rate is 
below 5.00%.

The rate of openings is also dependent on geog-
raphy. At the high end, Alaska (9.00%) and Hawaii 
(8.60%) have the highest job openings rates, which 
may in part be due to the difficulty of recruiting 
labor to their more remote locations. In contrast, 
states with rapid economic growth like Washing-
ton (6.13%) and Texas (6.47%) or with denser pop-
ulations like New York (6.17%) and Connecticut 
(6.20%) have lower rates of openings.

The data used in this analysis is from the U.S. 
Bureau of Labor Statistics Job Openings and Labor 
Turnover Survey (JOLTS). To determine the states 
with the most job openings, researchers at Com-
modity.com calculated the average job openings 
rate for the fourth quarter of 2021, the most recent 
quarter available. 

In the event of a tie, the state with the greater

Postmaster general: Get 
used to 'uncomfortable' 
rate hikes

WASHINGTON (AP) — Americans 
should get used to “uncomfortable” 
postage rate increases in coming 
years as the U.S. Postal Service seeks 
to become self-sufficient, Postmaster 
General Louis DeJoy said Thursday.

The Postal Service Board of Gov-
ernors sets postage rates, but DeJoy 
said he'll advocate for raising prices 
until “we have accomplished our ob-
jective of projecting a trajectory that 
shows us being self-sustaining.”

“I believe we have been severely 
damaged by at least 10 years of a de-
fective pricing model which cannot 
be satisfied by one or two annual 
price increases, especially in this in-
flationary environment,” he added.

DeJoy made the remarks at a Board 
of Governors meeting in which the 
Postal Service reported a loss of about 
$1.7 billion for the latest quarter.

A sweeping overhaul meant to 
shore up the Postal Service's finan-
cial future will be reflected in the 

next quarter's results. The long-de-
layed law also ensures six-day-a-week 
mail delivery.

The bill was signed by President 
Joe Biden on the same day the Postal 
Service announced plans for the lat-
est rate increase.

If it wins final approval, then the 
cost of a first-class “forever" stamp by 
2 cents to 60 cents, effective July 10.

US mortgage rates rise; 
30-year at 5.27%, highest 
since 2009

WASHINGTON (AP) — Average 
long-term U.S. mortgage rates re-
sumed their ascent this week, as the 
key 30-year loan reached its highest 
point since 2009.

The increases came in the week 
preceding the widely anticipated 
action by the Federal Reserve, an-
nounced Wednesday, to intensify its 
fight against the worst inflation in 40 
years by raising its benchmark in-
terest rate by a half-percentage point 
and signaling further large rate hikes 
to come. The Fed’s move, its most ag-

gressive since 2000, will bring higher 
costs for mortgages as well as credit 
cards, auto loans and other borrow-
ing for individuals and businesses.

Mortgage buyer Freddie Mac re-
ported Thursday that the 30-year rate 
rose to 5.27% from 5.1% last week, 
when it edged down after seven weeks 
of increases. By contrast, the average 
rate stood at 2.96% a year ago.

The average rate on 15-year, fixed-
rate mortgages, popular among those 
refinancing their homes, jumped to 
4.52% from 4.4% last week.

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Tornadoes strike Texas, Oklahoma, cause 
widespread damage

SEMINOLE, Okla. (AP) — A storm system 
spawned several tornadoes that whipped through 
areas of Texas and Oklahoma, causing damage to 
a school, a marijuana farm and other structures.

There were no reports of serious injuries follow-
ing the Wednesday night tornadoes, but the system 
caused flooding in parts of Oklahoma and Arkan-
sas, and more stormy weather took place Thursday.

Significant damage was reported in the Oklaho-
ma city of Seminole, about 60 miles (97 kilometers) 
southeast of Oklahoma City, where Gov. Kevin 
Stitt said damage assessments were underway af-
ter he toured the area Thursday.

“(We're) getting all the resources and supplies 
that the city wants and needs," including genera-
tors, Stitt said. “Thank the Lord that nobody was 
hurt” and no deaths have been reported.

The National Weather Service said it found dam-
age in Seminole from an EF2 tornado, which has 
winds speeds of up to 135 mph (217 kph).

More than 2,900 customers remained without 
power in Seminole late Thursday afternoon, ac-
cording to Oklahoma Gas & Electric, more than 
63% of the utility customers in the city.

The Academy of Seminole took a direct hit but no 
one was injured, the school said on Facebook.

Video footage from Oklahoma TV station KOCO 
showed a tornado hit a marijuana farm in the near-
by town of Maud.

Several roads and highways were closed Thurs-
day morning in parts of Oklahoma and Arkansas 
because of flash flooding.

In Bixby, Oklahoma, located south of Tulsa, of-
ficials opened a temporary shelter at a church after 
thunderstorms flooded some homes and streets in 
one neighborhood.

In East Texas, a tornado on Thursday damaged 

several campers and buildings at an RV park 
in Rusk County, Sheriff Johnwayne Valdez told 
KTRE-TV. The Rusk County Office of Emergency 
Management reported one person was injured after 
being hit by a tree.

On Wednesday, a “large and dangerous tornado” 
was spotted in the rural community of Lockett, 
about 170 miles (275 kilometers) northwest of Dal-
las, said the National Weather Service office in 
Norman, Oklahoma.

The weather service said it found damage near 
Lockett from an EF3 tor-
nado, which has winds 
speeds of up to 165 mph 
(265 kph).

There were no signifi-
cant injuries or deaths 
to residents in Wilbarger 
County, where Lockett 
is located, Sheriff Brian 
Fritze told KAUZ-TV. He 
said several homes and 
barns appeared to sus-
tain extensive damage.

In Washington County 
in northwest Arkansas, 
officials performed more 
than 30 water rescues as 
heavy rainfall flooded 
homes and streets in the 
cities of Fayetteville and 
Johnson, KHBS/KHOG-
TV reported.

The storms on Wednes-
day and Thursday were 
the latest in several 
rounds of severe weather 

in the central United States. Last week, a tornado 
damaged more than 1,000 buildings in the Wichi-
ta suburb of Andover, Kansas. Three University 
of Oklahoma meteorology students died in a car 
crash while returning from storm chasing.

The storms, which were moving east into other 
southern U.S. states, could bring more tornadoes, 
large hail and damaging winds, and the threat of 
severe weather will continue Friday in parts of the 
South and over the weekend in the central Plains 
and Midwest, the weather service said.

Austin approves guaranteed 
income program, first in Texas

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Austin has become the first Texas city to approve a 
pilot program that will provide a guaranteed income to qualified residents.

The program will give 85 families $1,000 per month for a year. City Council 
on Thursday voted to approve a contract for a non-profit to manage funding.

The families who are approved for the $1.18 million program will be able to 
decide how to spend the money, including spending it on rent or mortgage 
payments, food, transportation and utilities.

Austin Mayor Steve Adler said the goal of the program was to prevent home-
lessness and that it is not a “giveaway. It is investing in ourselves”

“We can find people moments before they end up on our streets and prevent 
them, divert them from being there. That would be not only wonderful for 
them, it would be wise and smart for the taxpayers in the city of Austin be-
cause it will be a lot less expensive to divert someone from homelessness than 
to help them find a home once they’re on our streets,” Adler said.

Like other fast-growing cities in the U.S., Austin has struggled for years with 
homelessness as housing costs skyrocket. City leaders and Gov. Greg Abbott 
have feuded over how to address the issue.

As US poised to restrict 
abortion, other nations 

ease access

BOGOTA, Colombia (AP) — As women in the United States find themselves 
on the verge of possibly losing the constitutional right to abortion, courts in 
many other parts of the world have been moving in the opposite direction.

That includes in a number of traditionally conservative societies — such as 
recently in Colombia, where the Constitutional Court in February legalized 
the procedure until the 24th week of pregnancy, part of a broader trend seen in 
parts of heavily Catholic Latin America.

It's not yet clear what impact there will be outside the United States from the 
leaked draft opinion suggesting the U.S. Supreme Court could overturn the 
landmark 1973 Roe v. Wade decision.

But for women's activists who for years have led grinding campaigns de-
manding open access to abortion, often looking to the United States as a model, 
it's a discouraging sign and a reminder that hard-won gains can be imperma-
nent.

“It is an awful precedent for the coming years for the region and the world,” 
said Colombian Catalina Martínez Coral, Latin America and Caribbean direc-
tor for the New York-based Center for Reproductive Rights, which was among 
the groups that litigated the abortion case in Colombia’s high court.

The February ruling there established a broad right for women to have abor-
tions within the 24-week period, whereas previously they could do so only in 
specific cases such as if a fetus presented malformations or a pregnancy re-
sulted from rape. Abortion is still allowed after that period under those special 
circumstances.

The decision fell short of advocates' hopes for a complete decriminalization, 
but Martínez Coral said it still left Colombia with the “most progressive legal 
framework in Latin America.”

Similarly, Mexico's Supreme Court held last year that it was unconstitution-
al to punish abortion. As the country’s highest court, its ruling bars all juris-
dictions from charging a woman with a crime for terminating a pregnancy.

Statutes outlawing abortion are still on the books in most of Mexico's 32 
states, however, and nongovernmental organizations that have long pushed 
for decriminalization are pressing state legislatures to reform them. Abortion 
was already readily available in Mexico City and some states.

To the south in Argentina, lawmakers in late 2020 passed a bill legalizing 
abortion until the 14th week and after that for circumstances similar to those 
described in the Colombia ruling.

It's also widely available in Cuba and Uruguay.
But expansion of abortion access has not extended to all of Latin America, 

with many countries restricting it to certain circumstances — such as Brazil, 
the region's most populous nation, where it's permissible only in cases of rape, 
risk to the woman's life and certified cases of the birth defect anencephaly. 
Former President Luiz Inácio Lula da Silva, who is seeking a new term in Oc-
tober, recently said he sees legalizing abortion as a public health issue, elicit-
ing criticism in a country where few approve of the procedure.

Other places have total bans with no exceptions, such as Honduras, Nicara-
gua and El Salvador. Courts in the latter have given women long prison sen-
tences for aggravated homicide even in cases where prosecutors suspect a mis-
carriage was actually an abortion.

Many African nations also maintain complete bans, but in October 2021, Be-
nin legalized abortion in most circumstances up to 12 weeks. 

That significantly increased safe access to the procedure after the health 
minister reported that nearly 200 women were dying each year of complica-
tions from clandestine abortions. 

Previously abortion was permitted in cases of rape or incest; risk to the wom-
an's life; or severe fetal malformation.

Most European countries have legalized abortion, 
including predominantly Catholic ones. Ireland did 
so in 2018, followed by tiny San Marino in a voter 
referendum last fall. It remains illegal in Andorra, 
Malta and Vatican City, while Poland last year 
tightened its abortion laws.

It's also been widely available in Israel since 1978 
and relatively uncontroversial, allowed by law be-
fore the 24th week with the approval of hospital “ter-
mination committees” that consist of medical pro-
fessionals including at least one woman.

Laws and interpretations vary across the Muslim 
world.

Abortion has been legal up to 12 weeks in Tunisia 
for decades, but in Iran it's been forbidden since the 
1979 Islamic Revolution. 

Last year the leader of Cairo’s top institution of 
Islamic clerics, Al-Azhar, said abortion is not the 
solution even in cases where a child is likely to be 
seriously ill or disabled.

In Japan, abortion is allowed only for economic 
and health reasons, and requires partners’ consent, 
making Japan one of a handful of countries in the 
world to do so. Victims of sexual violence are ex-
cluded from the requirement.

While there is a growing call for women to have 
the right to make their own decision, Japan’s gov-
ernment, led by the ultra-conservative Liberal Dem-
ocratic Party, has long focused on traditional gen-
der roles of women to give birth and raise children.

Japan has not approved abortion pills, though an 
application for one by a British company is pending 
at the health ministry.

Abortion has been legal in India since 1971. Women 
can terminate pregnancy up to 20 weeks, but only on 
a doctor's advice. Under changes in 2021, a woman 
can also seek an abortion up to 24 weeks under cer-
tain circumstances such as rape or incest, though it 
requires approval from two doctors.

China is moving to limit abortions, but that’s be-
cause it has one of the highest rates of abortions in 
the world.

Last September, the Chinese cabinet, known as 
the State Council, published new national guide-
lines that require hospitals to “reduce non-medical-
ly necessary abortions.” In February, China’s fam-
ily planning association announced it would launch 
a campaign to reduce teenage abortions.

When the U.S. Supreme Court's final decision is 
handed down, expected in late June or early July, 
the world will be watching.

“While moves to decriminalize and legalize abor-
tion in places like Argentina, Ireland, Mexico and 
Colombia in the last few years have been a huge win 
for the global community,” Agnes Callamard, sec-
retary-general of the human rights group Amnesty 
International, said in a statement, “there are grim 
signs that the United States is out of step with the 
progress that the rest of the world is making in pro-
tecting sexual and reproductive rights.”
