July Fourth Traffic Count . . . 1966?
What will this July Fourth bring traffic-wise- ? If it is sim-

ilar to the ones in the past It will be deadly, injurious, and

destructive. Our forefathers thought back in 1776 after declar-

ing Independencethat future generations would be free from
wanton deathsand destruction. However, they were greatly
mlstakn to what the future would bring. During the last 190

years since our nation declared its Independence there have
been eight major wars claiming 1.130,393 American lives. The
automobile has been in existence for about 65 years claiming
1,559,950 lives. Thus, the battlefield has been a safer place
than the "homefront."

The 1965 July Fourth holidays covered n period of three
days in which there were 19 persons killed and 372 persons
injured in rural traffic accidents in Texas. The 19 persons
killed were involved in 11 fatal accidents. These fatal acci-

dents involved 21 hazardous violations and one pedestrian vio-

lation. The 372 persons Injured were involved in 178 injury ac-

cidents. The injury accidents Involved 167 hazardous violations
and 11 vehicle defects. There were 305 property damageacci-

dents involving 34-- hazardous violations, 28 vehicle defects,
and one pedestrian violation.

On the rural highways in this DPS Region there was one
fatal traffic accidentclaiming one human life. This fatal ac-

cident involved two hazardous violations. These injury acci-

dents involved 19 hazardousviolations and four vehicle defects.
There were 51 property damage accidents involving 40 hazard-

ous violations and two vehicle defects.

Next time you go shopping to

buy new fitted cotton sheets,
here's n suggestion that will
help you pick a long-wearin- g

style nnd save you money.
According to recent tests

made by the American Institute
of Laundering, fitted bottom
sheets with elastic sewn into
Uie corners wear longer than
those fitted cotton sheets with
non-elasti- c comers, says Mrs.
Jane Berry, Texas A&M Uni-
versity specialist in housing
and home furnishing?.

In the research-- tests, sheets
with elastic corners were used
and washed for 52 weeks with
no repair needed. Fitted sheets
with non-elast- ic comers had to
be repairedafter only 21 weeks
of use. Both types of sheets
were of comparable quality ma-
terials,

Mrs. Berry explained that the
fitted bottom sheets usually do
not last as long as flat sheets
which can be rotated to dist-
ribute the wear more evenly.

Other factors to consider
when shopping for sheets are
the various qualities of fabric
included In the sheets.

It may be more economical
to purchase the better quality
sheet at slightly higher cost
than to attempt to economizeon
the price, the specialist adds.
