HAS TENTH ANNIVERSARY
"Just lit otrs ,uo, on August

1, 1956, the social security law
was broadened to provide
monthU cash benefits to totally
disabled workers between the
ages of 30 and G5," II. H Tiiley.
Jr., district managerof social
security tn Abilene, said.

"From that beginning, just a
decade ngo, the social security
disability program has steadily
grown and developed In 1956
Congress made tf possible to
pay benefits to dependent of
disabled workers exactly the
same as to those of retired wor-
kers. The 1960 amendments re-

moved age 50 as the earliest
age that disability insurance
benefits could be paid, with the
Congress recognizing that the
needs of a ounger disabled
worker could he as great if not
greater than thoge of an older
worker In 1065, the law was
changed to eliminate the re-

quirement that the disability be
of a kind that could be expect-
ed to continue indefinitely and
substituted the qualification that
the disability must have lasted
or be expected to last at least
12 months." he said.

Another change in the law in
1965 provides that if a worker
who has applied for reduced re-

tirement benefits between the
ages of 62 and 65 becomes dis-
abled, he may apply for the
higher disability benefits. Pre-
viously, ho pointed out, this was
impoivsible
