of three forms; acute, 
subacute (dlamand skin form) 
and chronic form. Acute stslne 
erysipelas Is characterized 
by a sudden apperance, with 
death of one or more animals.

The subecute, or dlamand 
skin form, follows an attack 
of the acute form.
Dlamand ^aped  skin lestons 
may develop which, at first, 
are areas of purpUah-reddls- 
colorauon, but may finally 
result in peeling away of some 
sections. Chronic ery stpelas 
may follow the acute form or 
It may ^ow  up independently. 
The resulting arthritis causes 
joints to be stiff and enlarged. 
The extent of arthritis vanes 
with the duration of the 
infection.

The disease usually tr e a d s  
b-- direct com act. Introduction 
of new animals into a herd, 
or from the droppings of birds 
and rodents. The bsctenum 
can survive for some time In 
the soli and be a source of 
the disease year after year, 
Hollis warns.

Because oftheUrgenum tvr 
of detected cases and deaths 
In theSouth Plalnsarea, Hollis 
recommends vaccination ag­
ainst the disease. Pigs diould 
be vacclnatted for erysipelas 
between eight and 12 weeks 
of age. On farms with severe 
erympelas problems. It may 
be necessary to vaccinate at 
six to eight weeks and to 
revaccUiate at 12 weeks.

In extreme cases, pro­
ducers need to vaccinate pigs 
at three to four weeks of age. 
HoUls advises con silting a 
veterlnanan for proper do­
sage levels. Breeding stock 
should be revscclnated before 
esch farrowing.

•If an avinilent live product 
Is used, vaccinate before 
breeding,” he says. Erysip­
elas bacterln may be used 
during pregnancy, preferably 
about a month before farrow­
ing. The producer ^ould 
consult with a veterinarian If 
he Is in doubt about vaccinating 
pregnant sows.

” As with all disease 
conditions, an accurate dl- 
agnoms I t  important, Hollis 
ernphamzes.

If a veterlnanan Is con suited 
early, proper treatment can be 
stsned  and lossea reduced. 
Antlbtotie trestment Is usually 
very effective In acute cases. 
But, those animals which are 
chronically affected may not 
respond well to any treat ment, 
he concludes.

Lubbock... Although insect­
icides are the moat effective 
tool producers have to protect 
their crops from Insect 
damage, the role of Insect­
icides may change In the near 
future as knowledge is gained 
for new avenues of control.

That’s been the findings of 
research conducted by Dr. 
George L. Teetes, assistant 
professor and antomologlsl In 
charge of grain sorghum 
Insect research at the Texas 
ASM I'nlverdty Agricultural 
Research and ExtwMon 
Center north of Lubbock. 
Teetes Is working at the 
Center on a long-range rese­
arch program on greenbug 
control.

“Integrating insecticides 
with other methods ot > antrol 
Is the goal ot our research /' 
explains Dr. Teetes, ‘liow- 
ever, since almost any a ^ e c t 
of an agroecosy stem can sign­
ificantly Influence the peat 
complex, and ultimately plant 
damage and crop tossed, chan­
ges In any one aspect can 
cause far-reaching changes 
In others.

“ Thla year we used several 
methods at dlfferMt locations 
to dedermlne the population 
levels of grtenbufs that must 
be present to cause losses 
in grain yields,” he explalnad.

Determination of Injury 
levels Is an essential part at 
any Insect control program. 
Teete’s Initial flndmcs Aow 
that grain sorghum past the 
boot stage can withstand high 
numbers of greengugs without 
cauMng severe damage. But 
researchers need to know 
more accurately what this 
level la.

The greenbug has many 
natural anenUes and Taxaa 
AiM has research underway 
to determine how producers 
can moM affectively ueethese 
beneflclals, especially Incon- 
lunctloo with Insecticide 
appUcatlao. it Is In this aree 
that the differential toodclty 
of Insecticides plays weh an

Big cities will benefit the 
moat from a rural redoval- 
opmant program, Texas Ag­
riculture- Commlaalanar John 
C. White said here Monday 
(October 11) at a combined 
meeting of the Dallas Agrl - 
culture Club, the Fort Worth 
Farm and Ranch d u b  and the 
Wichita Falls Farm and Ranch 
Club.

White called for a masMve 
rural redevelopment program 
In the state, which, he said, 
“ Is absolutely e--sentlal If our 
cities and rural ^raas are to 
survive.”

He predicted big cities will 
continue to receive untrained 
rural residents who will end 
up on city welfare rolls. “ This 
has happened hundreds of 
thousands of times in Texas 
during the past 20 years. It 
can only continue to mcreaaa 
unless all of us -- city and 
rural people alike -- work 
together to reverse thla 
trend,”  he said.

White said rural areas now 
amount to “ a vast <ipen-air 
home for old folks.”  City 
people, meanwhile, he said, 
“have their own subculture. 
They Imprison themselves at 
night In maximum security 
apartments and they look out 
of their barred windows at the 
decaying blight and fall to see 
the solution before them.”

That solution. White said,Is 
a rural development program 
which joins together city and 
rural programs augmented by 
federal and state aid. He list­
ed these essentials:

1. Metropolitan officials are
going to “have to realize that 
rural areas do Indeed offer 
a solution to their problems.”

2. A national policy ot rural- 
urban economy and society 
must l>e developed and Imple­
mented.

3. Rural areas will have to 
tie made attractive In order to 
keep and attract people to 
them.

"A healthy and prosperous 
rural trade area can be of 
great economic vahie to the 
servicing city as demonstrat­
ed by the (act that 60 to 80 
cents of each dollar generated 
In rural trade areas will even­
tually find Its way through the 
economy of the city,” White 
said.

“ City officials must learn 
and realize how a new atti­
tude tosrard rural develop­
ment will be to thatr d tlea’ 
advantages as compared with 
continued effort a, as In the 
past, to all-out alRorts to at­
tract Industries to their ci­
ties, which they are unsMe 
to adequately serve.

But aclanUMs are primarily 
directing their research to 
studying ths ovsrwimsrtng 
habits of this past.

Offers Services to Amn.
SHEPPARD AFB, TEXAS—

Those noncommlsdonedof­
ficers seen around the 3750th 
Technical School student 
squadrons are student aids, 
participating in a pilot project 
to Improve the everyday life 
of the student al rman.

The Student Aide Program, 
a Joint brainchild of 3750th 
Technical School commander. 
Col. Thomas B. Miller and 
the school's sergeant major, 
CMSgt. Alfred E. Keeler, has 
sent NCO Instructors to the 
student squadrons on a full­
time basis. The sole duty 
of these student aides Is to 
counsel and assist airmen on 
an Informal and personal 
level.

“ We started this program 
as another means to assist 
our students In adjusting to 
Air Force life. I t 's  also pro­
viding them another means 
for solvtng the day-to-day 
problems that come up,’’ said 
Colonel Miller.

Heading the program, wdUch 
U  new In the present day 
Air Force, Is CMSgt. Robert 
A. M eaelland. “ The Job of 
the student aide Is baMcally 
to help each airman In any 
way he can to make the air­
man more productive and 
s a t in e d ,’.’ Sergeant McClel­
land stated. We try to 0ve

the students a feeling that 
experienced service men care 
about Uieir welfare and well- 
belng. Sergeant Me Clelland 
emphadzed.

“ Most of the student aides 
have offices In dormitories 
of the asMgned squadrons, and 
are easily accessible to 
students,’’ Sergeant Me Clel- 
land pointed out.

“ These aides,’’ explained 
Sergeant McClelland, “ areall 
of staff sergeant grade or 
above, and have t'een In the 
Air Force long enough to know 
how to help students solve 
their problems.’’

“ If a student has a problem 
with pay, for example,”  said 
Sergeant Mr Clelland, "the 
student aide might go vdth the 
airman to accounting and 
finance to get the problem 
solved,’’

Student aides are all volun­
teers, stressed the program 
head, and have all Aowm an 
Interest in the welfare of yoing 
airmen In thetr Jobs as In­
structors. '7 f a man applies 
for a Job as a student aide 
because he Isdlssatl ^ e d  with 
his present instructor Job, we 
can’t use him,’’ said Sergeant 
McClelland. “ We’re looking 
for people wtho genuinely want 
to help the airm en.’’

Colonel Miller emphasized 
that the Student Aide Procram 
Is designed to give a very 
valuable assist to the squadron 
commanders In looking after 
the welfare of their airmen.’’

Second Lieutenant Richard 
J. Joyce, commander of the 
3761st Squadron, In comment­
ing on theprogram stated; The 
squadron leaders are usually 
preoccupied with our prob­
lem children, and that leaves 
us with little time to ade­
quately answer the questions 
of the 500 or so men who are 
not getting Into trouble. The 
student aides take up the slack.

“ Another advantage of the 
program,’’ explains Lt. Joyce, 
“ Is that airmen confide In the 
student aides without fear of 
dlsclpllanry action. We find 
the students are talking to 
student aides about Uiingsthey 
wrould hesitate to discuss with 
the first sergeant ortechnlcal 
instructors.”

The response to the pro­
gram has t>een highly fav­
orable. “I’m extremely happy 
with the program,’’ said Col. 
Miller. “ It Is a personal one, 
and the airmen can see imm­
ediate results. I think It’s 
one of our finest ones.!’’

WllUe Curtis was sen­
tenced by a military court at 
Sheppard AFB Friday morning 
to receive a Bad Conduct d is­
charge, to be confined at hat'd 
labor for 18 months, to forfeit 
all pay and allowances due, and 
reduction to the rank of l«slc 
airman.

Airman Curtis had been 
found gulhy by the court Thur­
sday evening of willful dis­
obedience of a superior com- 
mlsdoned officer. He was 
found Innocent of a more ser­
ious charge of mutiny.

The charges stemmed from 
a disturbance wdilch occurred 
at Sheppard June 13,Involving 
a large crowd.

Maximum sentence for the 
offense of which Airman Cur­
tis  was found guilty would have 
been a Dishonorable Dischar­
ge, five years confinement at 
hard labor, forfeiture of all 
pay and allowances, and re ­
duction to basic airman.

The sentence Is subject to 
automatic review in accord­
ance with establi^ed military 
justice procedures.
