It was less than a year ago 
that the disease swept Into the 
state from Mexico, killing 
hundreds at horses Inltspath.

The 1972 campaign against 
VEE calls for vaccination at 
all equldae (horses, mules 
and donkeys not vaccinated 
last year,|Mntsout Dr. James 
Armstrong, veterinarian with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service. In addition to 
Texas, the vaccination cam- 
pal pi w ill Include the Gulf

Grain Meet 
This Montli

Producers of small grains 
In the Texas Rolling Plains 
will have chance this month 
to hear much on the subject.

Scheduled March IS In 
Farmers National Bank at 

*Saymour Is the 1972 Small 
Grain Sympo^um.

The same program will be 
held very next day In Wil­
barger Auditorium at Vernon.

Starting time both days Is 
IdO p.m.

Force.

Ot-PEP, meaning the Rol­
ling Plains Economic Pro­
gram, begun four years ago 
by local citizens and the Tex­
as A&M Umverttty College 
of Agriculture to Increase 
(arm ca A  Income In the 29 
counties of the araa j

Five specialists In small 
grains will recommend prac­
tices In selecting varieties. 
In fertility. In grazing. In 
controlling diseases and In­
sects, In storing and market­
ing, and In evaluating various 
farm programs.

Coast states and states ad­
joining Mexico. All these 
states have been deslpiated 
‘ *hlgh risk”  stales by theU.S. 
Department of Agriculture.

Armstrong lists four cat­
egories of horses that Aould 
be vaccinated now— Q) un- 
vacclnated horses that have 
recently moved Into the state; 
C2) foals born since last year’ s 
vaccination drive; (3) foals 
vaccinated under !fx months 
of age; and (4) horses that 
were overlooked and never 
vaccinated.

Officials to the USDA's An­
imal and Plant Service be­
lieve that VEE will break out 
again even though the disease 
was confined to 25 Texas co­
unties In 1971. So, It’ s Im­
portant to vaccinate now be­
fore mosquitoes which trans­
mit the disease emerge In 
the warm months ahead, em­
phasizes Armstrong.

This year the vaccination 
program will be conducted 
at the horse owner’ s ex­
pense. Oommerclal vacclite 
Is  available and must be ad­
ministered by a veterinarian.

Vaccination will provide 
Immunity for morethanayear 
and posdbly longer, notes 
Armstrong. If there Is some 
doubt as to whether horses 
were vaccinated last year. 
It Is best to vaccinate again, 
he adds.

Texas Is still under federal 
quarantine for VEE. Thus 
horses must have been vac­
cinated for VEE at least 14 
days before being allowed to 
leave the state for other aireas, 
explains the veterinarian. 
Horses for interstate ship­
ment must be accompanied 
by a vaccination certificate 
with Individual animals Ident­
ified by tag, tattoo or other 
means.

About 92 percent of Tex­
as’ estimated horse population 
of 625,000 head were vac­
cinated In 1971. Almost MO 
Texas veterinarians partici­
pated In the vaccination cam­
paign. More than 2.8 million 
horses were vaccinated In 19 
states and the District of CX>- 
lumbta last year.

W h e a t  G r o w e r s  
I m p r o v e  Income

Wheat growers In Texas 
have an opportunity to 
strengthen their own Income 
and that of wheat growers 
nationwide through use of set- 
aside ptovistons of the 1972 
farm program, according to 
Leo Wltkowskl of Hereford, 
Prvddent of the Texas Wherd 
Producers Association. Wlt­
kowskl urges all Texas pro­
ducers to heed the appeal 
fo r program participation of 
National Association of Wheat 
Growers President, Gene 
Moos of Edwall, Washington.

Moos says, "Wheat grow­
ers should consider the long- 
range advantage to each In­
dividual producer and to the 
wheat Industry If they sign 
up some wheat acreage In the 
new set-aside option In 1972.”

Moos, who has 300 acres 
of winter wheat planted, says 
wheat producers who antici­
pate more than an average 
yield on wheat already planted 
w ill be tempted to gamUe on 
price at harvest time and not 
use the new U.S. Department 
of Agriculture offer to pay 
94^ per bu^el for an average 
yield for up to 75% of a 
farm ’ s domestic allotment. He

signed up to set aside 65 acres.
Moos emphasized that the

1971 wheat crop year will see 
a carry over of 900 million 
to I tflUon bushels of wheat 
and unless growers use the 
option to cut potential over­
production, they win be look­
ing at a total carry over of 
about 1.3 billion buAels of 
the end of the 1972 year.

‘I f  U.S. wheat growers will 
set aside 10 million acres that 
average 30 bu. per acre, that 
would cut U. S. production 
about 300 million buAels In
1972 which Is about the amount 
anticipated In excess of our 
needs,”  stresses Moos. He 
points o it that If  growers 
Ignore the opportunity to use 
the voluntary set-aside to cut 
wheat production back to man­
ageable carry over In 1972, 
then growers could think they 
won for the short-range but 
many face rigid wheat allot­
ments and reduction programs 
in 1973 and 1974.

Wheat acres signed up for 
the set-aside program can 
be pastured or let standing 
to prevent wind and soil er­
osion.

During 1971 red meet con­
sumption (beef, veal, pork, 
lamb, and mutton) on a per 
capita basis reached 192.5 
pounds, up about tix pounds 
from the 1970 level.

Pork accounted for nearly 
all at the Increase during the 
year since hog slaughter av­
eraged about 10 per cant great­
er In 1971 and the larger vol­
ume was sold at relatively low 
prices at retail.

Red meat consumption In­
creased 54.5 pounds per per­
son during the 1951-71 period 
but beef accounted for nearly 
all of the Increaaa. In con­
trast, pork consumption has 
d iiftM  lower tince 1951 but 
suddenly rebounded In 1971 up 
to just about the same level.

Beef consumption In 1971 Is  
estimated at about 114.5pounds 
per person, only dlghtly above 
the 1970 level but 58 pounds 
more than In 1951. Beef makes 
up 60 per cent of our total red 
meat consumption compared 
to about 40 per cent two dec­
ades ago.

The big Increase In pork 
production In 1971 brought pork 
consumption levels to 72.5 
pounds per capita, the highest 
In 20 years. Veal and lamb 
consumption both continued 
their long-time downward 
trend. Veal consumption was 
only 2.5 pounds per capita 
during the past year compared 
with 7.2 pounds 20 years ago. 
Lamb and mutton consumption 
at 3 pounds Is  at a new low.

In 1972 Americans w ill con­
sume about the same total 
amount of red meat but there 
wlU be a substantial tiilft 
among the meats. Pork con­
sumption will drop 2 to 4 
pounds per person as pro­
duction supplies decrease. 
Beef supplies on the other hand 
are expected to increase mod­
erately and will provide con­
sumers with an additional 8 
to 4 pounds.

Texas horseowners are 
urged to get the Jump on VEE 
(Venezuelan equine encepha­
lomyelitis) by vaccinating 
their animals as soon as pos­
sible.

Soil testing will 
also tiiow the presence of 
nematodes In the soil.

Let’ s assume tnat you nave 
decided to fix up your home, 
and that you are planning on 
having repairs made or new 
additions. You should be par­
ticularly cautious about se­
lecting the man for the Job. 
Take some time In determin­
ing Just who you want to do 
the work to avoid disappoint­
ment, and tn some cases, ac­
tual deceptive practices which 
can be costly.

It would be well to con­
tact reputable contractors in 
your area, getting estimates 
for the work you want done. 
Compare the prices. To help 
you arrive at your decirton, 
ask the contractors or work­
men to give you the names 
of homeowners for whom they 
have worked previously and 
call them to inquire about the 
quality of the work.

When pricing home Im­
provements, do not be carried 
away by advertlrtng wdilch 
states a specific price for a 
specific Job on your_home, 
sight unseen, with a freetele- 
vtrton set thrown In as a 
itonus. It Is  always best to 
have someone actually come 
to your home to examine It 
In order to determine what 
the cost will be.

Once you have chosen the 
man for the job, he and you 
should have a written con­

tract setting forth in detail 
the cost of the work to be 
performed and the work to be 
done. The total cost should 
Include the price of materials 
and labor.

Unfortunately, thehomelm- 
provement area Is a fertile 
field for the unscnipulousfly- 
by-nlghters. For that reason 
It is usually best to have 
establlrtied reputable local 
contractors, tree surgeons, 
exterminators, rocf repair­
men, etc., to do the work for 
you.

One of the most insidlaus 
and reprehenrtble deceptive 
practices In this area is  the 
“ free termite examination”  
which Is  used merely as a 
“ toe-In-the-door”  to get ad­
ditional work.

This ploy has financially 
harmed many of our elderly 
citizens who live alone. Us­
ually someone for the “ X ”  
company telephones the un­
suspecting senior clHzentell- 
Ing him that the company's 
workmen and trucks are work­
ing In the neighborhood and 
offering a free termite In­
spection. Then a workman 
arrives on the scene, makes 
an “ inspection”  under the 
house, in some Instances find­
ing termites, in others, not; 
but ALWAYS finding the need 
for repairs to be done. ITie 
consumers are warned that 
the house Is about to fall In, 
that the floors need levrtlng.

tha t sills and blocks are 
needed, that the wiring is 
dangerous, and that additional 
repairs are essential. Of 
course, the workmen are 
available to do the Job. Some 
of the Individuals are fright­
ened about the condition of 
their homes and accept the 
company’ s low estimate, al­
lowing the workmen to pro­
ceed.

Very Uttle work, i f  any, 
Is actuaUy performed around 
and under the house, but the 
homeowner gels a t f l l  for the 
authorized work plus the un­
authorized work. It Is not 
unusual for the btU to be 
three times more than the 
estimate. It amounts to an 
exhorUtant price for shoddy 
work. The presentation of 
the btll Is In person, and the 
workmen prefer being paid on 
the spot by check. In some 
Instances where the workmen 
allegedly find termites, the 
consumer Is  charged for a 
spraying Job with a solution 
that Is ineffective to rid the 
house of the pests.

Don’ t pay for work in ad­
vance. Often the homeowner 
Is requested to pay one-half 
of the agreed price so the 
contractor can "purchase the 
necessary materials” . After 
the money is paid, the repair­
man never shows up. Never 
pay In advance for home re­
pairs unless you know the 
person with whom you are 
dealing.

When you decide to Im­
prove your home, make sure 
you know something about the 
background of the company. 
Do not allow yourself to be 
pressured or frightened Into 
having work done by an outfit 
that contacts you. If  you 
are told your house is hazar­
dous to live In, have another 
repairman look at It before 
authorizing work to be done. 
Be sure that the repairs are 
needed.
