Aboul Boyhood Years

“Oh, I'11 bet I've fished every
lake in the country, but my fav-
orite is Lake Wichita, I catch
Crappies, Sandbass and Catfish
with live bait, a rod and reel,
and I leave the rest to luck,”

‘I hunt quail with my birddog
that 1 keep in the backyard,”
Coy sald in response to his
favorite sporting hobbies,

Coy’s other hobbies came in
handy in 1964 when he bought
his usiness, He had tinkered
with watches and helped repair
them for his cousin as ‘‘some=-
thing to do when he came home
from the oil refinery in
Wichita,”

The refinery closed down
after 16 vears of employment
for Coy, He then opened his
present business wherehe sells
jewelery.

The jewelery store is also a
pet shop and supply center.
Here tropical fish swim around
in colorful sea-like tanks. Coy
is well equipped on this other
aspect of fishing as he tends
and manages the wide ranging
assortment of fish,

‘1 pick up most of the fish
at Ft. Worth, but they really
come from Florida and over=-
seas, There are over 100
species that include every color
of the rainbow., I sometimes
pick up a book about them and
that’s where 1 learned all 1
know about them,”

“Some are really unusual.
Once we had some blind cave
fish who could hear the dropping
food as we fed them, They
couldn’t see a thing yet they
killed a goldfish I put in with
them. Yes, there are many
unusual fish and you have to
consider that they all need
special care such as salt water
fish that require different
water,”’ he related.

We get a lot of questions
about fish we don’t have but I
think the people are just cur-
ious.”

In the same store he still
repairs watches, The time
pleces require tiny distinct
tools of numerous kinds.

““All you need to fix a watch
is patience, tweezers, a mag=-
nifying loop and no temper,”
Coy grinned when asked about
watch repair.

Coy combines his many hob=
bies and merchant activities
in a variety spiced life. He
lives with his wife, Lorraine,
on lowa Park Road, and has a
daughter and granddaughter in
Monaghans.,

On weekdays you’ll find him
behind the counter as well in-
formed businessman but on the
weekends, look for him near
Lake Wichita relaxing with a
rod and reel, or in the country
with his bird dog on the trail of
quail.

Unusual Teacher Hired’ At Sheppard AFB

SHEPPARD AFB, TEXAS--
The School of Health Care
Sciences at Sheppard has a new
typing instructor. One may
think there is nothing unusual
about that--and he is right!

There are many new typing
instructors hired around the
country each year. There is
just one slight difference, how=
ever-~-this one is a machine,

It has become a widely rec-
ognized fact in recent years
that teaching of many physical
skills can be done effectively
using a programmed approach
which allows each student to
gain proficiency according to
his ability, The machine em=-
ployed in teachin beginning
typists in the Medical Admin-
istrative Speciali st Course uses
this principle, It also provides
a visual stimulus learning en-
vironment which group-paces
the entire class and forces stu-
jents of like ability toprogress
at the same speed.

This approach toteaching be-
ginning typing skills is new to
the Air Force and is producing
some excellent results, It was
implemented on an exper-
imental basis and preliminary
results show reductions in tra-
ining time to acquire the desir-
ed skill level, reductions intyp-
ing errors, and finally, it has
virtually eliminated the student
washback for nonprogression in
the typing skill development
block of the course.

Discuss Calf Crop

As rapid and widespread as
it has been in the past w\--n!
years, future expansion of the
Rolling Plains beef cattle in-
jJustry appears now tobe more

squarely against an age - 1d

problem of producers: how to
get more calves from their
mother herds.

One producer worded the

problem here for others at the
recent 1972-R-PEIl Beef Cattle
Reproduction Seminar: ‘“howto

increase the size, not of our
cott rop nor of our wheat
crop, but of our calf crop.”

(R-PEP, the Rolling Plains
Economic Program, goal of
which is the increase annually
of agricultural income in the
29-county area, and to which

many observers attribute muc h
of the industry’s successful

Winter Pasture,
Rare Commodity

High~-quality winter pastures
should be used to greatest ad-
vantage, says Dr, Neal Pratt,
agronomist for the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University.

Winter pastures have been
relatively slowto become start-
ed this fall, due to inadequate
rainfall during September and
early October. And shortdays,
cool temperatures and cloudy
weather which prevail during
much of December, January
and February will limit pasture
growth during the winter. Thus,
pasture management iscritical,

““The most efficient way to
use winter pastures is to limit
grazing. This meanspermitting
cattle to graze the llluﬂ-qulﬂ“,\
forage for the time needed to

meet their nutrient require-
ments,”’ points out Pratt.
Cows can be easily trained

to be removed from the pastures
after they obtain their nutrient
requirements, By keeping the
cattle from lying down, winter
pasture can provide up to twice
the grazing obtained when cat-
tle are permitted to stay on
the pasture continuously dur-
ing the day and night.

“Cows with calves can us-
ually obtain their protein re-
uirements when grazing every
third or fourth day or by graz-
ing one-and-a-half to twohours
each day. Grazing low-quality
forage in an adjoining pasture
r providing hay can be an ef-
fed ".-- way to stretch high-
uality winter pastures.”
