Samples Graded

The USDA Cotton Divisio
Classing Office at Altus graded
29,900 samples for the week
ending December 8, and the
season total stood at 122,100

samples classed. This is es-
timated at about 40 percent of
this season’s crop, according
to C,E, Cox, officer in charge
at Altus., Last year at this
time total classed was only
15,800 samples, whiletwo years

ago at this date 145,000 had
been classed.
Total classed from North

Texas counties this year stood
at 18,500 samples, compared
with 485 samples last year at
this date, and 18,300 two years
ago,

Grades on North Texas cot-

ton classed during the week
were 65 percent White and 34
percent Light Spotted. Pre-
dominant grades were Strict
Low Middling (41), accounting
fur 37 percent of the tuml,
Low Middling (51), with 27 per-

cent, and Strict Low \hddlim
Light Spotted (42), with 26 per-
cent,

Staples were predominantly
31, 32, and 33. Staple 31 ac-
counted for 30 percent of the
total, staple 32 was 42 percent,
and staple 33 was 17 percent.

as in some homes and apart-

‘““Portable models roll up to
the sink at wash time, connect
to the hot water faucet, and
plug into an electrical outlet,”

As an added bonus, some
portables convert tounder-the-
counter use once a permanent
place is avalilable, Miss Coch-
ran said.

On the other hand, built-ins
fit right under the counter for
easy loading.

Mailing Tips
For Holiday

Projecting a holiday volume
of 9 billion pieces of mail this
year, Postmaster W,T, Zim-
merman has announced a series
of recommended mailing dead-
lines,

Two of these deadlines should
be remembered by every mem-
ber of the household,

They are: December 15- the
last day for mailing surface
greetings within the United

States; and December 21 - the
final date for posting all do-
mestic airmail greetings and
letters.,

Postal officialsare quite con-
fident that all mail deposited
before these suggested dead-
lines will be delivered in time
for Christmas, which comes
on a Monday this year.

In an effort tohelp customers
with their ““wrapping worries,”

the Postal Service has pub-
licized a number of helpful
tips.

Some of the suggestions in-
clude:

If a single itemisbeing mail-
ed, it should be cushioned with
shredded paper, excelsior,
compressed tissue paper, cloth,
or expanded plastic foam.,

If two or more items are
mailed in the same carton or
box, cushioning material should
protect all items from contact
with each other, and each item
should have its own individual
wrapper.

Cardboard containers, in-
cluding large soap, cereal bpx-
es, etc., larger than the gift
being mailed should be cut down
to about the size of the gift
to minimize shaking and break-
ing in transit.

Fragile articles must be in-
dividually cushioned, and all
