City Council Postpones 
Decision On Oil Well Permit

The Burklvniett Oty Council 
met Monday night, Dec. 17, and 
discussed several topics.

First on the agenda was the 
reading of the minutes of the 
last meeting. These were ap­
proved.

Next the council voted to 
accept the low Ud of Bowles 
Construction Company of Burk- 
hurnett for the construction of 
a concrete drainage ditch on 
North Avenue A which drains 
the downtown part of Burkhur- 
nett. The Md price was 
$18,553.20. Revenue sharing 
funds will be used to finance 
the project.

All councllmen approved the 
third and final reading of o r ­
dinance 324, which provides 
rate changes for business 
phones.

Hie Council then heard Phil 
Kouii, who represents Sam 
Walton. Walton had submitted 
an application to drill for oil In 
the Burklurnett city limits In 
Mimosa Heights &)>dlvl.4on. 
The decision on granting the 
oermlt to drill was postponed 
until Jan. 21 so that Kourl can 
submit additional data.

The drilling application was 
apposed by Marvin Brown, legal 
representative of Mimosa 
Heights developers. He argued 
that the application Is defective 
because It does not comply to 
the city ordinance and It 
wouldn't be for the welfare 
of the community. Hecontlnued 
that the drilling <dte was In the 
middle of Mimosa Drive, a 
paved street between two l>eau- 
Uful residential homes, 90 ft. 
south on the Intersection of 
Mimosa Drive and Pine Street. 
He said that the application 
cannot be approved because of 
the safety and beauty of the 
location.

No reliutal was offered by 
Kouii; and Joe Janeke, city 
attorney recommended that the 
council neither grant nor deny 
application until compliance 
with the city ordinance Is met. 
The majority of the city council

voted to postpone action until 
the Jan. 21 meeting. Council­
man Charles lindenltorn op­
posed the postponment.

All councllmen then voted In 
favor of paying $13,887.13 In 
accounts payable.

Next on the agenda was the 
decision on whether or not to 
replace a vacancy on the coun­
cil due to the resignation of 
Earl Brown on Dec. 1 ^nce he 
moved. Councilman Muslck 
moved to leave the vacancy 
open, lut withdrew the motion 
with the lack of a second. Then 
councilman Lohoefener moved 
that the council All the vacancy, 
lut withdrew the motion without 
a second. Finally, Councilman 
McCandless made the motion 
to vote on whether or not to 
All the vacancy and Councilman 
Pate seconded It. Mayor Corn­
elius, McCandless, Pate, and 
Lohoefoier voted for Ailing the 
vacancy and Muslck and Unden- 
bom opposed.

The council then decided that 
each member should submit a 
name. Gas station operator

James Spinks received the nom­
ination and was sworn In shortly 
afterward.

The council set midnight, 
March 1 as the deadline for 
ftUng for city election. The 
election date was set at April 
2. The terms of Mayor T.M. 
Cornelius, Don Pate, James 
Spinks, and Charles Undenbom 
will expire.

Workmen’ s compensation for 
Aremen and policemen was ap­
proved by each councilman as 
were Christmas l>onuses for 
the City Manager and other city 
employes.

All approved giving a con­
tract to Utten Co. of Shawnee, 
Oklahoma to paint the two city 
water towers.

Brigadier General David W. Winn will 
spend Christmas with his family this year, 
which he has not done dnee December, 1967. 
He was shot down over North Vietnam on 
August 9, 1968, and was held prisoner of 
war until March, 1973.

Due to his being directly Involved with 
one of the most controverdal military con- 
A lctsln  American history. General Winn was 
recently Interviewed by the Informer/Star. 
He was asked many questions and, l>elng an 
eloquent speaker, he answered each one 
thoroughly and Interestingly. Some of the 
questions called for his opinion on certain 
matters; his opinions were actuated by truth 
and justice to all concerned parties.

General and Mrs. Winn have fou r children: 
David W. Jr., a student at Princeton Uni­
versity; Frank, a sophomore at Burkburnett 
Iflgh ^ h o o l; Peter, a freshman at Burkliur- 
nett High ^ h o o l; and Helen, a student at 
9i^pard-B urk Elementarv School.

General Winn’ s hobUes (when he has 
time) Include photography, tennis, and swim­
ming, He also likes to read, especially 
non-Actlon; and he looks forward to re­
visiting some old novels by Victor Hugo, 
Sinclair Levtts, and Tom Wolfe.

General Winn and his family plan to go 
to MlixieapoUs-St. Paul for the holidays to 
visit with his father and his w ife's parents 
for alxxit two weeks or ten days. While the 
General was a POW, Mrs. Winn (Mary Jean) 
and the children stayed with her folks In 
Minnesota.

When asked what he likes most alxxit 
Christmas, General WTnn replied that he 
likes getting together with the family and 
the “ different atmosphere the season 
brings.’ ’ His favorite Christmas songs In­
clude WTNTER WONDERLAND, UTTLE 
DRUMMER BOY, and O’ COME ALL YE
f a it h f u l .

He recalled that the North Vietnamese 
made a big deal of Christmas. “ They dec­
orated a Christmas room and If you were In 
solitary conAnement you would be brought 
Into the room for a little while on Christmas 
to see the decorations.’ ’ He also said that 
the prisoner was usually offered a small 
gift such as a t)ag of candy.

One year the Catholic Church gave Cath­
olic POW’ s an orange for Christmas. “ That 
was one time I wi ^ ed  I’ d saldl was Catholic, 
because that orange with all the vitamin C 
sure would have been good,’ ’ WTnn said. 
He remembers that on Christmas day the 
North Vietnamese would feed the prisoners 
a very' good meal, which was "very good 
considering the facilities that had to be 
used.’ ’ After 1969 the POW’ s were fed four 
feasts a year: on the Fourth of July,
Christmas, and on two North Vl^namese 
holidays.

It got pretty cold In Hanoi, described 
Winn, as low as 40 degrees sometimes In 
January, but It was pleasant In December 
due to the tropical climate. What was hard 
was trying to sleep on the concrete floor 
when It was cool. "I could only sleep 45 
minutes at a time when It was cold ,’ ’ ex­
plained Winn. There were no blankets and 
clothing was scarce.

The maximum temperature over there 
was 105 degrees In Hanoi In May. “ It 
really got hot when there were four people 
In a seven-foot square room. There was 
generally enough water to meet the prisoners 
'minimum needs’ , but as punl Ament, water 
was occasionally neglected them. If you 
wouldn’t eat your food, they’d take away 
your water also,’ ’ WTnn said. The longest 
period General Winn was without food and 
water was for three days. Oie Easter he 
refused to eat, so they didn’t feed him for 
three days.

As for solitary confinement, O neral Winn 
said that the longest period for him was 22 
months upon being taken prisoner. Later he 
was once placed In solitary for six weeks 
and A o ite r  periods occurred at othertlmes.

As something to occupy time, the pris­
oners pretty well kept updated of the time 
at year and the date. General WTnn ex­
plained that If by accident they lost track 
of time for a few days, they could get back 
on target on Sundays. 'The schedule differed 
slightly and a different diet wasadmlnlstered 
on this day.

The prisoners were pretty well updated 
of changes In the United Sates also. Gen. 
Winn explained that when new people were 
shot down they would fill the prtw ners In 
on the changes which had occurred, but It 
wasn’t until 1971 that Winn found (Xit about 
roan’ s landing on the moon. That was when 
the voice of Vietnam radio stated: “ Ytxi 
don’t have to be a Nell Armstrong to see 
what the moon likes like’ ’ , as thepropaganda 
speech continued. According to General Winn, 
propaganda was bad. “ TheNorth TAetnamese 
withheld all the good and told all the bad’ ’ 
of what went on In the U.S.

Farm Bureau Does Not Favor State Income Tax

Glamorous, glittery hoUday 
fashions may create problems 
for homesewers. Metallic, 
beaded and sequlned fabrics 
require special techniques for 
successful results.

Pattern selection Is all-1 m* 
portant , so choose a simple 
one. .Milntrlcatepatten. leslgn 
may distract from the fabric.

•Mso, avoid snug-flttlng pat­
terns, which may be uncom­
fortable and have seams that 
pull.

Turning to construction de­
tails, use sharp needles, pins 
and shears— and place pins in 
seam allowances only. Im­
proper plnrang creates small 
holes that show.

Set stitch length about 12 
!tttches per Inch, and use poly­
ester thread which withstands 
friction from metallic fU>ers.

Homesewers will find that 
underllmng metallic fabrics 
with lightweight ones keeps 
seams from slipping. Umngthe 
garment--and using lining fab- 
rtc for faclngs--also play Im­
portant roles in the garment’ s 
final appearance.

Iklien working with beaded or 
sequlned fabrics, pin pattern 
pieces to the wrong lade. Also 
use old i^ears to cut fa b r ic -  
beads and <.equlns can dull a

good pair.
Since nuchlne needles break 

often when sewing these fab­
rics, keep extras on hand.

Use soft cloth— such as china 
<dlk--to underline the fabric. 
Stitch fabric and underlining 
together, and remove treads and 
sequins Inside seam allow­
ances.

To press, use a dry Iron at 
a low setting—working Ughtly 
on the wrong dde oi the fabric.

When adding t>eaded or s e ­
qulned trim to a garment,apply 
It by hand.

This means the trlmlseastly 
removed for cleanlng--lf not 
washable or dry-cleanable, or, 
so the garment ran be used as 
a non-hollday fashion.

Texas dgncultural producers are finding that 1973 has 
and IS turning out to be a year of some of the best pwices 
they have seen but are also finding that this year has 
presented them with some of their yyorst times, too.

Farm prices were at record highs this past summer; 
now. farm prices have dropped as much as a third for beef 
cattle and broiler prices have been cut in half.

Making plants for 1974 is now uppermost in minds of 
Texas agricultural producers And they look ahead and see 
complete confusion and uncertainty over availability o f 
inputs for 1974

No one knows yet how severe the energy crunch will 
be to farm production. But farmers also face severe 
shortages of fertiliger, some top quality planting seed, 
implement repair parts, labor, and new equipment.

Farmers are also finding that riext year's crop 
production costs are going to continue to increase, and 
some economists are already talking about the price-cost 
squeeze hitting again at the farmer's pocketbook.

Farm income next year is already being forecast at 
levels below this year’s record pace. Uncertainties over 
exports of U.S. farm production is also causing some 
farmers to wonder about 1974 production plans.

Agricultural producers are beginning now to put 
together plans that will determine the extent of food and 
fiber production next year

COTTON stalk destruction deadlines have been 
extended in most areas of the state due to the weather 
conditions. Texas Department of Agriculture personnel will 
be checking those areas to make certain that all harvested 
fields have been cleared of stalks and debris which could 
provide hibernation headquarters for cotton insects.

Early cotton stalk destruction is perhaps the best 
weapon farmers have to control insects for the next year's 
crop.

Even though you may be in an area which has an 
extended cotton stalk destruction deadline, it is wise to 
destroy as soon as possible cotton stalks. Production of

ONLY two counties in Texas are now under cattle 
scabies quarantine. They are Hansford and Bailey.

Recently, Castro and Deaf Smith counties were 
removed from the quarantine area.

Scabies is caused by tiny, parasitic mites that 
puncture the skin of cattle and feed on the body fluids 
released through the wounds. Heavy infestations result in 
the formation of large, crust "scabs" on the skin. Although 
the animal's meat is not affected, scabies can cause loss of 
weight and decreased feed efficiency.

BRUCELLOSIS control regulations are expected to 
go into effect Jan. 15, 1974. The Texas Animal Health 
Commission has compiled a nine-page regulation dealing 
with this disease in Texas.

COLLEGE STATION— With a 
larger crop of walnuts, almonds 
and pecans this year, prices 
1̂11 aren't likely to drop for 

the holidays, according to .Mrs. 
Owendolyne Clyatt.

The consumer marketing In­
formation specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas AIM  Unlver- 
slty System, cited the reason 
as "Demand” —which will con­
tinue to equal supply.

At meat counters, retail beef 
prices are alout the same as 
prices for the past couple of 
months, the specialist said.

“ Look for t est beef values 
on round steaks and roasts, 
ground beef, chuck roasts and 
steaks, and teef liver.

“ Even though pork Is rel­
atively high now, most retail 
food stores will feature some 
type of ham at special prices 
this weekend. Look for best 
values on hams, ham portions, 
picnics, shoulder roasts and 
steaks, end-cut loin roasts and 
chops, and pork liver.

“ Fryer chickens remain a 
bargain In most markets,”  the 
specialist noted, adding that 
“ regular use of poultry prod­
ucts can help keep most family- 
food budgets within the amount 
of money available for food.

“ TAirkey supplies should be 
adequate to meet demand for 
the upcoming hoIidays--wlth 
prices the same or a cent or 
two less than at Thanksgiving.’ ’ 

Fresh fruit and vegetable 
Items In ample supply at the 
most economical prices Include 
apples, oranges, grapefruit, 
tiananas and pears.

Also avocados, cranberries, 
cabbage, potatoes, head let­
tuce, celery, mustard, carrots, 
dry yellow onions, collards, 
turnips and greens, rutabagas, 
ra d ices  and green onions.

There Is Indeed a fertilizer 
shortage at hand and It may be 
a year or more before the d t -  
uatlon changes. Several fac­
tors brought this shortage on 
and they Include:

1. Higher prices for farm 
products that Intum encouraged 
the use of more fertilizer.

2. Increased exports of an­
hydrous ammonia (up 54 per­
cent) and ammonium phosphates 
(up 34 per cent). This was ckie 
to higher world prices for fer­
tilizer while domestic prices 
were under Phase IV.prlce con­
trols.

3. Removal of limitations on 
wheat acreages together with 
millions of set-aside acres 
coming back Into production.

4. No capability to Increase 
nitrogen pnxkictlon, as plants 
are running at near capacity 
and natural gas, the feedstock 
for nitrogen, may be In short 
supply.

The situation has been helped 
some by lifting of Phase IV 
price controls from fertilizers. 
This action has caused domes­
tic fertilizer prices to Increase 
and should divert fertilizers 
destined for overseas markets 
back Into U.S. markets. Of­
ficials of the fertllizerlndustry- 
have already Indicated that the 
lifting of price controls will 
add about one and one third 
million tons of fertilizer to the 
domestic market t>etween Oct­
ober 1973 and June 1974. This 
Is about three per cent of the 
total annual U.S. fertilizer pro­
duction. Action Is also under­
way to raise the priorities for 
natural gas for ammonia man­
ufacturers as In.sufflclent nat­
ural gas could be a serious 
liottleneck In nitrogen fertilizer 
production.

So, nitrogen fertilizers will 
be in short supply for sometime 
to come txit phosphate supplies 
should remain adequate. And, 
since pho^hates are not lost

from soils, they can lie applied 
to cropland weil In advance of 
the growing .sea.son.

However, It's a different type 
of fertilizer. Nitrogen fertili­
zer gives the best results when 
applied close to the time that 
the crop need.s It. Of course, 
nitrogen can always be d de- 
dressed If it Is not applied lie- 
fore planting. With nitrogen 
In ^ o rt  supply, application 
rates may have to be lowered 
In some crops, especially cot­
ton. On forages, nitrogen rates 
diould not drop tielow 50 to GO 
pounds per acre per application 
for the most efficient use.

Since efficient use of fertil­
izer will be especially critical 
In the coming year, I wcxild ad­
vise a .soil te.st for developing 
a .sound fertilizer program.• • • • •

Although a live Oirl.stmas 
tree can bring joy and tieauty 
to the holiday season, it can 
also present a fire hazard If It 
becomes too dry. Buy a fre.sh 
tree early and store It outsdde 
In the ^ade with the ba.se In 
water.

Use a lighting 
system that Isln good condition.

AUSTIN— Colonel Wilson E. 
Speir, director of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, 
announced today that changing 
travel patterns brought on by 
the national energy shortage 
make It Impossible for the DPS 
to validly estimate the numl>er 
of traffic deaths which might 
occur In Texas over the up­
coming holidays.

He said, however. It was 
hoped the traffic death count 
would fall l>elow the 14.5 daily 
average observed during last 
year’ s Christmas period, and 
below the 18.5 dally average 
recorded for the last New Year 
holidays.

Speir said It Is Impossible 
to compare total deaths between 
this year and last because the 
current holiday periods are IxJth 
102 hours as compared to 78 
hour periods twelve months be­
fore.

The DPS director said fac­

tors expected to affect auto 
travel Include driving curtail­
ments which might result from 
lower speeds, weekend service 
station closings, higher gas­
oline prices and the possibility 
of spot fuel portages.

Reduced travel might nor­
mally result In some reduction 
In traffic deaths. But Speir 
warned that If a substantial 
number of drivers have re­
duced their speeds while a h i^  
percentage ot others are still 
driving at high speeds, the num­
ber of deaths could be consid­
erably higher l>ecause of ac- 
d d o its  possibly resulting from 
more pronounced speed dif­
ferences.

He reminded motorists that 
Texas law requires drivers 
going less than the prevailing 
traffic speed to keep right on 
multi-lane highways.

Speir urged drivers to avoid 
drinking If driving, noting that

alcohol traditionally has been 
a major factor in the holiday 
accident problem.

And he pointed out that the 
apparently growing trend 
toward motorists carrying 
spare containers of gasoline In 
their vehicles might boost the 
toll—particularly If one of the 
containers should catch fire as 
the result of leaking fumes or 
spilled contents.

The Christmas period begins 
this year at 6 p.m. Friday, De­
cember 21, and ends at midnight 
Tuesday, December 25. New 
Year will start at 6p.m. Friday, 
December 28, and terminate at 
midnight Tuesday, January 1, 
1974.

During lioth periods, Speir 
and the OPS would place all 
available uniformed personnel 
on duty In a concerted effort 
to reduce accldtints and save 
lives.

Winn said that In the large prisoner rooms 
pew's taught each other Russaan, German, 
S|)anl.<*i, French, and almost any other lan­
guage, The captors wouldn’t permit the 
prisoners to learn the North Vietnamese 
language, though.

General Winn (eels that this war was 
obviously different from the Korean confUct 
or W'wll In that he himself remained In 
prison longer than anyone did in W'Mll. 
“ The phyjacal altise was unparallel to that 
of the Korean War,’ ’ said Winn, The worst 
time was up until 1969 when altise then 
lightened. Some prisoners were tortured 
beyond recognition before that. General 
Winn recalled that the key thing that changed 
the treatment was pressure, especially when 
three-mllllon letters were sent to Pans that 
the North Vietnam delegation would not 
accept.

When asked how he felt upon heanng of 
their release. General Winn commented that 
there wasn’t a lot of excitement. The 
prisoners had a “ show me’ ’ attitude. Groups 
were called together and they announced the 
release with a formal reading. The following 
day a written copy was sent. Winn said that 
prisoners anticipated the release when B52’ s 
attacked on Feb. 3. U night the POW’ s had 
been put In large groups and this was mon' 
tttcltlnr than the rele.i' .i:*iouncement.

Olscusslnt food aifju'tment upon his re­
turn, General VlTnn said he “ couliAi’t handle 
cold things.’ ’ The first l>ad encounter with 
food upon his return wa^ cold milk. He said 
It took him a couple of weeks to adju.<4 to 
the cold In his mouth, that many of the 
POW’ s teeth and mm.s w eren’t in too good 
<diape when they arrived.

Geo. Winn said that on the way back to 
.\mertca the POW’ s were only given liquids 
and chewlnc u-u.m, ;tit when they returned 
they all th.jy >-,w.nted and an'.thinc they
wanted. Ctie .hi? .had three banana splits 
a day. The thin. General WTim guessed he 
ml .̂sed most while he was o\ er in Vietnam 
was a “ am ple ice cu! e ’ ’ .

When asked if he was surprised to see 
30 many shonaces in the States when he 
returned, ^.eneral Winn said that he knew 
of a -opper stionage, ut thought the I'.s. 

He wa.s sur- 
pnsed and ■hr.’? .inticipate the change in 
life 5«yTe--of all the raw materials we would 
coo.-wime. He said that when ?ie was taken 
prisoner it was fairU unusual for an 18-
year-old to owr. 
unu.sual at ill.

General 
WTixi feels that there are other form s of 
energy betng hamassed or In the making 
s-uch as atomic energy, solar energy, and 
possibly others which are “ presently un­
thinkable except in the minds of .some bright 
scientl.sts. I have a lot of confidence in 
American Ingenuity,’ ’ he concluded.

In principle, Winn thinks there are some 
things wrong with eliminating the military 
draft. He likes the random picking tdnee 
It Includes the wealthy ,Impovertiiied, middle 
class, and all races. He said that his 
personal view Is that we should go to the 
Swiss Sy stem with everyone having to serve 
his country In some way. “ This could easily 
be done,’ ’ he said, tut he added that the 
“ no-draft”  for the Air Force Is presently 
working.

When asked for his views on amnesty. 
General Winn .said that all prisoners did 
things they weren’t proud of due to extensive 
torture. Sometimes they had to give In to 
keep their mentality. A group of prisoners 
met one day, he said, and established a 
policy: “ It Isnelther Christian nor American 
to nag a repentant sinner to the grave.”  
He .said that the first step for someone 
w iping amnesty Is to admit they were 
wrong--to repent. They didn’t have to run 
away, tail they did. “ If they admit to being 
deserters they should be l>ack. .AnylHXly 
can become a con.sclentious objector, t<ut 
you don’t have to run off and leave your 
country. We need all the people In cur 
country, everyone can serve the country 
somehow.”

Concluding the interview. General Winn 
said, ‘T wl.sh every tody In the world a very 
merry and happy Christmas and I hope that 
rtrery iody can get something out of Christ­
mas. You get in direct proportion to what 
you cive; it ’ s a lot harder to receive.’ ’

Born on July 20, 1923, In Austin, Min­
nesota, General MTnn graduated from Austin 
Central High School in 1941 and attended 
Carroll Ctollegeln Waukesha, Vllscondn,until 
he enli.-<ed as an aviation cadet in the Army 
■Air Corps in 1942. In 1943 he was com- 
ml.s.sioned as second lieutenant and received 
his pilot wings.

General Winn is  a veteran of World War 
Q, the Korean conflict, and Viet Nam, In 
Nllrch, 1968, he was assigned to the 3S5th 
Tactical Fliditer WTng at Takhli Royal Thai 
.Air Base, Thailand, as .AS!d.*<ant Deputy 
commander. Operations. Here he was idiot 
down over North \Tetnam and became a 
prisoner of war.

General Vklnn was appointed ATce Com­
mander, Sieppard Technical Training Center, 
Sheppard .Air Force Base, Texas In .August, 
1973. His military decorations and awards 
Include the S lver  Star, Distinguished Flying 
Cross, .Air Medal with 11 Onk Leaf Clusters, 
Purple Heart, and the D14lngulshed I'nlt 
Qtatlon Lmblem. He Is a command pilot 
with more than 6,000 hours.

GAINING ON ENERGY CRISIS
I waspartlcularly encouraged 

this week when I read that the 
energy conservation programs, 
many of them voluntary, which 
we have been enduring have al­
ready reached a savings of al­
most two million barrels of 
crude oil dally. This Is more 
than half thethree-and-a-quar- 
ter-mllUon - barrels - a -  day 
diortage eapected for the first 
few months of next year.

This Is a tiibutetothe Amer­
ican public and the degree of 
consideration the average per­
son has been willing to show 
for his fellow countrymen. But, 
while we should be moving to 
Increase domestic energy sup­
plies, we must also act to re- 
d ice  our consumption even 
more at least for the next few 
months.

This past week, I offered two 
Mils dedgned to further en­
courage fuel conservation with 
greatest ease for Individuals, 
d ie  of these bills would pro­
vide a federal Income tax de- 
(iictlon based on the costs of 
Improved heating Insulation In 
homes and businesses. It Is 
time the government provided 
some actual financial Incentive 
to encourage the additional fuel 
conservation which Is still nec­
essary.

Also, I Introduced legislation 
to free auto and pick-up truck 
owners from being forced to 
purchase vehicles with emis­
sion control devices andto allow 
disconnection of those controls 
from late-model cars. The 
bill would only take effect In 
areas of Insignificant air pol­
lution levels dnee the controls 
are needed In highly-polluted 
metropolitan areas, curtail­
ment of auto emission control 
devices In rural areas, how­
ever, would conserve additional 
amounts of fuel. Thesedevlces 
have been shown to decrease 
mileage by some seven percent. 
One government estimate ^ow s 
the use of auto emission control 
devices to have boosted fuel 
consumption by some 300,000 
barrels of crude oil a day.

The new fuel allocation reg­
ulations publldied this week by 
the Federal Energy Office call 
for a five percent reduction In 
gasoline output so that refiner­
ies  will divert more crude oil 
Into heating fuel. My main con­
cern Is the dampening effect

these regulations could have on 
new exploration. Although al­
location levels were not applied 
at the producer level, as I had 
at first feared, the regulations, 
through a complex mechanism, 
do have the result of guarantee­
ing refineries a fixed allotment 
of crude at an establl Aed price. 
Thus price competition for new 
crude oil, and In turn, explora­
tion Incentive, Is reduced.

Later this week, I will be 
making a recommendation for 
a change In these regulations, 
before they actually take ef­
fect, which would preserve the 
competition which was just re­
cently Inspired by the removal 
of price controls from certain 
types of new crude oil supplies.

As a further Incentive for 
exploration, I sought to attach 
to the Mil granting the Pres­
ident emergency energy pow­
ers, the measure I had offered 
earlier to de-regulate the well­
head price of natural gas. Also, 
I recently urged that prlcecon- 
trols be removed from steel 
tuMng products. A number of 
Independent oilmen are encoun­
tering delays In planned drilling 
operations due to a lack of 
drill-stem and casing. A free 
price for tubular steel would 
oicourage Increased production 
of this Important commodity.

While much of the week’ s 
news has to do with energy, I 
do not want to fall to report 
that this year’ s Foreign Aid 
Mil, appropriating some $5.8 
UUion, did passthe House again 
this year OVER MY OPPOSI­
TION. TTie vote this year was 
219 to 180.
