Today marks the beginning of the 
Burkburnett Better Housing Pro­
gram fostered by the Federal Hous­
ing Administration. ’The program is 
expected to set thousands of this 
city’s idle dollars and many idle 
men to work while aiding recovery 
in the vast field of building trades 
and industries.

"The purpose of this program," 
explained Chairman Roberts "is to 
encourage wide-spread repairing 
and modernizing of residential and 
commercial properties. It is a part of 
the Nation-wide Better Housing 
Program which is being conducted 
under the provisions of Title I of 
the National Housing Act recently 
passed by Congress and put into 
operation by the Federal Housing 
Administration.

’Today a large group of volunteer 
workers, under the direction of Mr. 
Roberts, field campaign manager, 
w ill begin calling on property own­
ers throughout the city to distribute 
a booklet showing how homes and 
other properties can be modernized 
to best advantage and to explain 
how loans for this work can be ob­
tained under the liberal terms made 
possible by the National Housing 
Act.

Workers and solicitors will meet 
at the office of the Chamber of 
Commerce where instructions will 
be given to those who make a can­
vass of the resident and business 
property. The town has been divid­
ed into sections with a captain ap­
pointed to serve for each section. | 
'The workers will be asked to v is it . 
each home and make known to | 
the residents the fact that money  ̂
can be had from the Federal Hous- | 
ing Administration to make repairs 
upon property. Notes of needed re­
pairs, interest of home owners in 
the campaign, whether or not the | 
ie.siH»*nt IS a owner or a renter and

other information concerning the 
fixing up of the premises and pro­
perty

The Housing committee requests 
that the workers be admitted to 
their property and permitted to ex­
plain their mission concerning the 
repairing of homes in order to make 
the property more valuable. It is 
added further that the Committee 
or any of the workers w ill not make 
any attempt to persuade residents to 
buy any kind of property or mater­
ial or to employ any certain person 
or persons. The whole purpose of 
the campaign is: first, to acquaint 
the public with the working of the 
National Housing Act, and second, 
to get them to notice the needed re­
pairs, which will relieve unemploy­
ment if such repairs are made.

“ Loans for property improvements 
w ill be available thorugh local com­
mercial. industrial, and savings 
banks, building and loan associa­
tions, trust companies, and other 
financial institutions authorized by 
the Administration. The Govern­
ment will not make loans to indivi­
duals or corporation! for the im­
provement of their properties, but 
w ill insure the lending agencies 
against losses, provided the total of 
such losses does not exceed 20 per 
cent of the total volume of credits 
advanced.

“Collateral will not be required 
for these loans", Mr. Roberts con­
tinued, "except in some cases in 
which the State law requires the in­
stitution to take security. This is 
true of some building and loan as­
sociations and savings banks, but the
