H D Smith, local FERA adminis­
trator, had charge of the program 
at the Ffotary Club luncheon Tues­
day and gave a talk on the relief 
activities of Burkburnett. He staled 
that each new applicant was
thoroughly investigated before
they were accepted, and if found 
worthy were put on the relief rolls

He further stated that there were 
at present 270 families or 1350 peo­
ple on the relief rolls, with 220 fam­
ilies working and 50 on direct re­
lief That the average here was five 
to a family and that work was giv­
en according to the sire of the fam­
ily and budget set according to the 
needs family of five received 56 
hours work per month, or $16 80 
with the following commodities in- 
sued. potatoes, butter, rice, canned 
heef. and clothing that is being 
made in the local sewing room.

The city at present has 6 projects 
under way. vi.r county, which can 
employ 75 men and timek«H‘p«*r; 
city, 25 men; school ground, 10 men. 
sanitary proje<-t. 20 men; sewing 
room, 8 ladies: cafi-tL'na at schcMil. 
as many as 5 workers This does not 
mean that there are that many- 
working at present, but means that 
Burkburnett can employ that many 
if the occasion arises.

The government is at present 
feeding all school children at the 
cafeteria whose parent-s are on the 
relief rolls, which numbers 150 chil­
dren. Mr. Smith stated that from 
Nov. 16. 1933 to April 1, 1934. which 
was during the CWA setup that 
money received in Burk from 
direct relief was $3,520.83; during 
same period money received troni 
work relief totalled $33,204 58. Mak­
ing a total of $36,725.46. From April 
1, 1934 to Nov. 30, 1934. during the 
regime of the FF.RA, which replac­
ed the C. W A., money received 
from direct relief totalled S5.189 49; 
for work relief. $16,967.75. Making 
a total of S22.157.22, or a grand 
total from Nov. 16, 193.3 to Nov. 30, 
1934, of $58,882.68

Mr. Smith staled that from Jan. 
1. 1934 to Nov. 30, 1934, the fol­
lowing commodities had been is­
sued from his headquarters 21,179 
pounds of smoked pork, 15,232 cans 
of beef, 4,000 pounds of potatoes, 
3,790 pounds of lard, 875 24'y pound 
sack.s of flour, 60 blankets, 120 
men's overalls and 33 jumpers, 240 
bottles of cod liver oil. 100 goats, 
20 mattresses, 4,269 yards of 
piece goods, which has been made 
into women and children’s wearing 
apparel and men’s shirts.

In closing his talk Mr. Smith in­
vited any business men. who thinks 
that he is having a hard time mak­
ing ends meet, to visit with him a 
few minutes any day in the week 
and after listening to some of the 
hard-luck stories told he will leave 
with the explanation that he is 
getting along fine and don’t know 
it.
