GREAT PARIS RACE

TWO BURNED TO DEATH; ONE
STRIKES A TREE.

FIFTY ENTRANTS FOR RACE

Owing to Untoward Winds and Other
Hindrances Ten Competitors
Unable to Get a Start.

Paris, June 19 —Fifty aeroplanists
took wing early Sunday from the
aviation field at Vincennes on the
first stage of the European clrenit
race, which calls for a flight to Lon-
don and return, with stops at va-
rious placea going and returning,

Three of the aviators soon after
the start were killad and at least one
wag gravely burt,

The dead: Capt, Princetau, whose
motor exploded in midair, flooding
him with gasoline and burning him
to death; M. le Martin, who dashed
against A tree, the motor of his aero-
plane crushing his head; Lendon,
killed near Chateau Thierry. Ben-
zine In the reservoir explodea, the
aviator was burned to death and the
machine consumed,

The injured: M. Gaubert, a form-
er Lleutenant in the army, who was
entered in the civilian race under the
name of “Dalger.” He was found ly-
ing senseless near his machine In
a wheat field, four miles from Villars
Coterets, His injuries are serious,

M. Bille's  aeroplane struck  the
earth within a mile of the start and
wus wrecked, Bille was Injured, but
not seriously,

Three other aviators fell—M. Lor-
dain, near Charleville; Oscar Morri-

Youths, for example, must
wear a, cogtume of black velvet with knicker
bockers, black sllk stockings, shoes with steel
buckles, and a glengarry cap of black velvet,
For the King many things must be prepared.

The crown must be altered, the mantle and
Supertunica fitted, sceptres, swords, girdles,
spurs must all be got In readiness.

The King arrives. He must wear a kirtle,
er surcoat, of crimson velvet with a large
amantle and hood of the same, furred with
armine and bordered with rich gold lace. This
is worn over the white underdress and white
stockings of the Garter Robes. On his head
be wears the Cap of State of purple velvet
tarmed up with ermine. The mantle, of huge
proportions, Is held up by a number of pages
who wore, on the last occasion, a modified
Georgian coat with big cuffs, ruMes at the
wrist, lace cravats, shoulder-knots and swords,
~From the moment of the King's entrance to
his exit the solemn process of dressing and

‘undressing him In garments symbolical of

various virtues goes on.

After he has been Recognized as Kipg and
Anointed, the Cap of State, the Mantle and
the Surcoat are removed. For thls anointing
an Ampulla ahd a Spoon for the oll, of gold,
bave been provided, as has also a Pall of
cloth of gold embroldered with eagles and held
aver the King's head by four silver supports,
these being held- by four Knlghts of the Gar-
ter in their robes. After this anoiuting the
Pall Is delivered back to the Lord Chamber-
lain, and Is by him redelivered to the Groem
of the Robes.

The robes worn by the Knighta of the Gar-
ter are of particular Interest. Originally the
full dress consisted of a tuniec, a mantle and a
eapuchor. of blue woolen cloth, all these pow-
dored with garters in gold, the mantle baving
one larger than the rest to enclose a shield

cross of 8t. George. This larger gar-
ter and shleld stil remaln. In the time of

Richard the Second the garter
color was in turn violet, white and
blue. In Henry the Fifth's relgn
the color changed from white to
scarlet, and back to white, In
Henry the Sixth's relgn the num-
ber of garters on the mantle
showed the degree of the rank of
the wearer, just ns the ermine spots show It
today on the fur of the peers’ hoods. It was
an hundred-and-twenty garters for a duke, an
hundred-and-ten for a marquls, ninety for an
earl, and sixty for a knight backelor, In this
rejgn the material was changed from ¢loth to
velvet lined with satin. Heory the Beventh
abolished the powdering of
garters, changed the color to
purple and added the collar.
In the relgn of Henry the
Eighth the hablt was made
to the fashlon of the tlme
and a flat cap added; the
hood remained, but the chap-
eron was worn hung over
the right shoulder and was
called the humerale. The
color changed to crimson.
Also the jewel called the
Lesser George was added to
the collar, or chain, and was
suspended on the
breast by a chaln
or riband of
black.

It is made of cloth of gold and (s
woven with the signs of the Imperial Eagle,
the Palm Branch, the Rose, the Shamrock and
Thistle, The Rose is for England, England’s

The Shamrock Is
that plant used by St. Pal
rick to illustrate the lesson
of the Trinlty to his follow-
ers.

The
great South African diamond, the Cullinan,
which was cut Into two parts, is now, the one
part, called the Star of Africa, in the King's
Sceptre; the lesser part being set Into the
crown beneath the Bleek Prince Ruby, a stone
sald to have been worn In the Black Prince's
helmet at Creey and Polctlers. There Is,
moreover, the huge oblong sapphire placed in
the erown in 1820 by the Prince Regent. Also
the two pear-shaped pearls which were worn
as earrings by Queen Elizabeth on her corona-
tion in 1668, and were added to the Crown by.
King Edward's speclal order.

After the Coronation, in the language of
the Rubrie, “the people with loud and repeat-
ed shouts, ery: ‘God save the King:' and im-
mediately the Peers put on thelr Coronets;
and the Kings of Arms their Crowns; the
Trumpets sounding, the Drums beating, the
Great Guns of the Tower and the guns In the
Park being sghot off."

When the acclamation ceases the Arch-
bishop pronounces the Exhortation and then
presents the Hible to the King, saying: “Our
Graclous King, we present you with thié Book,
the most valuable thing that this world af-
fords, Here Is Wisdom. This is the Royal
L.aw. These are the lively Oracles of God.”

The Archblshop now pronounces the Rene-
diction and the King goes into the Theatre,
where are all the Great Officers of State, the
two RBishops his Supporters, the Noblemen
carrying the Swords, the Sword of State, the
Pointed Sword of Splritunl Justice, the Point.
ed Sword of Temporal Jugtice, and the Cur-
tana, the blunt-ended Sword of Mercy,

The King being then enthroned and the Fx.
hortation beginning, “Stand firm and bold
fast” having been sald, the King delivers the
Sceptre with the Crose and the Scepwe with
the Dove to those noblemen who bear them,
and recelvea the Homage, first of the Bishops,
after which the Archblshop kisses him on the
left cheek.

THE PEERS.

For all: A mantle of crimson velvet edged
with minlver. The cape furred with miniver
pure, and powdered with bars or rows of er-
mine (l.e, narrow pleces of Black fur) accord-
ing to their degree. The use of this fur, minl-
ver, or valr, for persons of high degree, is of
very anclent origin, dating from the time in
the Middle Ages when persons of all ranks
wore hoods of some kind of ekins. One could
tell in the fourteenth ecentury who were
knights or nobles at a tournament by the min-
fver of their hoods. Sable, ermine, vair and
gris were reserved for the use of the kings
and nobles; other ranks wore gquirrel and
lamb, peasants wore badger and cat skins.
The cape worn today on the Peers’ mantle is
the remains of this custom.

Barons wear two rows of ermine.

Viscounts wear two rows and a half.,

Earls wear three rows.

Marquesses wear three rows and a half.

Dukes wear four rows.

These Robes are worn over
dress, Uniform or Regimentals.

The Cap of erimson velvet and fur once
worn by peers in Parliament is the sign of
thelr right to the peerage, the metal crowns
showing the degree of the wearer—thus:

A Baron's Coronet has on the rim six sllver
balls set at equal distances.

A Viscount's Coronet has sixteen silver
balla.

An Earl's Coronet has elght silver balls
raiged on points, with gold strawberry loaves
between the points,

A Marquess' Coronet has four gold straw-
berry leaves, and four sllver balls alternately.

A Duke's Coronet has eight gold strawberry
leaves,

THE PEERESSES.

For all: A mantle of erlmson velvet, witn
a Cape furred with miniver pure, and pow-
dered with rows of ermine.

For a Baroness: The Mantle to be edged
round with miniver pure two {inches In
breadth, and the traln to be three feet on the
ground. The Cape to have two rows of ermine,

For a Viscountess: The edge of the Mantle
as before; the traln to be a yard and a quarter
on the ground,

For a Countess: The edging of fur to be
three inches in breadth, and the train a yard
and a half

For a Marchioness: The edging to be four
fnches In breadth, and the traln a yard and
three-quarters,

For a Duchess: The edging to be five
fnches broad, and the traln two yards on tha
ground, Thelr dress consists of a Kirtle of
erimson velvet bordered all round, with a nar
row edging of miniver scalloped in front, plain
otherwise.

PRODUCTION OF MORE COTTON

American Farmers Get But 12,000,000
Bales on Acreage That Should
Yield 30,000,000.

(By G. H. ALFORD.)

That the American growers produce

12,000,000 bales of cotton wupon an
acreage that ought to produce 30,000,
000 bales I1= one of the striking state-
ments made by the Washington Post
in an editorial upon the cotton crop of
0.
f the facts are as set forth by the
t the point {s not that the south
should produce 18,000,000 additional
bales of cotton upon the present area,
but that the area upon which the 12,
000,000 bales are produced should be
cut down nearly two-thirds. This
would give the farmers of the south
ample room In which to produce many
other crops, the aggregate value of
which would exceed that of the cotton
erop.

The editorial of the Post follows:

“The world's annual production of
cotton Is estimated at 20,000,000 bales,
of which the planters of America grow
more than one-half, or about 12,000,000
bales, In the British provinces and de-
pendencles are grown 05,500,000 bales,
though all of it except the 1,600,000
from Egypt I8 inferior in quality to the
American cotton. The price of the
staple and of the fabric advauces
year by year, which shows that the
production does not keep pace with
the consumption, and this, too, not.
withstanding the encouragement lent
to the planter In the market return
for the seed that yielded from this
crop.

“While It Is true that not one-fourth
of the cotton area of the Unlted
Btates has been subjected to the plow
and the hoe, It In nevertheless obvious
that if our country i long to hold the
supremacy In the growing of cotton,
old methods of cultivation must be
supplanted by the new. A planter who
gets less than a bale of lint from an
acre seeded to cotton ought to quit his
job, for he is not fitted for . One
planter In Mississippl—the prairie re-
glon near the Alabama llne in the
black belt—acquired an old worn-out
farm, and what with corn, peas, outs
and alfalfa he now has a plantation as
fertile as it was when the land was
virgin, and his acres devoted to dbtion
yleld him from & bale and a balf to
two bales an acre,

“Many other farmers of that reglon
are pursuing the same methods with
like resulds. A noble voeation Is that
of the farmer, and a profitable one, if
the farmer is it for his job, The
main secret is the conservation of soll
and the second ls Intelligence of till-

age.

MORE PRACTICAL IN FUTURE
Development of Modern Machinery
Renders it Necessary for Farmers
to Learn Co-operation.

In the future farmers will have to
learn more practical co-operation than
they have ever practiced In the past,
and that for several reasons. The
farmer Is intensgely Individualistic, His
previous tralning has made him 8o,
He has depended on his own right
Arm w0 long that he has become quite

Independent of hig neighbors

The development of modern ma-
chinery renders It necessary for farm-
ers to learn to co-operate For ex-
ample, as we have pointed out be-
fore, a lone farmer In bullding a silo
necesgarily goes to a heavy expenss
not only in the constructlon of the
gllo, but In the purchase of sllage ma:
chinery, especially the power and outs
‘er, Now a cutter will do for twa
farmers Just as well as for one, or for
three, {f they will plan their corn so
as to continue the cutting perlod over
two or three weeks.

Farmers would do well to co-oper-
ale In buylng a small threshing out-
fit rather than depend on the large
outfit, while their grain may be spoil.
Ing In the shock. There must he co-
operation In this line among the farm-
They should
elther all thresh out of the shoeck or
ail stack, for the reason that the large
machine coming In wanls to clean
up the whola neilghbochood at once,
which cannot be done If It Is partly
shocked and partly going through the
aweat In the stack,

Western farmers have been quits
succegsful in co-operating in the way
of manufacturing butter and cheese.
They have found by experience that
it Is better to have a creamery or a
cheege factory in which the milk ean
be worked up Into the desired product
co.operatively, thus saving labor to
the women folks and paving the way
to n uniform brand of high market
value,

They have been ahle to co-operate in
the establishment of canning factories
—and some up-to-date farmers have
co-operated In =selling thelr eggs,
stamping them with the name of the
farmer and the date, having them
gathered up twice a week, and then
stamped ngaln at the ofice with the
company brand. They are thus able
to supply strictly fresh eggs to the
grocery or general store in the nearest
tnwn, or for that matter In the dis-
tant city. This kind of co.operation
ought to put at least three cents a
dozen on the eegs, perhaps a small
matter to the individual farmer, but a
big Item tc¢ the community.

The greatest succesa the farmers
have made In cooperating is In the
marketing of thelr grain, This Is es-
pecially true in the sections largely
given over to graln growing. They
have established co-operative elevators
in great numbers in northern lowa and
central and southern Illinois. We see
It reported that at a recent meeting of
ths lllinols Farm Elevator association
there were 800 delegates, representing
130 out of the 250 farmers' elevators
In the state.

Farmers have not been so success.
ful in cooperating in buying as in co-
operating In selling, although a num-
ber of the ‘co-operative elevators
buy co-operatively such things as salt,
coal, lumber, and In some sectlons fer-
tilizers. In one sense this is a fine
beginning, a very large beginning, and
yet after all it I1s only a beginning,

The necessities of the farm will com-
pel ¢o.operation to a much greater ex.
tent in the future than In the past.
Perhaps nothing but necessity will
drive farmers to It. It was necessity
that compelled the wesiern fruit peo-
pla to co-operate. Otherwise they
were at the merey of the shipping as
soclations and rallroads,

Therefore, we say Wée are just at
the beginning of co-operation among
furmers; and the sooner it comes, the
better. By and by we shall learn to
co-operate in buying as well as In sell-
ing, and thus eliminate much of the
cost of distribution in the citles, which
perhaps does more than anything else
to prevent the farmer from getting a
fair return for his labor,
