CORPORATION TAX HELD VALID

Corporation Tax Is Pronounced Within
the Constitution,

Washington: The corporation tax
provislons of the Payne-Aldrich tar
iff act were unanimously sustalned
as cqnstitutional by the Supreme
Court of the United States,

Justice Day announced that it was
within the power of the Senate to
Insert the corporation tax provisions
in the tarift law which originated in
the Houge, and of which the tax pro-
vislons are a part,

Justice Day sald, as it appeared to
thoe who listened to him, that the
court had the tax as an “excise tax
on the doing of business,” which is
exactly the basis on which the Gov-
ermmment has defended the law.

Justice Day mnext seemed to hold
that the tax provisions were not the
arbitrary exercise of power, This was
urged in argument ag one reason why
the law should be held unconstitu.
tional.

By regarding the tax measured by
Income rather than belng a tax on
Income, the opinlon seemed, as Jus-
tice Day proceeded, to hold that the
law was constitutional notwithstand-
ing the law might reach the income of
nontaxable sources,

Thereby a source of income of $25,
000,000 annually was assured 10 the
Government,
