Significantly, Hitler had first
stopped his occupation forces 30
miles short of the French naval base
at Toulon, designating it as a “‘camp
retranche' to be by-passed and set
apart from occupation. Center of
speculation since the 1940 armistice,
the French fleet comprising 62
warships was the prize at stake with
the Axis standing on the near side
of the Mediterranean and Allies on
the other. Now an Allied "‘collabo-
rationist’’ in Africa, Adm. Jean Dar-
lan had added his voice to that of
Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower in a
request for the French fleet to join
him in Algeria.
