Greenbugs Can
Do Extensive

Damage To Grain

The greenbug is the most im-
portant of several species of
aphids which commonly infest
small grains in Texas. Although

it occurs over a large portion of °

the state, serlous damage is us-

ually common in the High
Plains, Upper Rolling Plains,
and North and Central Texas

areas, says County Agent, R, W,
Schumann,

Extensive damage, especially
to wheat, oats and barley, may
be caused by these small, green,
plant-sucking pests. Infestations
arc first noticed in early win-
ter and continue to mount until
late spring, Typical, early sym-
toms are small yellow or brown
‘deadened”  spots in the field.
Unless checked, populations con-
tinie to mount in these areas
and may soon spread through-
out the field, In some cases en-
tire fieclds may be destroyved.

The greenbug develops to
damaging numbers under cer-
tain conditions. It reproduces
rapidly at temperatures between
55 and 75 degrees F. Its natural

enemies, however, reproduce
slowly when the temperature
drops below 65 degrees F. Thus,
during prolonged cool weather,
the greenbug may increase to
enormous numbers while the
number of {ts natural enemies
increases slowly. It also causes
more damage when plants are
suffering from deficient mois-
ture in mild winters and cool
springs.

The need to apply control
measures depends on the num-
ber of greenbugs present, size

and vigor of plants, tempera-
ture, time of year, moisture
conditions, state of growth and
presence or absence of para-
sites and predators.  Irrigated

crops can withstand larger pop-
ulations of greenbugs without a
marked loss of vield and small
plants are much more suscep-
tible to greenbug damage than
are larger plants,

Research data
insecticidal applications on
wheat are most  beneficial |if
made in March and April, the
time when greenbugs usually
build up to damaging numbers,
In general, economical infesta-
tions begin when 50 greenbugs
are found per row foot of row
on small wheat and when 100
greenbugs are found per row
foot of large wheat,

Specific numbers constituting
an economical infestation at
different times of the season,
how to make greenbug count,

indicates that

recommended insecticides, and
additional information on the
greenbug may be obtained for
MP-339, Texas Guide for con-
trolling Insects on Grain and

LIFE. WITH THE RUSSIANS

... AVIGNETTE

(Editor's Note: This article
was written for the Free Press
by Mrs. Tom Paul Barmett, of
Ifaskcll. since her return re-
cently from a trip to her Ger-
man homeland,

In 1760 it was when the Rus-
siang first occupied the eity of
Berlin, capital of Prussian
Kings and little more than a
garrison town. The Czarina El-
izabeth disliked the Germans
intensely perhaps because they
were notorfous for plotting a-
gainst the czarist rule at the
court of St. Petersburg, so she
extended her borders to include
Berlin. Finding that town not
much to their liking in 1760 the
Russian occupation forces stay-
ed only for a short visit. With
things back to normal the city
began to grow in earnest and by
1791 had become a beautifully
prosperous industry center ...
What should be more fitting than
to adorn her with a fine gateway
over the main artery to the mu-
nicipality, the .i"lrundonhurg
Ciate, X5 ft. long, 85 ft. high,
topped by a bronze chariott of
victory drawn by four horses,
After 20 years it isn't clear
why the object is named after
victory seeing its history is less
than victorious!

To begin with on his way to
Moscow, Emperor Napoleon was
captivated by s beauty ar

All went well for
about 125 years, the Branden-
burg Gate with the chariot be-
came a well-known landmark of
the German capital,

Along came WW II and with
its end the Russian occupation
forces were once agaln in Ber-
lin. The first thing they did was
to carry the chariot with its
horses back to Moscow. Actual-
ly it must be said that it was
now badly damaged by shelling
and bombing., but still in recog-
nizable form For about ten
vears the Brandenburg Gate
stood sadly mutilated still span-
ning a main artery in Berlin,
but also marking the dividing
line between the British and the
Russian occupation sectors of
the city, In the middle 1950's
restoration work was begun, a

State  Representative Frank
Calhoun introduced two bills
last week of interest and impor-
tance to Haskell County. Just
bhefore the March 10th deadline
for introduction of bills, Rep
Calhoun introduced H. B, 8§17,
which would place Haskell
County under the regulatory au-
thority of the Parks and Wild-
life Commission; and H, B. B45
which would ereate the Haskell
County Hospital District.

Calhoun prepared and intro-
duced H. B. B17 at the request
of the County Commissioners
and Judge of Haskell County.
This act would have the effect
of taking Haskell County out of
the “General Law’' insofar as
game and fish laws are con-
cerned and will enable the
Parks and Wildlife Commission
to set seasons and bag limits in
Haskell County based on the a-
vailability of game to be taken.

Haskell County Hospital Dist-
rict would vover all of Haskell
County except that portion now
embraced within the Stamford
Hospital District. The bill in-
troduced by Rep. Calhoun would
create the district as a govern-
mental entity, but Haskell
County Hospital Distriet would
