yield to drivers exiting and 
entering freeways. 

Not all access roads will 
be converted to one-way. 
Some frontage roads will 
remain two-way because 
they carry a negligilbe 
amount of traffic, or be-
cause traffic movement and 
accessibility 	problems 
would result if changed to 
one-way. 

According to Welsch, 
"Generally the change will 
occur from Pine street, on 
I.H. 20 around the West 
half of Abilene to Canyon 
Creek Road.

A dashed 
white stripe down the cen-
terline will be placed on 
one-way frontage roads, 
while two-way will be strip-
ed with a dashed yellow 
stripe."

Methodist Fund Raiser March 23 

Dear Editor: 
One of the best sources 

from which we can gain 
knowledge is a study of the 
past. So, let's do a little 
reviewing. 

In the mid-seventies as 
rapidly escalating inflation 
made itself felt the City 
of Baird found itself in an 
untenable position. The 
cost of operating a circa 
"Model T" generating and 
distribution system of elec-
tricity for the City of Baird 
was far exceeding the rev-
enues therefrom. The City 
couldn't pay it's bills! The 
canker was the Municipal 
Power Plant, so. the Coun-
cil set out to solve the prob-
lem. West Texas Utilities 
Co. was contacted and from 
them an offer for the pur-
chase of the entire electri-
cal system was received in 
the amount of about 
$250,000.00. The Council 
elected to place that offer 
before the people in a 
referendum which was set 
for August, 1978. The 
"Light Plant Clique" got 
up in arms. "The very idea 
of trying to sell their 
otiose piece of antiquity." 
Since that "Clique" is im-
bused with a severe case of 
mythomania, they came out 
on top with a scant margin 
in what I call an anomalous 
referendum. 

Within a short period of 
time the now "Clique" 
dominated City Council em-
barked on a program to tie 
in to WTU lines and pur-
chase electricity from them 
but they wanted to keep 
their "white elephant." 
You people in Baird then 
saw your electrical bills 
just about double but you 
were promised that as the 
tie-in to WTU progressed 
the rates would be reduced. 
As of this date, according to 
what I read in the papers, 
two-thirds of the City is 
tied in to WTU and there 
have been two slight re-
ductions in electrical rates. 
And, boy, have those re-
ductions been something. I 
have a friend in Clyde 
with an all electric home 
and for February his bill 
was $101.30 which he 
thought was high, but the 
same consumption in Baird 
would have cost him  

$243.15...So, Baird is really 
getting it 's electrical costs 
in line? Doesn't seem so 
to me. 

The official audit of the 
City of Baird as of June 
30, 1979 shows that 80% 
of all expenses of enter-
prise funds (which includes 
electrical, water & sewer, 
sanitation, and landfill) was 

- spent on electrical. If that 
is not a canker I would like 
to know what one is. But 
the "Clique"thinks that 
thing must be hung on to 
no matter what the cost. A 
calendar year operating 
statement of the City's 
business was supposed to 
be published in January, 
but, none was so I have had 
to use the June 30, 1979 
audit for these figures. 
Seems to be another case 
where the City considers 
itself immune to State Law. 

It is my opinion that 
Baird made a gross mistake 
when the Light Plant was 
constructed in 1939. The 
squabble that ensued at 
that time seems to have 
crystallized thinking in to 
a non-progressive atti-
tude....hence, the town has 
gone backwards ever since 
then. In the post-war era 
with all it's prosperity 
nearly every village and 
town grew but Baird de-
clined...Non-Progressive-
ness! Baird 's population 
should now be 3,000 to 
5,000 but that monstrosity 
prevented growth. 

Now, let's look at how 
these past few months have 
affected you Baird citizens 
financially. The Plant was 
not sold for approximately 
$250,000.00 and then add 
to that about $100,000.00 to 
make the tie-ins with WTU 
so you are our about 
$350,000.00. That amount 
will have to be offset from 
somewhere so you cannot 
expect your electrical bills 
to be reduced to compar-
able charges elsewhere. 
Trying to retail electricity 
through an antiquated dis-
tribution system will be too 
costly. Then, here's where 
you have lost some more. 
There is a big bunch of fuel 
on storage at the plant.... 
and, I predict it will never 
be used. Another big cost! 

Further figuring will  

show that with the cost of 
maintaining that "White 
Elephant" eleminated, and 
most of -the other City's 
enterprise activities show-
ing a profit a very small tax 
increase could operate the 
City in the Black. That 
tax increase in a year might 
amount to as much as you 
are being overcharged in 
one month now for electri-
city....Think about it.
