often 20, and from
that to 25. The destructive evidences of the
British cruelty are yet visible both in Norwlk
and Fairfleid, as there are chimneys of many
burnt houses standing in them yet. The principal
export from Norwalk {s horses and cattle, salted
beef and pork, lumber and Indian corn to the
West Indles, and in a amall degree, flour and
wheat”

Saturday, 1Tth—At sunrise we left Falirfleld
and breakfasted at Stratford, which is ten miles
beyond. . . .

Tueaday, 20th—The president vis
fted the woolen mills at Weathersfield.
He eaplains: “(It) seems to be going
on, with spirit. Their broadcloths are
not of the first quality, as yet, but
they are good, as are their coatings,
cassimeres, serges and everlastings.
Of the first, that is, broadoloth, I or
dered a suit, to be sent to me at New
York—and of the Iatter, a whole plece,
to make breoches for my servants, All
parts of this business are performed
at the manufactory, except the spin-
ning—this is dons by the country
people, who are pald by the cut.

“Hartford is more compactly buflt than Middle
town and contains more souls, the somputed num-
ber of which amount to about double. The number
of houses in Middletown are sald to be 60 or 60.
These, reckoning eight to the house, would make
2,000 at least. The depth of water, which vessels
can make to the last place, Is about ten feet, and
is as much as there Is over Baybrook bar,

“At Middletown there is one Eplscopal church
and two Congregational churches. In Hartford
there is none of the first and two of the latter.
Dined and drank tea at Colonel Wadsworth's, and
about 7 o'clock recelved from and answered ad-
dress of the town of Hartford.

“There is a great equality In the people of this
state. Few or no opulent men and no poor, and
great similitude in their bulldings—the general
fashlon of which is a chimney always of brick or
stone and a door in the middle, with a stalrcase
running up by the side of the latter, two flush sto-
ries, with a very good show of sash and glass win-
dows—the sise generally {s from 30 to 60 feet in
length and from 20 to 30 In width—exclusive of a
back shed, which seems to be added as the family
increases. The farms, by the contiguity of the
houses, are small, not averaging more than 100
acres. They are worked chlefly by oxen, which
have no other feed than hay, with a horse and
sometimes two before them, both In plow and
cart. In their light lands, and in their sleighs they
work horses, but find them much more expensive
than oxen. Bpringfleld is on the east slde of Con-
necticut river; before you come to which a large
branch, called Agawam, is crossed by a bridge.

somely decorated and over the center of it & can-
opy was erected 20 feet high with the American
eagle perched on the top. After passing through
the arch and entering the state house at the south
end, and ascending to the upper floor and return.
ing to a balcony at the north end, three cheers
were given by a vast concourse of people who by
this time had assembled at the arch—then fol
lowed by an ode composed in honor of the presi-
dent and well sung by a band of selected singers—

after this three cheers—followed by the different |

amendment prescribing Statewide pro-
hibition was signed by the presiding of-
ficers of both branches of the Legis-
Jature Friday and was approved by
Governor Colquitt.

He handed the pen over to Ben-
ator Cofer, who, as chairman of the
prohibition caucus, led the fight for the
measure in the Senate.

“] take pleasure in dedlcating this
pen to the womanhood and childhood
of Texas,” sald Benator Cofer.

* The pen was one of the ordinary,
every day sort, used in the Benate.

Governor Colquitt promptly ap-
proved the resolution when it reached
bim, and sent it on to the Becretary
of Btate. There was no other per-
pon present when he signed the resolu-
tion, and, as he afterward remarked,
he dedicated the pen to hard and
vontinuous work.

MILLIONS FACE DEATH AND ARE
HELPLESS.

URGENTLY NEED $1,500,000

Poor Trying to Sell Children to Keep
From Starvation—Plague
Grows Worse.

Washington, D. C.: The Plague
causing an average of nlncl..een deaths |
a day in Che Foo, China, aceordlng|
t0 a cablegram received by the State
department from American Consul
Fowler at that port. There already |
have been 200 deaths at Che Foo, the
Consul edded, and the disease Is
spreading. Mr. Fowler attributed the
increase in the plague at Chee Foo
to the arrival of Chinese from Man-
churia.

E. C. Lobstein found almost two-
thirds of 300,000 people in the ecoun-
try of Hwal Juan absolutely desti-
tute and not more than 20 per cent
of the population could provide for
themselves unalded through the winter
and spring.

In the whole famine district Lob-
stein estimates that at least one mil-
lion will die of starvation if not ald-
ed., One cent a day is the smallest
amount that will support life for each
person, so that $1,500,000 will be nec-
essary to carry the unfortunates along
for the five months they will require
help. The poor are trylng to sell thelr
children, but they can scarcely ob-
tain a pittance for them and as soon
as the real cold and wet weather
comes (his letter was dated Dec, 28,
last) the death rate would increase
greatly.

When the votilng began, however,
it soon Decame apparent that, with
comparatively few exceptions, the
lines were belng tightly drawn be-
tween those favoring and those op-
posing the trade agreement.  As fin-
ally corrected, the vote to take up the
bill was 197 to 120. ‘The bill will
be passed, it is sald, by even a larger
majority. Today 101 Republicans
voted against immediate considera-
tion. This number will show a de-
¢lded diminution on the final roll call
Sixty-three Republicans voted dor im-
mediate consideration.

Getting Ready for Spring 'Lections.

Chicago, Ill1: Consternation ypre-
valled In political circles when it
was Jearned that the election of-
ficlals had secured evidence that
thousands of hoboes and dead men
have been registered as voters in
preparation for the mayoralty cam-
palgn. Hoboes, thugs and orim-
inals of every variety bave been
pouring into Chicago all winter for
this purpose, and have been distrib-
uted in various lodging houses.
