More than two-thirds of all freight tonnage moves 

over the nation’s 3,500.0(X) mile highway network. Some 
50,000 American towns are without rail .ser\’ice and en­
tirely dependent on trucks and truck-trailers for their 
daily needs. When confronted with the facts, none of us 
would dispute the vital necessity for improving and 
modernizing our roads. Few of us, unfortunately, do 
much about it.

What is needed is a well-conceived w’orkable pro­
gram supported by the public. A youthful Detroit in- 
dustriali.st has supplied such a program. He’s Roy Frue- 
hauf, 42-year-old president of Fruehauf Trailer Company, 
who has outlined a six-point program which will give 
us an up-to-date road system if properly executed. This 
program, .says Mr. Fruehauf, w’ould include: (1) More 
exits and entrances to cities to break traffic bottlenecks. 
(2) Scientific design of roads to replace the present “hit 
and miss” approach. (3) Road tests that will prove some­
thing in.stead of ’ providing publicity for unfounded, sen­
sational charges." (4) Better maintenance of roads. 
(5) Higher salaries for highway engineers. (6) Elimi­
nation of the practice of “diverting” funds collected from 
highway users.

Mr. P'roehauf sums up the seriousness of the high­
way situation: “Our roads are carrying 53% more ve­
hicles than a decade ago. Yet, our highway system was 
built to meet the requirements of the 1930 motorist—  
and it is still being maintained according to the standards 
of that era.”

Horsepower Makes Horse Sense
It ha.s l)t*fn .'aid that a nation’s ability to progress and 

defend itself can l>e measured by its hor.sepower. Horse­
power being, of course .the measure of the engines it turns 
out to puwer its industry, to roll its freight and its people 
on the highways and rails, in the air. and on the sea. While 
exact figures country by country are not available, it is 
evident that the United States produces more horsepower 
than any other.

We were reminded of this the other day by an an­
nouncement from the Detroit Diesel Engine Division of 
General Motors, that since it entered the field in 1938 it 
had produced .jO-million hor.sepower in Die.sel engines. 
The significance of this is in the fact that Die.sel is a rel­
atively new source of power. Actually, it only l>egan to 
find wide-spread use in the early 30’s, when C. F. Ketter­
ing devised a 2-cycle, much smallor, lighter, and more 
flexible Diesel engine for a greater variety of u.ses.

The imimce of this is Ixdng increasingly felt from the 
oil fields of Te.xas to the fishing fleets off New England.

H. E. Shanan, County Agent.
According to James A. Deer, 

associate Extension Entomologist 
of Texas A. and M. College, the 
annual loss to livestock produc­
ers from cattle grub damages 
amounts to about $65 million. 
Most of it could be added to the 
national farm income if cattle 
producers would control grubs.

Shanan recommends the use 
of a power sprayer—with a 
pressure of 200 to 400 pounds 
Lower pressures decrease the ef­
fectiveness of the treatment, he 
says. Animals should be spray­
ed while being held in a chute 
and the spray nozzle should be 
held no further than four inch­
es from the backs of the ani 
mals. It is best, he adds, to use 
a full gallon of spray on each 
animal and from 10 to 15 sec­
onds are required for making 
a thorough application.

The spray material should con 
sist of 7 1-2 pounds of 5 per 
cent rotenone dust for each 100 
gallons of water. Mix it thor­
oughly and this is ofter a rath­
er difficult job because the fine 
rotenone dust is hard to wet. 
This mixture is the cht>apest 
and most effective treatment for 
controlling cattle grubs.

The first application should be 
made about 3 weeks after the 
first grubs begin to show up in 
the backs of animals. Treatment 
should be repvated at three week 
intervals for as long as needed 
Grubs normally begin making 
their appearance about this time 
of the year; however, this will 
vary with different sections of 
the state.

A good control job, w ill mean 
increased weight for the beef 
herd and a higher selling price 
when the animals are marketed. 
The dairymen with a grub free 
herd can expect a good increase 
in milk pri^uction. Your local 
county agents can supply ad­
ditional information on the 
when and how parts of a com­
plete cattle grub control pro­
gram and suggests that live­
stock producers contact him at 
an early date.

A marked prefcrnce is being 
shown toward channel type ter­
races in the Wilbarger-Wichita 
Soil Conservation District.

Several district co-operators 
have recently built channel type 
terraces and are highly pleastKl 
with them. Among these are 
Hugh Cruse. Wichita Falls; Mrs. 
Bertha Ashton, Burkburnett; 
Bobbie Stewart on the Carey 
Estate, Fricberg; Lloyd Osborne 
on the C .E. Birk Estate, Iowa 
Park; Dr. W. H. Ogden, Elec­
tra; and Glenn Bear, Wichita 
Falls and Burkburnett.

A ll these terraces empty onto 
well-sodded grass which is ne­
cessary before the terraces can 
be built in orde rto prevent 
erosion and gullying at the out­
let end. If a pasture is not 
available for emptying terraces 
onto, then a waterway must be 
shaped and seeded to grass. Ex­
perience has shown that the 
quickest and best way to es­
tablish the waterway before 
terracing. Waterways shaped 
last summer and seeded this fall 
are beginning to show up well 
now. A ll of these terrace sys­
tems have been designed by 
technicians of the Soil Conser­
vation Service at Iowa Park.

Channel type terraces differ 
from the standard ridge type 
terraces in that a lower ridge 
height is required. This is be­
cause all of the dirt is moved 
from the upper side downhill 
to form the ridge which leaves 
a large, wide channel to carry 
the water. Grain farmers are 
especially well satisfied with 
them over ridge type terraces.

An important factor in any 
terrace system is proper main­
tenance of the terraces so that 
they will continue to do the 
job for which they were de­
signed.
