When asked for a preference.
Liberty people almost invariably
speak of the Senate.

He served two
vears as npresident of the loecal
Cramber of Commerce was presi-
Jent and teacher of a men’s bible
cluse and Master of the Masonic
Lodge.

During his eleven vear- as a
lawyer-publisher, he served six
vears in the House of Representa-
tives and was elected speaker of
the house as another t-ibute to
hie leadership.

The armed services saw Daniel’s
leadershin in two branches, the
Armv and the Marine Corps. Waiv-
ing his legisiative exemption, he
entered the army as a nrivate and
emerged as a cantain. He saw per-
viee with the Marine Corps In
Ianan on special assignment from
the Army.

Ar attorney general, Daniel has
rained nationwide attention for
hie tidelands defense and his fight
aerainst organized erime. On the
