to se¢ a disintegration of auth-
ority, both  governmental and
moral. This condition has been
ted by the trend in our highest
courts to tolerate such action
and  even  assume a  posture
muking it impossible to assert

A number of us in the House
of Representatives and others
in the Senate, are now working
to formulate legislation to plug
loopholes discovered in some of
our internal security laws and
close gaps that have been blast-
ed out by Supreme Court decl-

As an example of some of
these trends, between 1919 and
12, the Supreme Court ace
cepted  Jurisdiction in o only 11
Cuses involving communist sube
versive activities., Seven of these
11 W decided  agninst the
raticals and 4 sustmined their
Ajn

Sinte 13 the Supreme Court
has actepted 147 cuses involve
ing appeals by communists and
nmher subversives. OF these, 93
were decided favorably for thuse
harged and 5 against

The Inet that these radicals
can win eases shows the ime-
partiality of our judicial system
in which the judges of our high-
est courts can overlook person-
J repugnance and grant justice
when the law demands justice
Al the same ume these statistics
show 1t has gone far to accept
urisdiction in borderdline cases
and has tortured the law in such
a way that there is an imbal-
anced welght against the safety
of our Nation '

The Supreme Court recently
ruled vold the law on the statute
books making it illegal for sub-
versive  clemenis o members
ol an orgamzation found to
a communist front o hold jobs
in defense plants

We propose o draft another
provision which we hope to
have enacted into law W cure
this situation In addition, it is
hoped 1o absolutely  prevent
those who have been identified
with subversive groups 10 hold

It s the one that was eaten ot
the first Thanksgiving dinner
History reveals many refer.

common, and & number of writ-
ters reported observing  more
than 1,000 turkeys in u single
duv's travel.

In the beginning
not "many-wary' and it did not
