Closely connected with these are

, the lack of personal property on
" the part of the tenaat, decrease in

livestock production, and soil de-
pletion. It discusses the source of
¢ redit, the high rate of interest,
and the chattel mortgage, and
their relation to the present type
of farming.

The constructive suggestions
are: compulsory education, bet-
ter rural schools with courses
dealing with farm life; a Land
Commission to acquaint landlords
with conditions amceng tenants,
and the tenants with renting con-
ditions over the state, This com-
mission would act in the same ca-
pacity as some ot

unemployment. The cooperative
movement is also suggested, sup-
plemented by certain kinds of
constructive legislation.

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Mexican June Corn May Profit-
ably Follow Oats.

With a larger area planted to
oats there will probabaly be more
June corn planted in the South this
year. Itis especially adapted to
late planting and dry weather. In
fact, it does not do well whep
planted early, but will make a crop
when planted so late that the com-
m on varieties would not make corn
especially during a dry season.

There are two varieties or type
in use. The Lagura or most com-
mon type makes a soft grain and
a large but shore ear. The grain
is white, with red or cream-colored
cobs, The chief value of this
variety is that it will make a crop
when planted quiet late, July 15;
but being suft and the cobs con-
taining much moisture, it is more
apt to mold and be unfit for horse
feeding unless carefully harvested,

The dwarf type has harder, dent
grains, which are tight on the cob.

When the land can be quickly
prepared after harvesting the oats,
more feed may probably be made
with soy beans, but for late plant-
ing June 15 to July 15, and when
corn is desired, Mexican June corn
is a good crop. Even if large
yields of corn corn are not made
we can not afford to allow the
lands to lie idle during the hot
weather, and with June corn a
considerable amount of forage can
be made.

For real late planting the June
corns are also serviceable for silage.
The yeild is not so large as with
early planted corn or as from sor-
ghum, but for extreme late plant-
ing it serves a useful purpose.

America wus then so far distant |
from France that the marquls, his fa-
ther, could get no news of his son.
After writing to different persons con-
cerning Jean with no satisfactory re.
sult he was In despalr. Then Guston
Renaud volunteered to go to America
and institute a search for his lost
cousin. Estelle, though much relleved
in one way by the offer, was much
troubled in anpother. Having experi-
enced the disappearance of her brother
in that remote country she dreaded to
send her lover there lest he, too, should
not return. At the parting between
the two she clung to bim, with difficul-
ty bringing berself to le: him go.

On reaching Pbiladelphia, the port
for which he had salled, Gaston wrote
that he wus going to leave for Fort
Duquesne, which was beginning to be
transformed into the future city of
Plttsburgh, From there he expected
to proceed northward to Nlagaura. An-
other letter came, stating that he had
traced his cousin to Cinclonatl, a vil-
Inge on the Ohlo river, and he was go-
ing there to look for him.

When Gaston left France the rum-
biings of that great convulsion, the
French revolution, were just beginning.
