A NEGRO MAN KILLED
= |

Saturday morning of last
week ouf town was thrown into
some excitement when it was
learned that Mr. J. E. Bernard, |
one of our local cotton buyers,
had shot and killed a negro man.
Saturday Mr. Bernard waived |
examining trial and was placed
under a $500 bond to appear be-
fore the County Judge Monday
morning, when he appeared |
before Judge Smith, but made |
no statement, and was placed
under bond to await the action
of the grand jury next spring. l

To some friends Mr. Bernard
made a brief statement to the
following effect: The negro,
Ben Williams, had been in hiﬁ1
employ, going with him to Lake!
up eotton at the different points |
in this territory. Friday about|
dusk they returned home. Not|
very long after their return Mr, |
Bernard discovered the negro|
was drinking, and took him to|
task for bringing whiskey to his |
home, and also coming there |
under the influence of liguor, |
whereupon the negro resented
his interference with his “‘per
sonal liberty” and made at Mr.
Bernard with a knife. In the
scuffle he slashed Mr. Bernard's
overcoat in several places, Mr,
Bernard finally got hold of his |
shot gun and jumping back fired, |
the load of shot taking effectin |
the negro’s throat, breaking the |
neck and severing the jugular |
vein, from which he died in al
very few minutes

Cticers were

immediately notitied, and Judge |
Smith held an inguest that
night, and the body of the negro
was carrvied to a negro house and

the next day was buried in  the
negro burying ground in Willow
cemetery,

While Mpr. Bernard regrets
very much the homicide, yet he
and his friends feel that he was
entirely justified, and have no
[ apprehension as to the outcome

ol the trial.
