The telephone system on a battleship is much

like the private telephone system in a great store

or manufactory, but with the difference that on
shipboard most of the recelvers are of the pattern
which fit close to the head, covering both esars
and strongly resembling those used by the helle
girla in telephona exchanges. This speclal equip-
ment Is designed to shut out disturbing nolses
and Is very essential when officers and men may
be called upon to listen to telephone conversation
when the-guns are roaring or agalnst the opposi
tlon of the various distracting nolses always to
be encountered on shipboard. -

Near the bridge of a battieship is the wireless
telegraph station which is one of the newer yet
easily one of the most Important adjuncts of the
up-to-date baltleship. However, the wireless tele-
graph s not used for Interior communication
aboard the battleship but solely for the exchange
of messages with other ships and with sljore sta
tions. What are sometimes referred to “tele-
graphs” on shipboard are not telegrapfis at all,
as the lay reader understands themj/ but are
rather signallng systems.
