profit. Little attention is paid to this by some farmers. They
will plow whole fields before harrowing. This allows thousands
of tons of moisture to escape into the atmosphere and leaves the
land dry and full of clods for the raising of an indifferent crop.

Much moisture is lost by not breaking up the surface of a field
as soon as a crop is taken off. A patch of forty acres may evap-
orate as much as 200 tons of water into thin air in one single warm
day. This is like throwing away gold.”

When we read that statement we thought the man was talking
wildly, but when we figured it out we saw that he was well within
the bounds of reason. Thus 200 tons multiplied by 2000 pounds,
equals 400,000 pounds of water, which at 8 lbs. to one gallon,
equal 50,000 gallons. One fortieth of that is 1250 gallons to one
acre. It requires 27,500 gallons to put water one inch deep on one
acre, this divided by 1250 gives .22 of an inch deep on an acre. In
other words, we find that 200 tons of water will cover 40 acres
only .22 of an inch deep, and it is easy to believe that that much
will evaporate during a hot day where moist land is turned up to
the sun and wind. The moral or lesson is, follow your breaking
with the harrow, put a mulch on and save the moisture,

A NINETEEN YEARS RECORD.,
In an address before the Dry Farming Congress at Billings,

Mont., Mr. W. R. Motherwell of Regina, Canada, gave a sketch | ¥

of the province of Saskatchewan in which he said that farming
had only been attempted in that western province during the last
27 years. He related how the farmers first got an idea of the dry
farming system 19 years ago and had been practicing it since.

An experimental farm has been in operation at Indian Head since
1890, keeping accurate record of rainfall and crop yields each year.

Mr. Motherwell produced the official report of the farm and it
showed the average annual rainfall to be 12,88 inches and the
yield of wheat on fallowed land averaged 32,87 bushels per acre
for the 19 years and on stubble land the average was 20.47 bushels.
The average yield of oats for the 19 years was 87 bushels per acre.

He stated that his own farm was 25 miles from the Indian Head
station and that his average yield of wheat for the same 19 years

The table shows that his lowest yield any year was 15 bushels
and his highest yield 51 bushels, The lowest yield on the fallow
land at the experiment station was 17 bushels and the highest was
49 bushels. The least rainfall was 3.90 inches in 1894, the great-
est was 20.22 inches in 1901, But bear in mind that the average
was only 12,88 inches for the 19 years and you have pretty strong
evidence for systematic conservation of moisture. As we have an
average of over 24 inches of rain in Northwest Texas we ought by
a proper system to at least equal the above yields.

TWENTY-EIGHT DROWN:
FERRY BOAT SINKS

THE SUM TOTAL OF THE CATAS-
TROPHE I8 TWENTY-EIGHT
LIVES AND $500,000.

DISASTER ON LAKE MICHIGAN

Water Ran Into the Boat Rapidly and
Pumps Were Unable to Stop the
Flow.

Ludington, Mich., Sept. 10: Twenty-
elght lives were lost Friday when
Pere Marquette car ferry No. 18,
bound from Ludington to Milwaukee,
went to the bottom of Lake Michigan,
half way across the lake. The dead
include Captain Peter Kilty of Lud.
| Ington, 8. F. Sezephanek, purser, and
| the wireless operator, whose signals
of distress brought assistance to the
sinking steamer, and two members
of the crew of car ferry No. 17, who
lost ghelr lives in an effort to rescue
the crew of No. 18.

Ell Colebean of Baginaw, Mich., a
member of the crew of No. 18, would
make a twenty-ninth victim but it is
belleved that he was not on board
when No. 18 set out from here on her
fatal trip.

The steamship company lssued =a
Nst of thirty-five names of survivors
of the wreck, all members of the crew
and most of whom were brought here
on steamer No. 17.

Elght bodies were recovered,

Many of the fireboats were stove
In by wreckage tumbling In every
direction on the tossing sea, the occu-
pants of the small boats being thrown
into the water and many of them
drowned,

The sum total of the catastrophe is
told in the loss of twenty.eight lives
and & financlal loss exceeding $500,-
000,

The story of the loss of car ferry
Pere Marquette No, 18 constitutes the
most tragic and thrilling chapters yet
written in the history of the Lake
Michigan marine,

Leaving Ludington Thursday night
at 11:30 under a falr but stiff wind and
twenty-nine loaded cars on deck, the
ferry made good headway for five
hours on ite course to Milwaukee., At
4:30 o'clock word was sent to Capt.
Peter Kilty that his boat was rapidly
taking water, and that the pumps were
unable to keep within flow,

With full confldence in the stabil.
ity and seaworthiness of his ship, the
Navigator headed his ship with all
speed toward Sheboygan, on the Wis-
consin shore,

The steamer's pumps were worked
to their fullest capacity and all the
expedients known to a skilled and re-
sourceful mariner were resorted to,
but the fact was evident that the boat
was gradually sinking

Notwithstanding this apparent fact,
and in the hope of saving both crew
and craft, the captain erowded his ship
to the utmost limit, hoping to reach
shoal water, but the effort was fulle,

Postal Baving Stamp Cards.

Washington: Secretary of the Treas-
ury MacVeagh has been asked by the
Postal Savings Bank Commission to
suthorize the printing of 600,000 stamp
cards for the new postal eavings
banks. The design for the cards has
been approved by the trustees. They
will have on their face a facsimile of
one postal savings bank stamp, and
may be purchased for 10e. 'When
filled with nine or more 10¢ postal
savings stamps they may be used to
open an account in the mew postal
savings banks, ,

Minneapolls, Minnesota: Con.
demnation of the course of Richard
A. Ballinger in the administration of
the Department of the Interior, of
which he is Secretary, and a declar-
ation that he should no longer be
retained in that office are contaimed
in a resolution adopted today by five
members of the Congressional commit-
tee which has been Investigating the
Ballinger-Pinchot controversy,

These five, four Democrats and one
Republican, claim that their vote is
binding upon the committese as a
whole.

But five of the twelve members of
the committee voted for the adoption
of the resolution, which was offered
by Representative E, H. Madison of
Kansas, an Insurgent Republican, as
a substitute for one previously pre-
sented by Senator Duncan U, Fletch-
er (Democrat) of Florida, Consequent-
ly, the question has arisen as to what
action, it any, the full committee,
when it is present, will take later.

Representatives James and Graham
and other Democratlc members main-
tain that a quorum was present, de-
spite the fact that Chairman Nelson,
Republican chairman of the commit-
tee, had stated in the meeting that
there was no quorum. During the
session no member bad raised the
point of no quorum, and Representa-
tive James contends that the adoption
of the resolution has the effect of ex-
pressing the views' of & majority,

When the committee met there were
elght members present, constituting a
quorum, but before the voting on the
Madison resolution was reached, Ben-
ator George Sutherland, Republican, of
Utah and Representative Samuel W.
McCall, Republican, of Massachusetts
withdrew, Chairman Nelson remain-
ed, byt took no part in the voting.

The Republicans assert that the
withdrawal of Messrs., Sutherland and
MeCall broke the guorum. In this
Representative Madison joins, He
sald:

“Final action has not been taken.

Jority can, of course, If It sees [it, re-
verse today's action,”

Another leading Republican Senator
said: "It js well known in parliamen-
tary law that when a quorum I8 mot
present no business can be transacted
but to adjourn.”

As
the “ménority” declined to attend con-
ference and took their adjournment
at Minneapolls until the next meeting
of Congress, It is probable that Sena-

Fellewing |5 the statement lasued:

“The hearings of the committee af-
ter preceading for months were ended
in the cloring days of the last session
of Cengress, There was no opportuni-
ty and me attempt upon the part of
aaybody to have the committee meet
for parpeses of consultation upon the
evidence er to report its finding to
Oongress prior to the adjournment of
the gession. Under the circumstances,
that cowrse was manifestly Impossible,
The cemmittee 18 the creature of a
special aot of Congress which fixed
the number of its members at twelve,
six Semators appointed by the Vice
Presldent and six Representatives
<lected by the house, The act care-
fully deflued the powers and jurisdic-
tlon eof the committee and contained
& mandate that it should report its
findings amd conclusions to this Con-
gress,

“A great mass of testimony has
beem taken, making a direct and col-
lateral record of about 7,000 closely
writlem pages. The issues Involved
were full of moment to the cause of
pure administration resources, to the
inderesta of the Government generally
and te the reputations of some of its
prosent and former officers. The
work, thercfore, of deliberation and

* declsion was of great [mportance as

wall as of great difficulty. The com-
mitiee determined to devote some of
the time during the recess of Com-
Bress to this work and decided to meet
in Minmeapolls on Sept. 5.

ENGLISH LACKING IN UNION

Weak Bpot In British Agriculture Is
Fallure of Farmers to Perfect
an Organization,

In an article on “The Newest Phase
of the Oldest Industry,” Sir Horace
Plunkett gives some novel news om
the transfer of the land to the people.
He says:

“The cry of ‘back to the land’ has been
heard loud enough and long enough to
be taken as evidence of a real public
opinfon. The state Is now giving to
the country side of our national econ-
omy a degree of attention which can-
not be explained by the mere party
pursult of the agricultural vote, though,
of course, thia Inevitable factor In all
publie questions will make its normal
contribution to the confusion of {gsues.
It 1s the agreed poliecy of all partles
to settle a larzer numbnr of the popu-
lation upon the land, and this not In
order to placate or benefit the land-
less s0 much as to strengthen the po-
sitlon of the nation. The 'back to the
land’ movement Is not the result of an
agrarian agitation; it is a redirection
of national Ideal and aim.

“England not only prospered mightl-
Iy In Industry at home, but was en-
abled to selze the cream of the warld's
unoccupled agricultural lands. In
these newly settled countries there
was, of course, no urban predominance.
But this day rural life in the United
States and the British dominions is af-
fected by the economic thought which
had domipated the ear of England's
fndustrial and commercial supremacy.

“Agriculture came to ba treated
much more as an Investment than as
a career. This tendency has reached
its extreme manifestation in the wasie-
ful, almost profiigate. farming {n many
of the richest portions of the western
hemisphere, Mr. Roosevelt has not
only used his powerful influence to
correct this extravagance of natural
resources, but In his country-life pol-
feoy he har deeclared for preventive
measures agalnst the neglect of the
rural population In the supposed In-
terests of urban development which
he foresees.

“On the continent of Europe agri-
cultural depression and rural back-
wardness are not unknown, but they
are generally due, not, as with us, to
the downward drift, but to the oppo-
site cause, rural congestion. More-
over, where the danger of invasion
did not pass after tte Napoleonic wars
wmilitary considerations forced gov-
ernments to realize the lmportance of
maintaining the physical, as well as
the moral, well-being of the rural pop-
ulation. Thelr welfare was recognlized
aa essential to the safety of the nation

FARMERS' UNION IN INDIANA

Agents of Organization te Deal Direct
With Commission Men and
Grain Dealers.

Within a short time pald organisers
will be in all parts of Indlana In an
effort to organize Indlana farmers Into
a unfon devoted to self-interest. Steps
have been taken to ralse a fund for
the disposal of millions of dollars’
worth of graln from a central depot
In Indianapolls, and elevators and oths
er bulldings are to be erected, ac-
cording to the plans, and from these
agents of the farmers will sell thelr
products direct to shippers and con-
sumery,

The first object is to secure Inde
pendence in the handling of products,
and the second is to get rid of the
middlemen and retain the profit they
aire presumed to make, There Is to
be no Individual dealing with com-
mission moen and graln dealers, but
the agents at the big storehouses and
elevators are to dea! with these men
for the advantage of all the farmers
whore Interests are intrusted to thelr
charge.

The plan is much the same as that
adopted by tobacco growers in Ken-
tucky und other states, and the [Arme
ers Interested in It belleve that It
will be quite succesaful

Whether a man is devoting himself
to the ralsing of wheat, corn and oats,
or whether he s a frult grower or a
stock ralser, he {s eligible to member-
ship, and whatever he produces is (o
be disposed of by men who are to be
gelected for the purpose. These men
are to repfesent the brains of the or-
ganization and will be selected becausa
of the success that they have had In
managing their own affairs.

It Is expected that the site for a
large storehouse will be selected at In-
dianapolis in a short time and that the
capital of $1,000,000, made of of
shares of five dollars each, with which
buildings are to be erected, will soon
be subseribed.

Some of the largest raisera of wheat
are still holding their crops and many
of them have sald that they would
not gell except through the farmers’
agencles If the project was so pushed
that there was a certainty of begin-
ning business by the first of the com-
Ing year. ;

It seems that & committee of the
Farmers' Educational and Co-opera-
tive unlon has been Investigating
quietly for the past year and that it
has reported conditions In respect to
the market that Is giving a decided
fmpetus to the movement for dispos-
ing of all crops through their own
agents and from a central polnt, with
branches perhaps in other parts of the
state, It is sald, for Instance, that
the growers of strawberries In south-
ern Indiana were able to realize only
about five cents a quart at the home
place of shipping, after going to the
expense of picking and crating, but
when the berries reached Indlanapolia
they sold readily for from 12 to 20
cents, according to the supply on the |
market. In respect to raspberries and
other small fruits the same facts are
alleged to have been found—the grow-
ers bhaving all the trouble and ex-

pense and the men between them
and the consumer getting all the
profit.

It s claimed that this Is true, but
hardly to such a degree, with all farm
products, the producer never realizing
the market value of the place of sale |
because the place of shipment s dis-
tant and he cannot deal with the con-
sumer in person. Instances are clted

of the sale of large quantities of wheat
to millers, who In turn sell large quan- |
titles of flour to bakers, and It ls sald |
that the profit lost In the passing of
the grain through the local buyers, the |
eity elévator and the miller, who s |
the consumer so far as the farmer ls
concerned, Is about 83 1-3 per cent

The million-dollar company that ls
being organized proposes to save this
profit by dealing with the miller him-
self. So it proposes to deal with the
grocer, the marketer and others who
gell direct to consumers in the wmatter
of truit and vegetables.

It I8 proposed to put the peach crop
and the apple crop upon the market
through the hands of men who are
not interested in beating down the
price to the producer and boostlog It
te the consumer.

It {8 denled that the new organiza-
tion I8 actuated in any sense by the
sentiments of a trust or that it pro-
posed to work along trust lines. Prod-
ucts are not to be kept in cold stor-
age, It 1s declared, when they are in
geason and until the season passes
and high prices can be demanded, but
everything ls to be sold when it Is
rendy for market and for prices that
will Increase the profit of the producer
and at the same time reduce Lhe price
to the comsumer.

Shortage of Food.

There {8 no danger of a shortage of
food supplies In this country If the
farmers can get remunerative prices
for theilr crops. Under the regime of
20 years ago the rallroads were devel
oping farm lands and transportation
more rapidly than the demand for
farm products would warrant, hence
corn and wheat and oats and beef fre
quently sold in the west below cost
Now that the population has so far
inereased as to equalizse the supply
and demand and reduce our exportable
surplus, creating better home markets
and better prices, we may be sure of
more farms and better eultivation.

gands to whom he had offered hospltality nnd
who had hoped to find concealed treasures: all
they got was a challce and some books, Ravens,
whose evil characterfstics had been disarmed by
the gentlo hermit and had become bis compan
fons, pursued the assassing to Zurlch, sereaming
and plcking at the villains' heads. The strange
ectlons of the {rate birds attracted the townspeo-
ple's attentlon and they questioned the murderers,
who, terrified, acknowledged thelr erime. In the
Einsfedeln Abbey coat-of-arms are two ravens,

When the noble edifice was erected over the
harmit's cell the walls of the cell were enclosed
in black marble and made Into a chapel. It etands
In the nave of the church and, while plain In style,
the richness of the materlal and the slmplielty of
design make It fmpressive. On the aliar stande
the renowned statute of the Rlack Madonna,
bronze and many hundreds of vears old. The
chapel 1s known as fthe Holy Chapel, because of
the remarkable legend regarding its dedleation.

This 1s the story. On September 14, 948, Saint
Conrad, blshop of Constanco, canmie at the Invita-
tlon of Abbot Eberhard to consecrate the new
church.

As they knelt preparatory to be-
ginning the ceremony suddenly the chapel became
flluminated with a celestial brilllancy and before
the altar stood the Savior performing the ofice of
dedlcation, asslsted by the four evangellsts.

At the right and left of the divine celehrant
angels swung censers which emitted a thousand
eweet perfumes, the apostle, Saint Peter, and the
Fope, Saint Gregory the Great, held the vestments
of the heavenly polntff, and Saint Stephen and
Baint Lawrence, who were the first deacons of
the church to be martyred, acted as deacon and
sub-deacon. An angelle cholr, conducted by the
archangel Saint Michael, sang glorlous musie
and before the altar knelt the beautiful virgin
mother of tha Son of God. A silll earller legend
has It that when Conrad began the office of dedl-
catlon he was stopped by a volce that crled out
three times distinetly: “Cease! brother, this
chapel has been consecrated by God himself”

toad. Cockchafer: deadly enemy to
the farmer; lays one hundred eggs at
a time—kill the cockchafer."” It would
be a good Idea for our own government
to post bulletins of this sort, Instead
of printing so many for clreulation.

In the south most of the snakes
are of great value, and that ls rela-
tively true everywhere. The blue
racer, & handsome fellow, |s estimated
to be worth ten dollars a year to de-
stroy mice and gophers.

Why carry a splite
because a serpent ls sald to have
tempted Eve? Was it not a falr match?
Polsonous snakes are nearly as rare
as those that talk.—E. D. Powell in
Outing.
