Pillows should bo kept clean
for snnltnry reasons and to re-

tain their comfortable softness.
Almost all pillows can anil
should bewashed once or twice
n year.

Suds-nnd-wat- is the reliable
washing fornuilu, although the
method varies according to the
flllfiig.

Most pillows actually have
two coverings - an inner case
of lightweight fabric, plus an
outer ticking or decorative slip-
cover. First the
"shell" must bo removed.

Removing and washing tick-
ing separately because this
fabric is so clusely woven that
it keeps suds and water from
circulating thiough the filling.

If a pillow has no lining, lip
about a opening in the
ticking seam on opposite sides
and fasten these openings with
loose basting or overcasting
stitches or pin with a large
safety pin. Then suds and rinse
water can flow through these
vents, allowing dirt to escape
but not the stuffing.

Feather, down, Acrilan, Dae-ro-n

and Orlaon filled pillows
can be laundered and dried by
machine. To balanre the wash-
er load, wash two pillows at a
time or add clean towels.

With feather filling, use ex-
tra soap or detergent because
feathers cause the suds to die
down quickly. Pillows tend to
float on the surface of the wa-
ter, so knead them in the water
to get them wet before you
start the washing cycle.

Rinse well, re-stit- the open
vents, then dryer-dr- y at a LOW
setting or hang them out in a
brccve day. Shake and punch
pillows several times during
drying to plump up and fluff
the filling.

Latex foam rubber pillows
can be machine-washed-, using
a washing cycle with
warm suds. Unless already
covered, place the pillow in a
mesh bag or a pillow case with
its open end fastened by loose
stitches. This will protect the
foam from shredding or break-
ing during the machine action.
Foam pillows may be left in
an automatic washer during the
spin cycle. Pillows filled with
shredded foam rubber can

automatically at low heat.
If you wash pillows by hand,

a deep tub or bathtub to allow
plenty of room for suds and
rinses. Use a squeezing motion
to circulate suds through the
millions of tiny spaces, and at
least three rinses to lemuve all
residue of soiled suds.

Freddy Is an Viet-
namese boy who has adopted
the Marines of "C" Company,
9th Engineer Bn.. and Freddy
has been adopted by the eugl-ne-ei

s.
Originally, Freddy became

friends with an artillery unit at
the Tain Ky compound, but
when that unit moved out, Fred-
dy became friendly with the
Seabees.

Then "C" Company moved in-

to the compound and Freddy
began to hang around with his
new-foun-d Marine buddies. Soon
he became accepted by the Ma-

rines.
Freddy'splight is not unusual

In Vietnam but lie was lucky to
have found fi lends In the Lea-
therneck compound. Ft eddy
comes from a large family that
is exticmely poor. Consequent-
ly, he couldn't attend school.
When the 1st Platoon of "C"
Company heard this they imme-
diately made room for ,hlin 'in
their hearts," and set about
remedying the situation.

Now Freddy eats wilh his
Marine friends and through
them is provided transportation
to and from school.

However, the Marines don't
stop at just providing Fieddy
with some of the comforts of
life and the means to go to
school. Each evening, six days
a week, Freddy is tutored in
the English language and the
subjects ho studied in school
that day.

In return for the love and un-

derstanding the Marines give
to him. Freddy leturns his
presence, his love and his trust
and confidence m them.

A young Vietnamese woman
from a small village south of
Cua Vict is waging her own
private war against the Vict
Cong.

Hoang Thu Mai, who three
years ago was forcefully in-

ducted into the service of the
Viet Cong, is now aiding Amer-
ican advisors and Vietnamese
forces to search out the ene-
my, its hiding places and arms
and supply caches.

Mai, 21, explained, "I was
forced to join the VC when they
came into our small village
three years ago. They grabbed
15 of the younger women and
told us that if we did not help
them we would le killed and our
families would suffer harm."

Her .job with the Viet Cong
terroristswas to pick up wound-
ed or lost VC and serve as a
guide and liaison for them.

When American and South
Vietnamese forces moved into
her village she took the oppor-
tunity to turn herself in and
for the past month lias been ac-
tively helping to destroy. Jhc
Viet Cong Infrastructure in the
area. Armed with the knowl-
edge of VC hiding places and
their habits, she now helps to
hunt down her tormentors.

Army Capt. Ted L. Baldwin,
Phoenix, Ariz., military advisor
for the Vietnamese Regional
Forces operating in the area,
said. "Hoang Thu Mai was one
of the first VC to come over to

The company's first sergeant,
James L. Iangford, Ilayward,
Calif said that lie and the
company commander plan to
answer the letters and that
many of the men are already
writing to the students.

One of the favorite letters re-

To ProposedSchool Reorganization
Administrators and other in-

terested eltlens from Haskell,
Knox, and Stonewall counties
met in Weinert, Wedncsdny,
January 15, at 2:00 p. m., in
the Suierlntendcnl's office to
discuss the Coventor'sCommit-
tee on Public School Education
Report nnd the possible effect
on the atea schools.

Main purpose of the meeting
was to outline plans for area or
community meetinRS to Inform
the public of the details of the
committee's recommendations.

As the recommendations are
now interpreted, there would )e
one school system In Haskell
county, one school system in
Knox county and one school sys-
tem In Stonewall county. Each
school system would Ik' served
by one county-wid- e school lKiard
and one administrativestaff.

The local tax changes in the
form of local fund assignment
after state-wid-e equalization
and proposed school improve-
ment programs would amount
to $58,000 in Hnskell county;
G2.000 In Knox county and $100,-00- 0

in Stonewall county next
year alone.

Network Junior CollegesWould
SolveGrowing EducationalNeeds

A network of junior colleges
offering easy .access to varied
courses of study for every stu-
dent is recommended by the
Texas College and University
System Coordinating Board to
help solve growing educational
needs.

'Hie Board in its "Blueprint
for for Higher Educa-
tion" recommended establish-
ment of 53 public junior college
regions as a means of carrying
out this program.

The 53 regions represent ar-
eas throughout the state from
which most of the community
junior college students will
come and areas where at least
one junior college district is
feasible during tiie next twenty
years.

Thirty-fou-r already have dist-
ricts with at least one college.
Two colleges exist in each of
six regions. The rest have no
community junior colleges, but
do offer the possibility and po-

tential for establishing an insti-
tution in the next 20 years. The
regions are flexible and subject
to change, if necessary, in the
future.

In outlining the junior college
program, the Board developed
a basic policy that each junior
college lx located within reas-
onable distances of all residents
who could logically benefit from
attending, each college meet
minimum critcrin in student en-

rollment, each Ik; basically a
commuting college and that
none be viewed as a "starter
institution" with plans to In-
come a four-yea- r baccalaureate
school.

The community junior colleges
would lx.- - designed to provide
technical-occupation- programs
for some, lower-divisio- n college
courses for others, and offer a
means for all citizens to con-

tinue their education or attain
new occupational skills

The Board recommendedthat
no new public community jun-
ior college le authorized until it
is determined the transfer-leve-l
division of the proposed school
will enroll at least 500 full-tim- e

studentsequivalents not later
than the third term after open-
ing, and the institution has a
potential of at least 1,000 full-tim- e

student equivalents in all
programs no later than the
firth fall term.

"Enactment or this plant by
the legislature will mean that
every student in Texas will be
near'an institution of higher ed-

ucation," Board ChairmanJohn
Gray of said.

Bulbs are just the thing to
turn a bare place, under a tree,
into a thing of beauty. Crocus
are the first bulbs to make an
appearance in early spring.
Their natural habitat is under
trees. Mrs. Sam Scott has
planted crocus under a Vitex
tree and each spring the flow-
ers spring into bloom lofore
other plants are budding.

Set Daffodils about six inches
deep when bulbs are planted. If
planted too shallow, result is a
small, weak blossom. We plant-
ed daffodils very late last win-
ter and every bulb blossomed.

In choosing a rose bush be
sure theie are at least three
sturdy canes; where canes are
weak and scarce, the plant will
get n very poor start. Be sure
to trim off damaged roots lie-fo- re

munications, changes have been
made in handling requests to
determine If a local telephone
is In use or out of order.

The announcement of the
change was made today hy W.
L. Goodrum. Division Manager
for General Telephone Company
or Ihe Southwesl.

"Extreme caution has always
been taken by the telephone in-

dustry in honoring the secrecy
of communications: however, as
communications equipment and
customers liecome more and
more sophisticated, it becomes
necessary to close any loopholes
which come to our attention,"
Goodrum said.

"In the past, when a custom-
er found a. telephone number
busy, they often requestedan
operator to determine If there
was conversation on the line.
We have honored the request to
be sure the telephone was not
unknowingly out or service,"
Goodrum explained.

"Under the new procedure,"
Goodrum said, "the numbercan
be verified to determineif there
is conversation on the line only
if Ihe requesting party indicat-
ed (1) thai the call is urgent,
or (1) an emergency, and (3)
wants the conversation interrup-
ted The name and telephone
number of the person asking for
the interruption is requested
before an operator proceeds to

ther a line is In trouble or not.
However, now the information
will be reported to repair serv-
ice Instead ol the customer.
