Now that some of our cotton
Is being harvested,don't forget
all of those boll-weev- il problems
you had this past year and tho
years before. You can help cut
down on the weevils we have
next year by an early stalk

program. You must
remember that these weevils
need to IhiIUI up a fat reserve
if they are going to survive the
winter. By destroying their food
supply we can really reduce
numbers of tho weevils that
make it till next year. Shred-din- g

the stalks and netting
them plowed under early is a
good preventive measure

of screw worms 11 over the
state for some reason. Most
of the blame can be given to
the hurricane we had down in
the Brownsville area. As far as
