J obs For College
Students Plentiful
This Year

AUSTIN, Auuust 20-—Jobs for
University of Texas students are
more plentiful this year than ever
before, according to Dean Arno
Nowotny, director of the Student
Employment Bureau.

“Defense work and the draft have
taken many Austin workers,” Now-
otny said- ‘“Consequently we ex-
pect the largest number of part-
time job openings for students in
history.”

Approximately 60 per cent of the
school’s 11,000 students earn all
or part of their expenses. Sources

of this income fall roughly into
four categories: (a) NYA jobs
on the campus; (b- jobs secured

through the Student Employment
Bureau: (c¢) jobs the Individual
students themselves find; and(d)
summer work which enables them
to save up money for college.

This year NYA funds have been
allocated to the University to af-
ford 660 part-time jobs, ranging
from janitor to library assistant,
from file clerk to “nursemaid”
rats used in nutrition
experiments:

The student Employment Bur-
eau last year secured juf:u for 1,739
of 1850 student applicants.
Few jobs— whether Christmas tree
fitter, soda-water bottle opener,
or mortician’s assistant—ecannot be
filled by some student skilled in
the special line of work. The bur-
eau has received so many calls for
University graduates to fill full-
time positions that a graduate
placement division was organized
last year
